The
chief exports are grain, animals, ani¬
mal products, attar of roses, silk co¬
coons, wool, tobacco, opium and
manganese. The imports are sugar,
conee, chemicals, machinery, textiles
aird iron goods. Moreover, Salonikl
has thriving manufactures of moroc¬
co leather, arms and cutlery, and cot¬
ton yarn. Austria-Hungary and
Oreat Britain held first places in this
commerce.
