But He* Thinks the Program
Should Include Improved

Inland Waterways.
; WASHINGTON, Dec. 1.."Military
preparedness is essential-to national jsecurity and the safeguarding of the
national honor, and'I'am hearlly in
favor of a reasonable increase in our
army and especially in our navy."
The speaker was Senator Joseph E.

Ransdell, who had junt returned to
Washington from his Louisiana plan¬
tation; where he spent the summer
and on which It is said the-senator
is practicing diversification of crops
.raising leBs cotton and more hogs
and hominy and-things.

"But," continued the senator, "as
a necessary auxiliary to the armed
force of the United "States there
must .be adequate facilities for, the
speedy mobilization. of men and mu¬
nitions in event of war, and the best,
cheapest and most permanent means
that can be provided is to be found
in properly improved inland water¬
ways.

they are not only wise expenditures,
but safe and sound investments,
which will pay subsanial dividends
in cheapening transportation charges,
thereby lowering the cost of many
staple commodities to the ultimate
consumer;- -

"The next convention of the Na¬

tional RIVers and Harbors Congress,
.which meets in Washington December
8, 9 and 10, will tend to crystalize the
sentiments which Is being aroused
throughout the country against the
foundless charges of 'pork barrel'
which reached a climax In the filibus¬
ters resulting In th? defeat of the last
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t-ffo rivers and harbors bills. The op¬
ponents ot waterway improvements
have made the welkin ring with their
utterances, and because friends of
waterways have not sufficiently taken
the offensive and refuted these slan-.
dors, many well meaning people have
been misled.

Beyond Suspicion.
"The rivers and harbors, bills are

framed upon, the recommendations' of
the engineers ot the. United States
army, and each' project appropriated
for, twice runs the gauntlet of the
searching criticism of ten engineer
officer* whose integrlty and ability are
beyond suspicion before being consid¬
ered by the rivers and harbors commit¬
tee of the House, and the commerce
committee of tif^Berfate. These com¬
mittees pass upon the report ,'of1 the
chief of engineers, practically always
recommending to their respective
houses only those, and all of those,
projects endorsed by the engineer
corps. Congress, then takes such ac¬
tion as it deems best; and. river, and.
harbor acts are tbe results. ..(.'¦¦¦
"To asert then, as. these so-called

critics have done both in and out of
Congress, that' ,river and harbor' tills
are full of 'pork' and graft of every
kind, and that many .waterway appro¬
priations are nothing more or less than
so much money stolen from the public
treasury, is to brand the,officers ..of the
United States corps of army engineers,
the members of the (House committee
on.rivers and harbors, and the >Sen¬
ate committee on^commerce,and all of
-the members ot both houses who'have
vote for rivers and harbors bills, as
thieves, and to charge that in contra¬
vention of their oaths of office, they
have advocated and' endorsed the
squandering of millions upan "utterly
worthless Projects. Such a slanderous
accusation is as false as' Satan and
will be rejectedi'hy all- thinking men.
