Nebraska Alfalfa Crop
Is Worffi Many

Hods
LINCOLN. Doc. 4..Nebraska's

1915 alfalfa crop, acordlrig to fig¬
ures prepared by the slate board of,
agriculture, presents a nln> little
gold mine, the value being $24,631.-
658, figuring the price at $6 a ton.
There were 1.101,310 acres raised

in the state, which produced 4.088,-
698 tons, an average of 8.42 tons per
aero. This would make each aero
produce on an avenge of something
like JS0.50,
Dawson county raised the largest

crop, 161,000 tons, while llooker
raised only 636 tons. Tho hlghost
yield per acre was In Dojiglaa and
Polk counties, whero the avorage Is
given at 4.3. The smallest waa in
Dinner county, 1.8 belifg the aver-
agS tons.

WASHINGTON. Dec. 6..A portable
military ana naval topographical map
for use of air scouts In the Sold, ami
which will enable them to make quick
and realistic reports of observations,
has been Invented by Gunnery Ser¬
geant Herman 0. Stroscheln of the
United States marlno corps.
Worm gearing, operatod by tele¬

scopic thumb screws from tho sides
of the map. will creato elevations and
depressions thereon, showing terrain,
contours of valleys, bodies of water,
etc., and should make the aviator's ro-
port clear to the newest man In the
Held of operations, Stroscheln claims.
Tho map will be very light though

strongly built, and It Is thought by
many military men that one of the
groat problems confronting aviators
In tho Held.speed and accuracy In
observation description.will have
been overcome by tlie use of the ma¬
rine sergeant's Invention.
