Itoad Organization.
The question of road improvement

calls for organization. Organization
that will produce efficiency can be had
and shauld be had In every county.
The work should be under one head
and that person should know dally
what is being done, how much is being
expended, where the work is being
executed, the number of laborers and
teams employed and the amount and
kind of material used as well as the,
cost of each.

It is one thing to get an accounting!
for funds expended and another to get
the maximum results which should
be the aim of every person interested
In the "betterment of the roads of the
state. The Ohio county road depart¬
ment is very elflcleftt and the results
in that county show the value of such
a movement. Every morning a report
in the county is placed in the hands of
the board of commissioners. A tabu¬
lated list of the amount expended and
the balance in each fund is kept before
the commissioners. Each member of
the board has in his pocket a statemont
showing the condition of every fund
in the entire county and the amount
appropriated to each piece of work.
McDowell county has a good organiza¬
tion, and a few other counties have
placed their rood work under modern
business systems, t'nder a new law,
chapter 85, acts 1015, officials that
are following the old haphazard way
of giving orders and letting the road
business of the county drift, are tak¬
ing a very great risk. All road officials
should read that act and get bulletin'
17, of the state road bureau, which;
prescribes forms for a road system.

What Issue Will Be.
Did a single American workman lose

his job because of the McKinley tariff,
the Dinglev tariff, the Payne-AWrich
tariff? Did business losses take the
place of profits, and did everyone suf¬
fer? No! Not a single workman lost
his job, but in the aggregate some mil¬
lions of workmen found jobs directly
because of those tariffs. Profits took
the place of losses inflicted by a free-
trade tariff, and every man, woman and
child in the United States has been
benefited by everyone of the revisions
of the tarlfT along protective lines in
the last thirty years. Two tarlfTs re-1
vised along free-trade lines.the WI1-I
son-Gorman tariff of 1894 and the
Underwood tariff of 1913.these, and
these alone, are the tariffs that have
caused business demoralization, have1
thrown millions of men out of employ-1
ment, and have created uncertainty,
loss and suffering..American Econ¬
omist
The issue of the next presidential

campaign will be the tariff, and noth¬
ing is more certain than that the people
will vote for old-fashioned Republican
doctrine on that Issue. President Wil¬
son, when signing the Democratic
tarifT bill, remarked that he did it with
great pleasure, as it meant a "new
freedom" for the toilers. If the tollers
have experienced any "new freedom,"
other than freedom from a Job, it la
not apparent. Who has felt or realized
anything else that can be called a
"freedom?" Nothing has been made
cheaper that the "toller" or anybody
else has to buy, and notwithstanding
corporation taxes, income taxes and
stamp taxes, the government has a
continually increasing deficit that
threatens the necessity of Issuing
bonds for funds to meet its expendi¬
tures. The Republicans may not be

long on "new freedom" but they tako
care of the treasury and give the toiler
a job.

Progrrstdres >ext Year.
Chairman McCombs of the Demo*

emtio national committee is quoted uh
saying that "the majority of tho Pro¬
gressives will be found voting with tin
Democratic party in 1!U6." Where M**.
McCombs gots the basis for his claims
is a mystery. Excepting that they were
both determined to defeat tbe KepubU-
can party in 1912 there was littlo point
of agreement between the Democrats
and Progressives, says the Pittsburg
Gazette Times. On paramount issues
they were about as divergent as they
well could 1)e. From the time the,Wilson administration and the Demo¬
cratic majority in Congress had been
in control long enough to demonstrate
their incapacity lending Progressives!

"If presnuro Is brought to bear to
make him shift hla ground or modify
his recommendations, Mr. Wilson
should realst It.

and nothing is plainer than that If
Mr. Wilson Is defeated In his own
party on preparedness.Induced to
wabble.he will be assailed there on
other Issues, and hlB prestige as
party leader greatly Impaired, as Mr.
Cleveland's was, on the eve of his soc-
ind campaign."
