As the Second City or Turkeyin Matter of Location, Size
and the Like.

IIMCtAL TO THI TIlBODAMt

WASHINGTON. Dec. 8.."Bagdad,
as tho fencing ground of generations
of the most skillful of European;diplomats and secret agents, and as
ono of the most important strategic
centers In the Near Eaat. forms the
subject of a bulletin Just issued hythe National Geographic Society,whleh sketches the great political and
economic advantages of the ancient
capital of the Mohammedan world.'
upon whleh the soldiers of Great
Britain are slowly closing. The bul¬
letin rends as follows:
"Bagdad is the dominnnt city or the!

eastern part of the Ottoman empire.yielding little In Importance to its
great sister metropolis upon the Hns-
phorus. As Constantinople Is the
guarding heart and brain of Turkeyin the west, so Bagdad is the strength
of the empire's eastern defense. With¬
in Its boundaries are the administra¬
tors, the officers tho supply depots,
and the bureaus for organization, op¬eration and aupplv which constitute
the backbone of defense in the whole
Mesopotamian division of Turkey.

"The ancient city, moreover, lies
upon the natural line of communl-:
cation between Persia and the West,;and between the West and the Per¬
sian gulf. Three ancient caravan
routes, one from Khorasan, another
up the Euphrates Into Syria, and the
last up the Tigris Into the Armenian
plateau and to the Black sea behind
It. wore the elements of Bagdnd's
trading strength In ancient times. To¬
day, ita Importance is almost wholly
bound up in the potential wealth of
Its surrounding plains, watered by the
Tigris and the Euphrates: where
among earths earliest civilizations
dawned, nourished, decayed and
shrank into oblivion; and In Its domi¬
nating position upon the lines or
communication between India, Per¬
sia and the Weat.
"Bagdad the magnificent is now a'

decaying city, and the years that have
rolled by since Turkish over-lordship;
first began, tor Mohammedan lands
or the near Bast have seen It sink
slowly in Importance as a mart for In¬
ternational trade, as a station on the
path of the rich merchandise caravans
from the Eaat and the West, and aa
the center or a land or abundant har¬
vest. It is still, however, the second
city In the empire, and Ita loaa to the;Turks would be relatively almoat as
treat as the loss ot Chicago would be
to the United Statea. But more than
thia, the nation of the West controll-1
ing Bagdad, would control the whole
trulirul area between the world's two
most historic rivers;.tho Tigris and
the Euphrates.; would dominate the
Persian gulf, and would exercise a
powerful influence in the affairs of
southern Persia. Thus, an English
conquest hero, would place the em¬
pire's northern frontier about India
beyond the peril of attack.
"Bagdad has awakened during re¬

cent years, and has given Its strength
to schemes for reclaiming the vast

waste area* about It by Irrigation. Hp
planned tie expenditure of 1130.000,0001for the reclamation of 12.S00.000 acres,and as an Immediate project. It decided
upon the reclaiming of a tract of more
than 8,000,000 acres. A new ordor of
things began for the tlme-burdenod
city In the few years before the out¬
break of the war, and bints of the ner¬
vous. keen, hasty, modern life of the
West were multiplying. The restless

¦ in of the American oil engine was
replacing tbe more deliberate ways of
Ibe donkey and heat-oppressod human.
Oil wells were sunk In tbe Knrun riv¬
er region, south of Bagdad, and Ameri¬
can well drills were employed. Oil
refineries were built here, and mod¬
ern Bagdad contemplated Industries:
for the manufacture of native ma¬
terials supplied with this fuel. Before
Ihe discovery of oil. Bagdad's Industry,won hamperod by Ibe exorbitant prices
which coal brought In this region so
distant from lis source of production>15 and $20 per ton. Bitumen and
asphalt lakes and springs abound on
the northern reaches of the Tigris,
and promise riches to a future Bagdad.
"The population of the city Is about

200,000, and Is governed by a pasha
who Is assisted by a council. The
pasha comes from Constantinople.
There Is some difference between the
ruling Turks from Constantinople and
ihe native Arab population of Bagdnd,
as the Turks are Sunnltes and the
Arabs and Shfltes. This religious dif¬
ference has many limes prevented har¬
monious co-operation between ihe
Turk and the Arab. "The city does
