Internal Explosion.
This internal explosion Is what

caused the terrible destruction, as
besides the Hying fragments of thy
bomb and its shrapnel contents, the
sudden expansion of air In the con-

r,?.ed, ln.terlor of the church literally
lifted the roof from the supporting
walls and blew It skyward. One side
of tho roof was bent over to the
right, the other to the left, beams
nnd arches crashing upward and
and over, while masses of debris set¬
tled down between the walls. The
frescoed celling had disappeared in
an instant. Particles of the bomb
dug deep Into the alabaster facing
the walls, cracking and wrenching the
marble pillars and side walls from

floor to roof. Even tho wrenching
tho marble slabs frormed In mosaics,
was torn up In chunks. One huge
slab of tho floor covered tho tomb
of some of tho famous Venetians of
oldon days. and this was wrenched
out exposing tho tomb below. Tho
explosion occurred when tho church
whs deserted 50 thnt no loss of life
resulted.
To the nrt world the damage to

the fAmous old church In nn Irrepar¬
able loss. Everywhere It whs known
as the typo of the Venetian baro¬
que style, and next to the church
of Santa Maria was the best example
of this stylo In tho world. Tho
fresco by Tlepolo. covering the en-
time celling, wan of course, the great-1
est loss, ns next to Titian, Tintoretto
and l*aul Veronese. Tlepolo was ao-
ceptol as the greatest descriptive
pulnters . and tho Inst of the older
school of famous Venetian masters.
The destroyed fresco was his most
representative work, and probahlv
the largest. After nearly 300 yearstho pointing was In an excellent
state of preservation, tho vividness
of the coloring and the great num¬
ber of figures In the colosnal work.
nearly 100 feet across.giving it a
special Interest and value to the art
world. I

Escape ns Chance.
Only by chance, too. Is it Tiepolo'swork that Is destroyed liuteud of Tl-!

tain's or Tintoretto's for those mas¬
ters are similarly represented 011 the'
ceilings and walls of many of the
churches and historic monuments of
Venice, and while paintings can be
removed to places of safety the
frescoed ceilings must stay to take
;the chance of bombs. Kuskln In bis
Stones of Venice nays Titian aud
Paul Veronese can be Judged only bytho ceilings of Vonlco. The sculp¬
tures and carvings of the high altar
are by another Venetian master,
I'ozzo, but these escaped serious dam¬
age.

SCANDINAVIANS
Are Too Busy at Home to Ac¬

cept Offers of Work in
Other Countries.

CHKISTIANI A, Dec. 20..Tho

Scandinavian countries lately have
beon canvassed by agents from for¬
eign countries trying to engage
skilled laborers, especially for the
manufacture of ammunition and sad¬
dlers. The result has not been very
remarkable, as opportunities Tor
skilled laborers at home ar greater
than over. Only a few iron worri¬
ers havo loft Norway tor England to
work in ammunition plants duringthe last six months.
Tho good labor conditions here will

also affect tho emigration to the
United States.which is expected to
bo much smaller this year than in
former years.

early morning. Later In the day the
Germans displayed ununual activity
directing a heavy bombardment on
the British lines near Ypres, and on
the French positions at Messlnen.
Mines were exploded before the
trenches at Armentleres, and German
Infantry attempted unsuccessfully to
occupute the craters thus opened.
Along the remainder of the western

front the interminable artillery duels
continuo with the French guns near
St. Mihiel developing an Intense Are.
The Russian and Macedonian fronts
so far as the public is advised are
In a state of comparative quiescenco.
The position of Greece Is still re

gard«'d with keen anxiety by both
sides. Tho Gounaris party Is reported
victorious in the Greek elections but
the expected change in lenders is not
accepted as implying a different mil¬
itary policy. England is Impatiently
awaiting the crossing of the Greek
frontier to see whether Groeco will
leave the Saloniki area rroe for a
struggle of which tho Greeks would
become passive spectators.

In Bulgaria the next step is the
subject of warm debate.
Tho official paper of Premier

Radoslavoff declared the Allien must
be driven from Salonlkl; whether by
Bulgarians or Auotro-Gertnan troops
is a question for the military leaders
to solve. The allies In Macedonia
do not expect an early attack if the
advance Is left to tho Austro-Germans
as airmen report that the central
powers have not yet gathered a suf¬
ficient force to undertake the offen¬
sive.

OFFICIAL AUSTRIAN
REPORT ON THE WAR

(.V ...OCIATK.

BERLIN, Dec. 20..The official
Austrian report oF December 19 aa
given out hero by the Overseas News
Agency contains the following pas¬
sage in regard to the campaign
agalnBt the Montenegrins:

"The Montenegrins at some places
held up their hands waving flngs and
advanced until they were near tho
Austro-Hungarian lines. There they
suddenly throw hand grenAdos. This
treachery found corresponding treat¬
ment. It always will bo treated In
the same way."
The official Turkish report of De¬

cember 19 concerning the Mesopo-
tamlan campaign contains this sub¬
stance:
"The enemy again used durn-dum

bullets."

Neither of the foregoing passages
appeared In the version of these
statements as forwarded by cable
from London.
