Is the. Way Secretary of State
Lansing Puts It in Explain¬ing Pan-Ainericanism.

"Pan-Americanism." said Hip Mere
tary. " la an expression of the idea o
Inter-natlonalism. America ha* be
come the guardian of that )dei whlcl
will In the end rule the vornl. Slnci
the Kuropean war began .itlusr fai toii
have strengthened this nnfu.-al hon<
*nd given Impulse to the Movement
Never before have our peonta no full]realized the significance of tlii! wordi
Feaee and fraternity."
At another point In his address Sci¬

re la ry Lansing aald: "If. tho aover
clgnty of a sister republic la menace*
from overseas, the power of the L'nltei
Stales and. I hope und believe, tin
united power of the American repu'jIlea will constitute a bulwark whlcl
will protect the Independence and in
tegrlty of their neighbor front unlit*1Invasion and aggression."

Mr. Lansing spoke in full as fol
lows:

"It Is an especial gratification to in<
lo address you today, not only as th<
oillcer of the United States who invitee
you to attend this great Scientific Con.
gress of the American republics, bu<
also as the presiding member of tin
governing hoard of the Pan-Amerk-at
Union. In this dual capacity i luivt
the honor and the pleasure to welcome
you, gentlemen, to the capital of tbl>
country, in the full conflilen.o thai
your deliberations will be of mutual
benefit in your various spnercs ol
thought and research, and not only in
your Individual spheres lmt in tlm nil-
embracing sphere of P.in-AmoHi-nr
unity and fraternity wbicn Is ho neat
to the hearts of us all.

"it is the Pan-American spirit anil
the policy of Pan-Americanism ic
which'1 would for a few moment!
direct your attefttion at this eatlymeeting of the congress, since It IK mv
earnest hope that 'Pan-America' will
be the keynote which will Influence
your relations with one another and
inspire your thoughts and words.

"Xearly a century has passed since
President Monroe proclaimed to the
world his famous doctrine as the na¬
tional policy of the United States. It
was founded 011 the principle that the
safety of this republic would be im¬
perilled by the extension of sovereignrights hyta European power over ter¬
ritory in this hemisphere. Conceived
in a suspicion of monarchlal institu¬
tions ami In a full sympathy bad won
their independence and were gradual¬
ly adapting themselves to the exercise
of their newly acquired rights. To
those struggling nations the doctrine
became a shield against the great Eu¬
ropean powers, which I11 the spirit of
tile age coveted political control over
the rich regions wlilc lithe new-born
stntes made their own.

"The United States was then a small
nation whYh had been tried In the
Arc; a natio.i wliu.<c Indomitable will
had remained Ui<-ha'Kcn by .lie dan-
Rers through w'i'leh 'I li.rl ,-awrt. The
announcement of the Monroe doctrine
was a manifestation of this will. It
was a courageous thing for President
Monroe to do. It mcani much in those
early days, not only to this country
bin to thoso nations which were com¬
mencing a now life under the stand¬
ard of liberty. How much It meant we
can never know, since for four derades
it remained unchallengcll.
"During that period the younger re¬

publics of America, giving expression
to the virile spirit born of Indepen¬dence and liberal Institution, devel¬
oped rapidly and set their feet firmly
on the path or national progress which
has led them to that plane of Intel¬
lectual and material prosperity which
the.v today enjoy.
"Within recent years the government

(.union, with the exception of the Ven¬
ezuela. boundary incident, to remind
Europe that the Monroe doctrine.con¬
tinue! unaltered s national policy of
tills republic. Tho republic* of Amer¬
icaAte no longer children In the treat
family of nation*. They have attained
maturity. With enterprise and patri¬
otic rervor they are working; out their
several destlnie*.
"During (his later time, when the

American natlobn have come Into a
realization of thslr nationality and are
fully conaclou* or the reaponatbliittes
and privileges which are tbelr* a* sov¬
ereign and Independent states, there
hu grown up a feeling that the re¬
public* of this hemisphere constitute
a group separate and apart from the
other nations of the world, a group
which Is united by common ideals and
common aspirations. I hcllnve that this
feeling Is general throughout North
and 8011th America, and that year by
year It has Increaaed until It ha* be¬
come a potenC Influence over our po-
lltlcal and commercial Intercourse. It
In the same feeling which, founded on
sympathy and mutual Interest, exists
among the members of a fcimlly. It Is
the tie which draws together the
twenty-one republics and makes -of
them the American family of nations.
"Thii feelini, vague at first, haa be¬

come today a definite ant) certain
force. We term it the 'Pan-American
spirit,' from which springs the inter¬
national policy of Pan-Americanism.
It is that policy which Is responsible
for tbla great gathering of dlatln-
ftilshed men, wbo represent the beat
and most advanced thought of the
Americas. It Is a policy which this
government has unhesitatingly adopt¬
ed and which It will do all In Its pow¬
er to foster and promote.
"When we attempt to analyze Pan-

