Maryland
appropriates for the care of Its consumptive patients $136,000, and it equips
{ts public health department with a $75,000 appropriation for general pur-
poses. Our Democratle crities In West Virginia are throwing fits because
ihe last legislature sct mslde a fifth of that amount for sanitation and the
.public health. Maryland's legislature cost it $217,216.26 whero West Vir-
_ginfa expended $111,724.35. Maryland's bill for judiclary was $191,666.06;

Present Condition along Green-
land Coast Described by
Captain Bernier.

NEW YORK, Jan. 29.—Captain T
E. Bernler, commander of the Arctic
expedition on 1908-9, who has recent-
ly returned from another expedition
to the northland and the region of the
Crocker land expeditions In Greenland
arrived here from Canada with iInter-
esting stories and reports on condi-

north. He has spent eleven years of
exploration in the Arctle regions and
has charted much of the sea and
lands In Hudson bay. The story of the
Crocker land expeditions is told in an-
other column.

When he salled north on the ship
Guide last spring he looked for com-
munications from the Canadian gov-
ernment in caches at certain points,
which he thought would be left for
him by the captain of the relief ship
George B. Cluctt, now at anchor in
the ice of North Star bay.

But evidently the ice packs pre-
vented the Cluett from making a
landing at the points of land reached
by Captain Bernier, He sailed, how-
ever, within 100 miles of North Star
bay last spring. In commenting upon
the conditions in the region of the Arc-
tie’ Captain Barnier said: -

Conditions at Etah,

“The conditions at Etah during the

fall and winter are not favorable for

nayigation, There i8 much drifting
lce and open water, so the members
of the Crocker Land expedition are
confined there for the present.

“During the later winter, say in
January and the rest of the winter
and spring, the members of the ex-
pedition can go northward with their
sledges and over to Ellesmere land,
where they can find plenty of hunt-
ing. The game up there includes
white bears, musk ox, scals, deer and
hares of the Arctic regions.”

In the opinion of Captain Bernier,
the members of the Crocker land ex-
pedition and the relief party on board
the Cluett In North Star bay will be
able to communicate with each other
during the present winter if all goes
well, The . .two expeditions are only
about 125 milea apart.
