have their roads Tnproved.tho
Simpson creek side nnd the Brushy
fork side." It Is said that the famous
"Appuin Way" was built by Applus
Claudius ahout three hundred and
ten years B. C., which led from
southern Italy to Rome, and from
thnt dny unto this we have the trite
saying "AH roads lead to Rome."
And we ask the voters on the coming
bond Issue, why should not all roads
lead to Bridgeport ns provided In the
resolution offered by the Hon. John
l. jonnson iti me mass meeting beta
March 10?
Simpson district ts rather a largp

district and at the present time It
Is Impossible to make all permanent
roads In tho district lead to Bridgeport.There arc three towns in
Simpson district, via: Bridgeport.
Grasselll and Meadowbrook, Bridgeportbeing the only one Incorporated
as a town. Meadowbrook Is situated
at the mouth of Simpson creek,
about miles distance from
Bridgoport and about miles
from Clarksburg, hence Is it practical
and good Judgment to build for a
permanent road from Meadowbrook
connecting with the Clarksburg and
Fairmont pike, originally knowns as
the Weston and Fairmont pike, givingthe people at Meadowbrook directconnection to Clarksburg on tho
south, and Shlnnston on the
north, and all other roads on the
Simpson creek side should lead to
the center of Bridgeport, or rather
lead from Bridgeport as far out
into the district as possible.

Brushy Fork Contention.
Now, as to the Brushy fork side.

The people living In that part of
the country seldom go to Bridgeport
but rather to Clarksburg by way of

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Orasselll, save and except two or
three rich farmers who own largofarms In the southern end of the
district and reside In the town of
Bridgeport. who think that the proposedroads should be built to accommodatethem, and we believe the
Brushy fork people, who own Innd
and reside on their land and farm,will be perfectly sntlsfied with the
proposition as II now stands for It
will give them two miles or more of
good roads east 'of C.rasr.eill, which
In a very short time will give the
Brushy fork people a direct road to
Clarksburg, where they do nine-
tenths of their shopping.. The two
miles on Brushy fork will be In proportion,If not more, to the amount
of their taxable properly and hence
should not be dissatisfied In any
manner, except the Bridgeport gentlemenwho want a cross road built
so they may go to and from their
dwii homes to tholr broad acres of
splendid grazing land at any season
of the year.
The great majority or people residingIn Bridgeport want the best

possible road leading from their
town to the city of ClarkBburg, which
affords them not only the best gradebut also the best prospect tor further
ievclopnieut; for example the Bridgeportplaning mill people are anxious
that tho road connecting with
Clarksburg be by way of Grasselll
for the reason that tn the past they
have constructed a number of houses
and furnished the material also tor
a large number at Grasselll. and
could have furnished soino recently
but for the reason the "mud hole"
spoken of by tho "Taxpayer" as
"easier to get out of than It Is to get
out of debt," renches all the way
from the mill through the streets of
Bridgeport and over the "Buffalo
trail" to Grasselll, so that if you use
the streets or main roads In Simpson
district It 1s one continuous "mud
hole" to pull through. Of course a
"mud hole" is all right if you do not
want to do any business at all but
simply tic up for the winter and
patiently wait for the March winds
and April sun to do* up the mud and
feed your teams through the long
ureary winier inonins, wailing ror
the roads to dry out. Let us see:
Say a young man has one thousand
dollars. In wagon, harness and
horses, and the two horses, wagon
and driver will bring him in five
dollars and fifty cents per day. Say
the young man is like the "Taxpayer"who does not work himself, but
hires sonto man to drive his team for
him, and pays one dollar and soventy-fivecents or two dollars per day
for the driver and if he does not producethe grain and feed for his team
on his own farm he must pay about
fifty cents per- day for each horse,
and then the owner of the team must
keep harness in repair, and that is
no small item because when he sends
his team out through the mud holes
in the winter time the mud is very
hard on the leather in the harness
which helps to deteriorate very rapidlyall parts of the harness; and
then again no make of wagon will
stand the wear and tear over rough
muddy roads as long as the same
would have given service over modernpermanent roads, and hence tho
owner of the team will have, we will
say. about fifty cents per day for exDenseof lin keen of harness uirnn

and shoeing horses and otiier Incidentalexpenses, leaving a net incomeof two dollars per day. There
Is at least four months out of each
year the team must stand idle, thus
losing the net income of two dollars
per day or two hundred dollars with
an additional loss of four months'
feed for the two horses or one hundredand twenty dollars, or a total
loss of three hundred and twenty
dollars per year. Now take It that
permanent roads arc constructed and
the same teamster could make
straight time and by reason of tho
bond issue is compelled to pay upon
tho assessed value of one thousand
dollars for his horses and outfit, the
five per cent of his property for a
whole bond issue would be only fifty
dollars, with thirty years to pay oft
me name, logeiner wun tne accruing1
Interest would not amount to over
two dollars and fifty cents per year,
or about the profit from one day's
work.this would not work a hardshipupon the teamster or any one
and be a blessing to the entire communityto say nothing of the pleasureof traveling on a modern permanentrond, and the Increased power
of transportation, for certainly five
teams are required lo do the work
that one could do If we had good
roads.

All wealth comes from "mother
earth," bjlt surely little from the
"mud holes."

lllond Issue Cheaper.
The "Taxpayer" In the article

above referred to also states that
-we snouio uuiia oar permanent
roads by n direct tax." In answer to
the atiove we wish to say that the
only difference In building roads by
a direct tax and by a bond Issue Is,
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first.the time^requlred and aeeood,
the Interest that may accrue on the
bonds. A mile of road will cost no
more under a bond laaue, and in fact
not as much, aa by direct levy.

It' would require Bridgeport and
Simpson district a a number of years
to build the roads proposed In the
present boud Issue by direct levy but
under the bond Issue It would be only
a few months until all would be receivingthe benefit of the new roads,
and the only difference to the tax-
I-/VI nut vr IUU (UlVrCBl DO HID
bonds which decreases annually as
the bonds are retired, and the entire
citizenship of Bridgeport and Simpsondistrict would be greatly benefitedby harlng roa^s built as proposedat the mass meeting on Mareh
10.

pay as we go, wo had better stay at
home." and hence would have all
parties interested Infer that unless
we can pay for the building or roads
direct and at the time they are constructed,we had better let the road
he. We desire to call to the attentionof the "Taxpayer1 and the readerathat more than three-fourths of
all the business of the world of everykind and character Is done on a creditbasis. If there was no business
transacted In tills country and no Improvementsmade In this country of
any nature or kind without being
made on a cash basis there would be
little Improvement done; there would
be no railroads built; there would be
no street car lines built; there would

would be no great mercantile establishments;there would be no businessof any note or of worth to
