I BIG BUSINESS YEARSAHEAD FOR UNCLE SAM

President Schurman. Who Prophecies Big Business Problems for the Next
Administration.

The vital question of the day ia not
to prepare for war but to prepare for
peace,' is the declaration of Jacob
Gould Schurman, president of Cor¬
nell University.

Trade and commerce are "our
¦ mo.it tangible relations with foreign
nations," lie declares, and It is not
premature, he asserts, to consider
the situation In American foreign
trado on the resumption of peace.

President Schurtnan's views run
close to the idea gaining ground
throughout the country that the next
four years will be big with business

Sroblems for the nation. Economists
eclare that, with the foreign trado

situation to which President Schur¬

man refers, the United Slates is go¬
ing to have more perplexing business
problems to deal with in the next
tew years than '.t bu ever faced be¬
fore. In fact, they say, the next
administration will bo, above all, a
"business administration."
Out of the situation, has developed

the Business Men's Presidential
League, an organization with head¬
quarters in New York City, advocat¬
ing the election of a business man
for President
"The man we elect to lead Amer¬

ica will have the chief responsibil¬
ity," declares President Scnurmnn.
"Heaven grant us a man of the right
mind and vffU and spirit for this ex¬
alted task."

TWENTY THOUSAND
WOMEN TO ATTEND

i
Sessions of Convention of the

General Federation of
Women's Clubs.

IBT AIIOCIATKO FRIHI

NEW YOlKlK, .May 16..The club
women of the country, two and u half
million of whom are represented In the
General Federation of Women's Clubs,have perfected a plan for tho greatest
convention In the history of tho feder¬
ation In New York this month. The
datoi are May 22 to June 8. During
thoBQ seventeen days It Is expected
that fully 20,000 women representing
clubs In every state in the ulon, as well
as some from Alaska, Japan, England,
Hawaii and South America will attend
many of the Innumerable meetings and
Boclal functions that have been ar¬
ranged.

,Now York City this year is said to
have more than BOO different conven-|Hons on its calendar but from all In-jdieatlons none will equal In attend¬
ance the gathering of women. Special
sentiment Is attached to the women's
convention by tho fact that althoughthe federation was founded here twen¬
ty-six years ago, It Is the first time,since then that the women have met In
New York. It was "Jennie June"
Croly, one of the founders of the So¬
rosls, the pioneer woman's club in this
country, who Initiated the Idea of a
geenral convention of women's clubs
In 1889, and the outcome of this was
the holding of the first convention of
the general federation In Now York
In the following year when slxty-threo
clubs were represented by 126 dele¬
gates and the Sorosls was hostess.

Sorosls Again Hostess.
Chicago, Philadelphia, Louisville,

Denver, Milwaukee, Los Angeles. St.
Louis, St. Paul, Boston, Cincinnati, San
Francisco and Chicago again, have!
been the convention cities in the order
named. The forthcoming convention,
the thirteenth, will have Sorosls again
as Its hostess. In conjunction with the
N'ew York state and city federations
which aro working their hnrdest to'
make the gathering a notablo one in
every direction.
Tho main drill hall of the armory of

the Seventh regiment of tho New York
national guard, which will accommo-!
date upwards of 8,000 women, will be
the principal moetlng place. The col¬
onel's room and other officers' quarters
will be turned over to the women for
headquarters. Tho armory Is located
at Sixty-sixth street, occupying an en-
tire block between Lexington and Park
avenues.
The chief executive is Mrs. Percy!

V. Pennybacker, the president of tho
federation, whoso homo Is In Austin.
Tex., but who for tho last two years
has been traveling throughout the
country koeplng in personal contact
with tho activities of women's clubs.
She will not be a candidate for re-elec¬
tion this year, however, and the ques¬
tion of her successor will be one of the
rrost important items of business dur¬
ing the convotionn.

Big BuhIucsb.
In the words of Miss Lutle E.

Stearns, one of the directors of the
federation, "the business of being a
club woman is a big business and is
getting to be a bigger business every
day." This Is apparent from the elab¬
orate program that has been arranged
for the convention. The topics indi¬
cate an increasingly wido range of af¬
fairs in which the club women are tak¬
ing not only an lntorest but an active
part. There was a time, for instance,
when the iNew York City Federation of
Wbnien's Clubs could report on all of
its activities at each convention, but
now, says (.Mrs. Eugene J. Grant, the
president of the city federation, it
takes the six conventions of an admin¬
istration to get through the reports of
the thirty-eight committees which havo
developed.
The general federation has oh Its

broad object tho furtherance of every
movement in tbo Interest of women,
children and mankind In general, and
the program calls for reports and dis¬
cussion by committees on art, child
welfare, civics, civil servlco reforms,
home economics, conservation, Indus¬
trial and social questions, legislation,
education, literature, music, public
health,.and under these heading!
come subjocts ranging all tho way
from moving pictures to international
relationships. One Important an¬
nouncement that will be made at the
convention Is the fact that the federa¬
tion has raised an endowment of <100,-
000. The plan to raise such a sum was
voted at the Cincinnati convention In
1910, and now that the sum haa been
realized it will be Invested by trus¬
tees, the Interest bolng used to help
carry on the work of tho general feder.
ation.

Mrs. Thomas A. EJdlson, for
instance, will be on* of the first to
entertain the women, at her home at
Llewellyn Park, H. J. Mrs. John Hays
Hammond will be hostess at a lunch¬
eon to all of the state presidents.
