Militia Won't Scire.
According to Information made pub¬

lic by the war department, the presi¬
dent's call for the mobilization of the
national guard of Texas, Arizona and
Xew Mexico has resulted In failure.
So mauy members of the guard have
refused to serve that, the war depart¬
ment officials say. It will require
months to mobilize any con¬
siderable force of militia. Of tho Sec¬
ond regiment, of Texas, alone, 116 men
have refused to join the colors for
service along the boundary'. It '» fur¬
ther disclosed that the adjutant gen-jamis of these three states had ten
days' notice of tho president's purpose
to call on the national guard to assist
in patrolling the Mexican border, but;notwithstanding that fact they have
made comparatively little progress and
there Is no prospect of these states
turning out anywhere near the paper
strength of their national guard or¬
ganizations, or even anywhere near aa
many as equipment lins in the past
been provided for by the government.
In the estimation of the war depart¬

ment. this experience has shown the
folly of relying on the national guard
as a part of the nation's first line of
defense, Just as was contended by
Secretary Garrison, and rejected by
the president.

Shipping Itlll.
By a -vote of 211 to 1G1 the House

has passed the McAdoo-Wilson ship¬
ping bill, this being very nearly a
party vote. The bill was improved,
in the opinion of somo who voted for
it, by eliminating thg secretary of
the treasury from membership on
the shipping board It creates and the
substitution of the secretary' of <¦<""-
merce, along with the secretary of
the navy.

Those acquainted with the char¬
acters of the secretaries of the navy
and commerce, however, realize that
this actuallv results in little improve¬
ment The bill provides for the In¬
vestment of *50,000,000 of govern¬
ment funds in ships, to be built or

"bought or chartered at a time when
no such vessels can be built In Amer¬
ican shipyards.because of their
crowded condition.In time to afford
relief of the shortage of shipping in¬
cident to the European war, and at a
time when completed vessels can be
neither bought nor chartered except
at exorbitant prices, unless. of
conrse, it be th» German ships In¬
terned in American waters.
Many House Democrats are frnn«

to say that they voted ror the hill
rather than Incur the enmity of the
administration, but that they sin-,
cerely hope the Senate will defeat
the measure.
