Striking Advantage.
One of the most striking advantages

of this territory Is Its high altitude, an
average of nearly a mile above sea
level, so that although It lies underi
an equatorial sun, the temperature IsI
usually about the same *x that of a
warm summer day In central Europe.
Malarial mosquitoes arc not known
here, nor does the dread tsetse-fly
hover over the land, bringing sleepingslcknasto human beings and quicker
