In First District.
It Is the understanding among

Democrats from the state who are In
the city at the present time, that, If
it is possible, the speech of PresidentWilson will be booked for some placein the First district, probably at
Wheeling. National Committeeman
Clarence Watson, it is the talk here,
wants the president's piece to be
staged in that district, and Repre¬sentative Neely, who is playing to
the organized labor element as earn¬
estly, but as quietly as possible, ao as
not to ruflle a considerable part of
the voting population In that distlrct
who do not think that organized la¬
bor Is everything. National Com¬
mitteeman Watson and hia business
associates prominently among them,
are as keen as a briar to have the
Wilson speech pulled off in the district
where Democratic prospects at the
present time are reported here to be
none too flattering.

As to Gompers going into West
Virginia that is tentative as yet. A
feeler has been put out to ascertain
if Gompers would <1 o more harm
in West Virginia than he might do
pood tor the Wilson ticket.. Some
there are who figure that his pres-
ence on the stump would be decidedly
embarrassing to National Committee¬
man Watson and his candidate. Mr.
Cornwell, both being anything but
enamored of the movement with
which Gompers Is connected. Their
records are clear-cut in opposition to
(organized labor.Mr. Watson, In his
coal fields, and Mr. Cornwell in his
erstwhile capacity its policy attorney
for the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
Company. It is pointed out, too,
that the voters of West Virginia are
in the main conservative as a class
andGompers'sextreme radicalism and
one-mindedness on one question is
liable to have an effect not desired
by the party which is featuring him
on the stump this year. Also, it is
referred to in connection with Gom¬
pers's proposed stumping tour of the
state that ho made a number of
speeches In Maine which gained
votes for the Republican ticket wher-
