Whereas, the circulation of small notes
and paper tokens, issued by banks and in¬
dividuals beyond the limits of the Com¬
monwealth, has increased, in violation of
law, to an alarming extent, rapidly dis¬
placing our silver coin, and indicting se¬

rious loss and injury upon the commu¬

nity.
And whereas, no separate State action

can remedy the evil, therefore.
1. Be it. Ilcsolvcd, by the General As¬

sembly, That our Senators in Congress
be instructed, and our representatives ro¬

queted to take prompt and efficient meas¬
ure to procure the passage of a law, so

regulating tlie coinage of silver, as to
guard it from exportation and the cruci¬
ble, and not injuriously afleeting eon-

tracts, and the momentary system of the
country.

2. Resolved, That our said Senators
be instructed and our Representatives be
,requested t« advocate the passage of a

law prohibiting the issue or circulation
of bank notes or paper, or paper tokens
.of a less denomination than five dollars,,
by corporations or individuals within the
limits of the District of Columbia.
And whereas, to restore and maintain

a healthy currency, the concurrent action
of our neighboring sister State* is emi¬
nently necessary. Therefore,
Be it further Resolved, by the General

Tho American government has given

directions to the Commodore of the Uni¬
ted States fleet on tho Pacific to place
ono of tho vessels of his squadron iu the
bay of Panama. A vessel of war is also
to bo stationed at Chagres or Navy Bay,
for the protection of American subjects.
This determination of the government is,
it is said, to prevent "the mortification of
incurring an obligation to a British cap¬tain for the use of his flag to protectAmerican interests," as was the case in
the latp riot at Chagres. It is also said
that an American vessel of war is also to
bo permanently stationed at San Juan, so
that in futuro no American vessel will be
brought to anchor by British guns.

ngston was thrown into a state of

considerable excitement on Friday and
Saturday, by the presence of some five
hundred recruits, principally Irishmen,
wearing the.United States uniform, who
l\|d been pe£^iU*<i, to land from the
American stew Jpjcon, and, havingbecome drunkJL^tffo't into several rows
with Ore black people and the public.
Several broken heads on both sides were
the consequence ; but the most riotous of
them became, after a while, so overpow¬ered with liquor that they were easily se¬
cured, and either confined in the cage for
the night, or taken to the lock-up. A
lot of the men, whom it was attempted to
rescue and put on board the ship, took
post on the coal heads, from which theyshowered down huge lumps of coal on all!
around.
Two subaltern officers attached to the

force.one of them, we learn, Lieut. Ma¬
son, of the 2d infantry, and another,
whose name we could not ascertain, be¬
haved with great spirit and pluck on the
occasion ; and it was in a great measure

through their exertions that tho men were

got on board.. The officer in command
of the detachment, we understand, is
Captain Day. These officers appear to
have had no control whatever over tho
men. For our part, we wonder the affair
passed off so well as it did, and that some
lives were not lost. Nothing could ex-'
cecd the furious state of the black people,:and if they had not been restrained, we
are convinced very serious consequences
¦night have resulted.

Indeed, we are pained to learn that an
American officer, Major Sutton, received
a severe blow oil the forehead from a

bludgeon held by a negro, which cuti
through the scalp causing a painful and sc-!
rious contusion. We fear a large number
of men will be found to have deserted. Iti
was found absolutely necessary to arm the
force, batons being quite useless. It was
deemed requisite to send to the Admiral
at Port Uoyal for a party of marines to
assist in restraining them. Some fears
were entertained that s:i attempt would
be made by the recruits to take posses¬
sion of the American steamship.

<Jrrnt E.vcitement at Cleveland.'
Ci.r.vni.iNu, Feb. 10.3 1'. M..The

mo;;' intense excitement prevails here on
account of the discovery near the Homeo¬
pathic Medical College of several dead
bodies. A gentleman from Ohio city re¬
cognised among them, the remains of his
daughter, wlso died a short time since.!
When the circumstance because known,
an alarm of lire was sounded and an in¬
furiated mob proceeded to the College,and are now engaged in demolishing it.
The military have been called out to re¬
store order.

SECOND lUSl'ATCH.

Cleveland, Feb. 17.The riot yester¬
day commenced on account of the discov¬
ery of portions of human bodiss in the
cess pool of the Iiomtep.ilhic College,
which were identified by the friends of
the det;d. This causpd great excitement
and, to satisfy the public mind, a

committee of live citizens was appointed
to go through the building and examine
every part. At dark, the crowd increus-'
ed largely, and hundreds with lanterns,
bludgeons, Are., were congregated about
the building. Every door, from the lir.st
to the fourth story, was burst in by the
committee, the mob occupying the stairs,
passages, tfce., awaiting their report.

In the dissecting room, situated in the
cock-loft, the committee found the bodies
of man and woman partly dissected and
a dry goods box lilled with feet, heads,
trunks and other portions of bodies. One
of the committee recognized the hands of
his own daughter by unmistakable marks.
The crowd then went in and ransacked
the rooms, casting theii contents from
the window. A full length skeleton was
lashed to a barber's pole and catried
about the streets. The buildings was
twice tired, but extinguised by the au-

thorities. The Light Artillery and1
several military companies have been.
called out aud are on guard, as well as
the civil authorities.
The mob has continued about the

building during the whole day, and fears
are entertained of a renewal of the attack
to-night..The Sheriff has called on all,
good citizens to aid in quelling the riot.

The Phecept of Washington..The
following sentence is from a letter addres-i
sed by Washington to Lafayette, and da-
ted Afount Vernon, Dec. 25, 1798 :

" On the politics of Europe I shall ex¬

press no opinion, nor make any inquiry
who is right or wrong. 1 wish well to
all nations and to all men. My politics
aro plain and simple. 1 think every na¬

tion has a KToiiT to establish that form of
government under which it conceives it
may live most happily, provided it in¬
fracts no right, or is not dangerous to

others; and that, mo f/overnnwnt ought to'

interfere with the intcrmtf concerns of anoth¬
er, except for the security oj what is due to.
themselves."
