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Dr. Parker, in his interesting book,
" Invitations to Truo Happiness," gives
a beautiful illustration of fervent gratitude
for Divine forbearance so justly due from
the hearts of all men yet felt by compa¬
ratively so few, who are permitted to live
on by its exercise, year after year, in im¬
penitence.

Durinjg a sea voyage, a few years since,
I was conversing with the male of the
vessel on this topic, when he concurred in
the view presented, and observed that it
brought to mind one of the most thrilling
scenes he ever beheld.

were tossed upon a most frightful sea.
" As we rose upon a mountain wave,

we discovered the man on a distant bil¬
low. We heard his cry, and responded :
. Coming !' we descended in the trough of
the sea, we lost sight of the man, and
heard nothing but the roar of the ocean.

As wo rose on the wave, wo again saw

him,and distinctly heard his call. We gave
him another word of encouragement and
pulled with all our strength. At the top
of each successive wave we aaw and heard
him, and our hearts ware filled with en¬

couragement,and as often, in the trough of
the sea, we almost abandoned the hope
of success. The time seemed long and
the struggle was such as men never made
but for life. Wo reached him just as he
was ready to sink with exhaustion. When
we had drawn him into the boat, he
was helpless and speechlefs.
" Our minds now turned to the ship..

She had rounded to ; but exhausted as

we were, the distance between us and ihe
vessel was frightful. One false movemen!
would have filled our boat, and consigned
us all to a watery grave. Yet we reach
ched the vessel, and were drawn upon
deck. Wc were all exhausted.but the res¬

cued man could neither speak nor walk ;
yet he had a full sense of his condition..
He clasped our feet and began to kiss
them. We disengaged ourselves from
his embrace. He then crawled after us,
as we stepped back to avoid him ; he fol¬
lowed us, looking up at one moment with
smiles and tears, and then patting our
wet foot-prints with his hands, he kis¬
sed them with eager fondness. I never
witnessed such a scene before in my life.
I suppose if he had been our greatest
enemy, he would have been perfectly sub¬
dued by our kindness. The man was a

passenger. During the whole remaining
part of the voyage, he showed the deep¬
est gratitude, and when we reached the
port he loaded us with presents."
