The Moniteur announces that the governs
ment has received two dispatches from
Gen. Pelissier—the first dated the 17th,
informs it of operations concentrated be-
tween the General and his allies, and that |
the Turks made a reconnoisance towards |
Aifodar, Genernl Busquul. occupying the |
Techernaya. The next day, at day break
the French and English were to attack
the Malakoff tower. The second despatch,
dated the 18th, announces that the attack
had failed, and that although the troops
had shown the greatest ardor, and had
gained o footing in the Malakolf tower,
General Pelissior was obliged to order
their retirement into the parallel.  This
was effected with order, and witliout mo-
lestation by the enemy.
