The Baroness Rottenthal {8 2 member
of the Austrian nobility by birth, her
father having been the Baron Yusef
von Rottenthal, now dead, but during
his lifetime a well kpown figure in
Austrian military circles and quite
close to the king of his allegiance. For
years she has occupled an enviable po-
sition among the exponents of classic
dancing, both in this country and
abroad, an artiste So situated that she
has been able to devote her life to the
realization of an ideal, an artiste who
has been able to keep herself absolute-
ly free from the smirch of commercial-
{sm, an artiste whose appeirance in
motion pictures needs no other justifi-
eation than her freely given expression
of opinion that the development of
cinematography has afforded her an
opportunity to pass along more rapidly
and more surely the beauties of rhyth-
mic motion which' she Nis been striv-
ing for years to develop.

The Baroness Rottenthal is most wide-
Iy known in this country by reason of
her work in the homes of the best go-
clety people in such cities as New
York, Chicago and San Francisco. Her
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dances have been the star attraction
at many brilliant affairs given in the
homes of Mrs, Sfuyvesant Fish, Mrs.
Taylor Pyne, Judge Elbert H. Gary,
Mrs. Benjamin .Guinness and Prince
Troubetzkoy in New York city and in
the show homes of Newport, including
that of Mr# Mitchell Clark; In audi-
tion to a number of similar engage-
ments in Ohicago, during a period of
three or four ¥years, the baroness ap-
penred as an attraction extraordinhry
with the Chicago Symphony Orchestra,
founded by the late Theodore, Thomas,
now under the idirection of Frederick
Stock. 'This engagement, which at-
tracted the best people in the Windy
City, was 'for' fourteen' evenings at
beautiful Ravinia park. -

. In many respects the Baroness Rot-
tenthal is one of the most interesting
figures sin .the world of art today. In
no sense of the word is she an imi-
tator. In spite of many temptations
she has persistently refused to give up
her ideals. Although wedded to the
art of interpretative dancing, she has
found no justification for the popular
practice of appeanng in public in a
state of mudity which, though possibly
justified by: the subject matter of the
dances, is more calculated to appeal to
those in Search of a “thrill” than to
those with an eye for art for art's sake.
Her creatlons throughout have been
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characterized by purity and simplicity.
Her costumes, -which she desigps and
often execnies herself, are. as surely
studles in art as'are the rhythmic mo-
Hions with which .she. intprprets. the
compositions of thesgreat masters, but
yet they  are made :subservient, not
overshadowing, to the rnord important
art of dancing. The baroness, too, has
steadfastly refused to pander to the
popular demand a8 expressed in the
vogue of the modern dances despile
the fAct that her' peculiar: gbilities
would have thade; it possible for her
to achieve distinction in this line of

work. -

Ag her contributions to «Aidnight At
Maxim’s,” which has won her to the
world of the photo play, the baroness
has executed two of her most popular
clnssic dances, the first entitled “Bea
Mist? and the second ‘“Snow, Flurry.!
She appears as the stellar attraction in
the realistic representation of a char-
acteristic New York cify cabaret enter-
tainment in which are also enlisted the
gervices of carefully chosen beauties
from such nationally known “Broad-
way. palaces” as Rector’s, Bustanoby's
and Maxim’s.
