alleged to have had the liquor ship¬ped in with cases of dry goods.

Miss Marie W. Hardwood, aged22, daughter of W. G. Hardwood,

cause of the deed. Mr. Cook suc¬

about 7:30 o'clock Cook appeared at
the home of Col. I. K. Dye, general
manager of the Coal and Coke rail¬
way, and gave himself up. A small
penknife with an open blade was
found in his coat pocket.

In hl«
statement he claims he did not re¬
member a thing that happened up
until 1:30 Thursday afternoon. He
is being held in the county jail. The
young lady is In the Davis Memorial
hospital In a critical condition.
Thirty-two stitches were required to
close her wounds. Both of tho
young people were quite prominent'
and popular socially. Mr. Cook has
been located here for some time, but
his home is In Frostburg.
