The
so-called Clay compromise of 1833
propitiated South Caroline go that the
ordinance of nullification was aban-
dgued.

POLICE FIGURES SHOW
DECREASE IN ARRESTS

Drunkenness Leads All Other
Crimes, with Disorderly
Conduct Second.

Clty police made 45 fewer arresis
in the year just ended than in 1914,
according 1o figures given ont by the
pollee department Saturday night.
The iotal number of arrests in the
last twelve months was 1,025 a8 comi-
pered with 1,670 In the previous
year.

Drunkenness led all other crimes
in the last vear, 357 arrests being
made for that olfense, Disorderly con-
duet ran second, 174 persons having
been taken into  custody on that
charge. Vagrancy came last, only
twenty-nine knights of the road helng
Jeiled by the city officers in the
twelve months.

The figures are of especlal inter-
gat in view of the strict enforcement
of the prohibition law, which, the pro-
hibitionists argue, reduces crime,
while the antis make hot denlals of
this nssertion. Althongh the number
of arrests In 1915 was reduced only
%45 from the total of the previous year
i 18 remembered that the prohibition
1w was in effect only six months of!
1514, In the firat alx months of 1914
when the state was “wet,” 1,307 ar-|
rests were made by the police, while
only 364 persons were taken into cus-
tody In the remalning six months of |
tho year, after the probibition amend-
ment went Into cffect. I

Of the total number ol arrests]
mminde In the year, seventy-six were for}
the state and federnl governments,

‘lnter, and I predict that by spring

only one or two of that number belng
for the latter. All the other cases
were disposed of by Mayor G. H, Gor-
don in police court. s

Chlef Brooks and one or two assiat-
ants have been busy for two or thres
days gefting the figures together for
publication.

Police officials pointed out last night
the great reduction in the number of
arrests of women in the last four
months of 1915, The charge of lolter-
ing In the streets was brought against
only fourteen mo-called “strest wallk-
era” in 8 , Detober, Noy .
and December, as agninst 111 in the
first elght months of the year.

“You will notlce,” Chlet Brooks sald
in commenting on tho figures, "that
only fourteen women wers arrestod
for loitering in the streets im the last
four monihs of 1915. Glance back at
the figures for the firat elght months
of the year and you will see that 111
pinches for the same offense wore
made In that time.

“Mayor Gordon and myself made up
our minds sometime ago to rid the
elty of undesirable women, and we be-
lieve we have succeeded In carrying
out our nims," the chief continued.
“There may he one or two still left
here, but we'll get them =ooner or

there will not be a sipgle one in the
elty.”

January aod March were the ban-
ner months of the year, the arrests
in each of these months totaling enly
thirty-one. July holds the record for
the largest number of arrests, 173
pergons being taken Inio custody in
that month.
