Experience in feeding silage was;
told about by several prominent far-!
racr! at a meeting of farmers In the
court house Saturday with W. D.
Zin, county agricultural agent, which
was attended by between thirty and
forty farmers. Among those who relatedtheir experience were Laco L.
Young, of Center.Branch; Ferdinand
W. Oore. of Gore; I. M. Swisher, of
Lost Creok; and Cietus stout, (lav-:
lus B. Davisnon awl W. E. Frum, of
Bridgeport. All expressed themselves
as highly pleased with their experienceand It was the concensus of
opinion that the corn used Bbould bo
pretty well matured. They all rec|ommended that the county agent continuehie earnest endeavors to push
the silage movement along and the
hope was expressed that at least seventy-fivesilos would be built In the
county this year. As a matter of encouragementthe county agent pointedout that notwithstanding the silo
movement was started only a
few years ago In Illinois there are

24,000 silos In that state now.
Soy beans received considerable attentionand the county agent recommendedthat farmers purchase seed

at once, e expressed the opinion that
far more soy beans would be rslBed
this year all over the country than
ever before.
