The experience I the army {5 tha
men up to 30 are generally less hardy
than men up to ffty. In addition to
being as yet far from “physically set,"”
that is entirely bevond the growing
stage, the younger men often reduce
their endurance and physical vigor,
generally by incorrect eating, Older
men are not in the habit of doing this,
it is asserted.

But (he young men sin also in other
respects. Often they are indifferent
to hardship when they should not be;
while the older men see to it that
ihelr feet are always dry and warm,
the young soldiers overlook this
habitually.

With the officers, the older soldier
is the favorite. Nol only does he give
less (rouble to the sanitary depart-
ent, but his riper mind understands
more readily the purposes and neces-
sity of military discipline.
