LONDON, April 10.— (Correspond-
ence of the Associated Press.)—"In.
dia, instead of proving m source of
weakness to the emplre, as Germany
fondly bellaved it would, has been a
tower of strength,” sald Austen
Chamberlain, secretary for Indla, in
discussing with the American cdrre-
spondent the present state of the
American emplre, The eecretary
continued:

“Instead of showlng, under the
encouragement, of a. great Eurppean
war, any desire to revoit, the people

of Indla have never been mure loyal|
to-the British emplre than today. In|

this conmection, I wouid like to eay
that loyally India has.its own special
color |n the form af a persnnal devo.
tion to the king-empevor, which I do
not think it possible to exagzerate,
““The personal agpect of loyulty ap-
peals to them perhaps more strongly
than the western mind can conceive.
There were striking manifestations
of this on the king's visit to tke
front, Nothing could exceed the pro-
found satisfaction expressed by the
Indlan officers and soldlers in haying
actually come face to face with thelr
ruler. I have seen this myself when
I have had the honmor of accompany-

Nothing else counts., This devotion to
the ruler is acturlly a part of their
religion.

"“Whatever agitation there may be
in India for m greater share in tho
government, there is certainly no lack
of appreciation of the advantage of
the -British system of colonial gov-
ernment over the German. As to the
military mesistance given by the In-
dians, I need only mention two facts
as their efforts on all fronts are 80
well known. The first is the num-
ber of military honors won by In-
dians, Before this war the highest
military hotor, the Vietoria Cross,
was not open'to the Indian army, but
gince’ this rule was nbrogated five
Victorla  Crosses and twenty-five
military ‘crosses have been wom by
Indian soldiers, The second is just
one instance of thelr gallantry in ae-
tion. In Gallipoll the Fourteenth
Sikhs went into actlon with fifteen
British officers, fourteen Indlan offi-
cers and 514 rank and file. The next
day there were three Britizh officers,
three Indian officers and 134 rank
and fite,” I do not think you could
ask thore of any army than it should
face and make sacrifices of (this
kind.!".

LILLY MEN THROW
AWAY HIS BUTTONS

-

Saturday a Great Day for Rob-
inson and Hite in Mc-
Dowell County.

WBLCH, April 22.—Today was a
great day for Robinson and Hite in
McDowell county although the ocea-
&#lon was only the holding of district
.conventions to select delegates to the
‘Wheeling state convention. 'Fhe con-
ventlon held In Welch for Borwn's
Creek district was one great ovation
for Governor Hatfleld and Judge
Robinson from start o finish. Gov-
ernor Hatfleld was here to meet "'the
boys' and a solid contingent of about
630 Lobinson men came down on the
train from Keystone, Eckman, Land-
grag, Kimbal and Olmsted. On the
Elkhorn, the section from which the
governor sprang into fame, about 800
voters were present. ’

No such/an ovation created any but
& conquering hero. Besides those
mentioned others from Welch and
other polnts wers here. The meet-
ing was so overwhelmingly for Rob-
inson that Lilly men were guyed and
laughed to ridicule. When a Lilly
button appeared a great laugh and
shout of ridicule went up, heard from
block to block, almost all over Welch.

At 10 o'clock the meeting was
called to order by W. Burbridge
Payne, chairman, leader of the Rob-
inson-Hite forces of the county, and
B. B. Downs, another avowed Robin-
son man, was mads presiding officer.
In accordance with a tentative agree-
ment for the sake of harmony, a
delegntion was egelected composed of
members of each factlon equally.
This was a magnanimous gift by the
overwhelming Robinson majorlty sim-
ply to show thelr falrness and liber-
ality, Many of the Roblnson men
were {nclined to adopt resolutions en-
dorsing Robinson and Hite and the
administration but this would have
been a mere form of words for more
than ninety per cent of all present
were enthusiastic Robinson-and.

