Lilly's campaign manager, wanted to
cut off that rich section of Wayne
county bordering on the Ohio river
and attach it to Cabell county. They
will not follow the Hughes lead, and
out of the 2,000 to 2.200 (Republican
votes to be cast in the county Robinson
will have a majority of 400 to fiOO.
Mingo is decidedly a Robinson coun¬

ty and the appearanco of the Taylor
jurist here this week served to
strengthen his candidacy. Of the 2.500
Republican votes that will bo cast in
the county, Robinson will get a ma¬
jority of from 700 to 1.000. '

Logan county is decidedly for Rob¬
inson and his strength gained much
by the appearanco there this week of
Governor Hatfield on the stump. Of
the 2,500 (Republican votes Robinson
will have a majority of from f»00 to 800.

Lincoln, with a little over 2.000 Re¬
publican votes in the primary will be
closer, but will give Robinson a ma¬
jority of from 200 to 400.
The eastern end of the Fifth district

will be favorable to Lilly. Wyoming
county is debatable and may go fit her
way by a small majority. Of the 1.600
Republican votes expected Lilly will
do well to get a majority of 200.

Mercer rounty, l>oaBtod as a Lilly
stronghold, will be disappointing to
the Lilly supporters. Judge Robinson
spent Saturday in that county, speak¬
ing at JMuetleld and Princeton. His
visit will serve to'make big inroads
in the Lilly support. About 4.000 Re¬
publican votes nre expected in the
county and Lilly can consider himself
lucky to come through with a majority
of from 700 to 800.
Summers county will have about

2,000 "Republican votes and is the for¬
mer home of Lilly. Robinson is ex¬
ported to lose the county by from
400 to noo.
Monroe county will have about 1500

Republican votes. The result there, as
in Wyoming will be close, and may
go either way. Lilly may carry the
county by about 100.

Based on the above figures, which
are carefully estimated, Robinson will
rprry the entire Fifth congressional
district by a majority of from 2,500

to 8.500, and his majori'/ may be much"
mot". In this connexion It should
be remembered that L ily Is well ac¬
quainted throughout th» district, hav¬
ing >jean a candidate against Hughes
for 'ongress In the district six-years
ego. In effect It will be beating Lilly
In b j home district.

The trial was an outgrowth of the

bank's ivil suit which charged Sec¬
retary McAdoo and Comptroller Wil¬
liams with conspiring to wreck the
Institution and sought to restrain
the comptroller from imposing exces¬
sive fine* for non-compliance with
his orders. A part of the civil suit
L-tlll is pending.