Amerlcanlam we And that the essen-
llal qualities arc those of the family.
sympathy, helpfulness and a sincere
desire to see another grow in pros-
perlty, absence of covetousness of an¬
other's possessions, absence of Jeal¬
ously or another's prominence, and
above all, absence of that spirit of in-
trigue which menace the domestic
peace ot a neighbor. Such are the
qualities or the ramlly tie among In¬
dividual, and such should be, and I
l>elleve are, the qualities which com¬
pose the tie which unites the Amer-
lean ramlly or nations.

"I speak only tor the government
or the United States, but In doing so
I am sure that 1 express sentiments
which will And an echo in every re¬
public represented here, when I say
that the might ot this country will
never be exercised in a spirit or
greed to wrest trom a neighboring
state its territory or possessions. The
ambitions ot this republic do not lie
In the path ot conquest but In the
paths or peace and Justice. Whenever
and wherever we can we will stretch
rorth a hand to those wbo need help,
ir the sovereignty ot a sister republic
Is menaced rrom overseas, the power
or the United States and, I hope nnd
believe, the united power of the
American republic, will constitute a
bulwark which will protect the inde¬
pendence and integrity ot t£eir neigh¬
bor from unjust Invasion or aggres¬
sion. The American family ot nations
might well take for Its motto that ot
Duma's famous musketeers. 'One for
all: all for one.'

"If I have correctly Interpreted Pan-
Americanism from the standpoint ot
the relations or our governments with
those beyond the seas, it Is in entire
harmony with the Monroe dofctrlne.
The tMonroe doctrine Is a national
policy or the United States; Pan-
Americanlsm is an International policy
i<f the Americas. The motives are In
extent different: the ends sought sre
the same. Both can exist without
Impairing the force of either. And
both do exist and, I trust, will ever
exist in all their vigor.
mil ran-Americantsm extend* be-U

vond the sphere of politics and finds
lis application In tbc varied fields of
human enterprise. Bearing In mind
that the essential Idea manifests It¬
self In co-operation, it bccomes neces¬
sary for effective co-operation that wc
should know each other better than
we do now. We must not only be neigh¬
bors. but friends, not only friends,
but Intimates. Wc must understand
one another. We must comprehend
our several needs. We must study
the phases of material and Intellectual
development which enter Into the
varied problems of national progress.
Wc should. Iberefroc. when oppor¬
tunity offers, come together and faniit-
larlie ourserves with each other's
processes of thought in dealing with
legal, economic, and educational ques¬
tions.
"Commerce and .Industry, science

and art. public and private law, gov¬
ernment and education, all those great
fields which Invite the Intellectual

< bought of man. fall within tch prov-
vince of the deliberations of this Con¬
gress. In the exchange or Ideas and
comparison of experiences wc will
come to know one another and
to carry to the nations which we rep¬
resent a better and truer knowledge
a mutual esteem and trust will spring
which will unite these republics mors
closely politically, commercially, and
Intellectually, and give to the Pan-
American spirit an Impulse and powct
which It has never known before.
"The present epoch Is one which

must bring home to every thinking
American the wonderful benefits to bo
gained by trusting our neighbors and
by being trusted by them, by co-oper¬
ation and helpfulness, by a dignified
regard for the rights of all. and by
living our national lives In harmony
and good will.
"Across the thousands of miles of

the Atlantic we see .Europe convulsed
with the most terrible conflict which
this world has ever witnessed; we see
the manhood of these great nations
shattered, their homes ruined, their
productive energies devoted to the one
purpose of destroying their fellowraen.
When we contemplate the untold
misery which theao once happy people
aro enduring and the heritage which
they are transmitting to succeeding
generations, we can not but contrast a
continent at war and a continent at
peace. 'Hie spectacle teaches a les-

h son we can not Ignore.