SAFETY OF AMERICANS
IN"GERMANY ‘FEARED

(NY ABROCIATED PREIE) i

_ WASHINGTON, April  22—The
United States government hag made
tentative plans to cope with every
conceivable situation which would
result from the severmnce of diplo-
matic relations with Germany. For
reasons they indicated were, obvious,
ofticials‘tonight deemed it unwise to
discuss the dntails.

There I8 reason for beliering, how-
ever, that some of the plans have to
do with the safety of American olti-
zens In the German emplre and that
others have to do with a supervision
of German interesta in the countries
at war with: Germany.

Numerous Despatches,

Numerous despatches on thesa
subjects are understood to have been
sent to diplomatic representatives
abroad, particularly to Ambassador
Gerard at Berlin. The despatches
are regarded as being highly con-
fidential and for that reason infor-
mation concerning them is unavall-
able. here. - 2

Among despatches recelved from
Ambassador Gerard within the Iast
two days was one describlng the man-
ner in which the American note de-
claring the purpose of the United
States to break relations unless Ger-
many modify her submarine methods,
was recelved 'by CGeérmian offlelals.
While this, too, was held as confl-
dential, it Is understood the ambas-
sador represented Berlin officiala as
belng greatly surprised at the de-
mands of the Washington govern-
ment, Mr, Gerard is sald to have
gathered at least an Impression that
the foreign offices had no idea that
tha commumication would be as
drastic and final as it was.

Pessimistic over Outcome.

The peneral feeling here tonight
apparently was not at all optimistic
regarding the outeome. In the ab-
sence of further Inormation advices
from Ambassador Gerard the day's
press despatches were read clogely.
Indieations in them that there might
be delay or request for additional in-
formation were regarded by officials
as significant, It is well understood,
however, that the United States will
under no consideration permit delay
and discussion unless it is preceded
by a declaration from Germany that
it has modlfied its submarine war-
fare as to bring it within the scope
of International law.

Dispatches of an important nature
hourly are expected from Ambassa-
dor Gerard. It is expected that be-
fore Monday, or certalnly soon there-
after, the ambasasador will be in a
posltion to forecast with some de-
gree of accuracy what will be the
view of the Germanm government.

Tense "

In the meantime the 'situation in
Washington menns one of tense ex-
pectancy. Offielals are confident that
before this time next week the issue
will have been settled; that the
United Siates will feel certain the
safety of Innocent non-combatants
on tho high seas i3 assured, or stepe
for a diplomatic break will have been
taken. )

Among the forelgn diplomats here
the effect of a break between the
United States and Germany is a toplc
of wide interest, The consensus of
opinions seem to be that diplomatle
relations between the United Staten
and the allles of Germany need not
necessarily-be affected. In regard to
Austria, however, much Is considered
to depend upon,the answer made by
the Vienna government to the Amer-
fcan inquiry regarding the _attack
upon the Russian bark Imperator,
carrying two American citizens, one
of whom was Injured by shrapnel
fire. Ambassador Penfleld was dl-
rected to make the (nguiry early
this week. No reply had been Te-
ceived today and he may soon he in-
structed Lo renmew the inquiry.

To Go After Austria.

It is considered qulte probable
that Austria will be called to'account
should it develop that {ts submarines
too have not been acting with a prop-

rer regard_for the rights of non-com=

batants, the United States being de-
termined that illegnl submarine war
fare, wheréver and by.whoever con-
ducted must cease.

Vossiche Zeilung says:

England desisted from the plan of
starving the non-combatant popula-
tlon of Germany and although it is
evident that this plan is a thousand-
fold: more inhumane than the sink-
ing of any number of commercial
vessels, President Wilson has not
thought it well or of use to demand
of England the abandonment of the
starvation plan.'

The Vossische Zeitung further
says that.a breach of diplomatlc re-
lations would be a very grave oceur-
rence, the results of which must be

ighed most fentlously.

Forecasting the German answer,
the paper says:

“The German peoplo are warrant-
ed in hoping that It will be on the
level of their dignity, but also In
hoping that the American people, In
whose hands the ultimate decision
rests, will examine the German an-
swer with, that sense of justice which
hitherto has constituted the crown of
glory of the great free ocean.
