WOMAN WIDOWED
BY WAR TRAGEDY
BARRED BY U. S.

2hild Unbalanced Mentally as
the Result of Her Father's

Execution.
CHICAGO. Sept. 2..Long before a

certain overheated radical decided to
kill an archduke and furnish the na¬
tions of Europe with pretexts for
plunging into the world's greatest war
Sora Schlmelson conducted a bake-
3hop In Wystyten, Poland.
Even before the war life in Poland

was little more than an existence for
Sora Schlmelson, but he worked hard
and was frugal, and he and his wife
and two children were happy. They
counted on the day when they would
come to America as so many of their
relatives had done, and Mrs. Schimel-
Bon would again see her sister, Mrs.
Isaac Greenberg of 1114 South Fran¬
cisco avenue.

Germans Take Town.
Then came the war and the drab

gray German soldiers marching on
Warsaw. The Russians fell steadily
back and shells screamed over the
roofs of Wystyten. The Germans
inarched into town, and the frightened
citizens camo up from their cellars
lo meet whatever awaited.
The commandant summoned Schl¬

melson. He was a baker? Good. The
soldiers needed bread. Would he bake
'or them, or.? Schlmelson had heard
the shells scream; he looked at their
guns and bayonets; he thought of his,
wife and little boy and girl. Yes, he-
would bake.
So for weeks Schlmelson supplied

(he German soldiers with bread, until
one day the Uhlans began pouring
back through the town in the direc-
tlon from which they had come. The
Russians were coming back. More
screaming of shrapnel and bursting of
shells and long nights of terror, and
finally the Cossacks, victorious, rode
back into the streets.

Spy Tells on Him.
"There is Schlmelson," some one

paid. "He baked their bread."
The Russian commandant sent for

^ him.
f "Yes. I baked, your excellency. What

?lsc could I do? My wife, my chll-jdren."
Enough. Schlmelson was court mar-1

tiallcd. and as his hysterical wife stood
by with her boy and girl clutching at
her skirts, Schlmelson the baker was
shot. His part In the war was done.
The widow collapsed and was car¬

ried to her cottage, where for weeks
her daughter, her brain soared by the
brutal sight, lay at the point of death.
The girl won In the battle against
death, but her reason hung in the bal¬
ance.

Former Foes Heturn.
Her mother nursod her. and Just

when the doctors said the girl might
get her reason back along came the
Germans again and the Russians re¬
treated.
The Germans said they must

elsewhere. Their cottage stood in the
way of a better view for their gun-
ners. It must be razed. The mother
paeked up what few belongings sh"
and the little boy and the sick girl
could carry and they became waiMcr-
ers, buffeted from town to town as
the battle lino swayed back and forth.

Finally through friends. Mr. Green-
berg. who is employed by Kelson Mor¬
ris and Company, and other Chicago
relatives heard of their plight. Money
and the necessary papers were for¬
warded to them to come to this coun-
try*

Reach Kills Island.
After many other trials they finally

landed at Ellis island a week ago.
There the doctors examined the girl.
They pronounced her demented. The
mother told her story, told why. It
was no use. The law was law and
they must be deported. To go where,
they asked. That was not Uncle Sam's
business.
But Mr. Greenberg and other Influ-

ential Chicasoans have made It their
business. They have offered to put
up bonds /or any amount desired to
satisfy the government that the girl,
now fifteen years old. will never bc-
come a dependent. They have wired
and written the officials at "Washing-
ion and the Immigration authorities at
New York.

Louis F. Post, assistant secretary of
labor, has taken the matter under his
personal consideration, and before
many days Mrs. Sora Schlmelson
hopes to see her troubles ended when
she clasps her sister In her arms at
1114 South Francisco avenue.

JUDGE UPHOLDS
UNWRITTEN LAW

Kentucky Jurist Gives Freedom
to Husband Who Shot and

Killed Man.
THE QUESTION

A man's friend catered Ills homo In!
his absence. Tlio husband returned
In time to sew him leaving, and alter
listening to Ills wife's story, took his
revolver, sought the faithless friend
nnd killed him.
Judge James P. Reedy, of Louisville,

Kt_ dismissed tiie slayer, declaring
lie nns lustllicd liy the "unwritten
law" of the slate.

Juries have riven approval of the
"unwritten Ian." lint the notion of the
judge himself In asserting thnt senti.
inent Is superior to statutes has cre¬
ated wide comment.
By disposing of the ease at the start.

Judge Reedy lias tuk.-n a short cut
nnd saved the state the expense of a
trial In which ''soli writers" would
have tried to bring tears from the
sympathetic public, lawyers would
have ployed upon the emotions of
Jurors, and the accused man, painted
us a hero, would no doubt have been
acquitted.
Strong arguments nre being made

on both sides In the discussion of this
Kentucky case. By some the judge is
commended for his courage 111 prompt*
ly acquitting a man who took the law
Into his own hands anil visited a pen¬
alty unpreserllied by the statutes on
(he wretch who wronged lilni. lty
others, the Judge is criticized for de¬
parting from the system of justice
built up by the people, founded on the
written law. Such acls, It Is argued,
are hound to nndermine respect for
law.
The whole discussion resolves Itself

Into one question: Should the unwrit¬
ten Ian be recognized by our courts
of justice I

LOUISVILLE; Ky.. Sept. 2.Charged
with killing a man. Harvey Duncan
was set freo In the municipal court
when .Indge James P. Reedy an¬
nounced he would uphold the "unwrit¬
ten law."
"Harvey Duncan is a Kcntucklan,"

he said, "and under the 'unwritten
law' nf tills state is entitled to Its pro¬
tection. Ho Is entitled to acquittal of
(he murder nf a man who entered his
home with the deliheratc Intention of
alienating the affections of a woman
who is nearest and dearest to him."
Judge Reedy's words fell on a

hushed courtroom. Duncan's wife, his
victim's brother and a room filled with
court onlookers listened in silence to
the pronouncement.

Men Had B?en Schoolmates.
Louis Fellers, the testimony at the

preliminary hearing lTonght out, was
an intimate friend of Harvey Duncan.
They had been schoolmates, and up
until the time of the tragedy were on
the best of terms.
Harvey Duncan is foreman of a ma¬

chine plant He came in town on the

afternoon of August 8 for a pieco of
machinery. 1-Ie went to his homo be¬
fore returning to his place of employ¬
ment.
A daughter of Duncan met him at

the front gate. "Mamma and a man
are in the house and won't let me in,"
she said, Duncan testified.

"I knocked at the front door," Dun¬
can stated. "There was an excuse
made for not opening the door im¬
mediately. A moment later 1 saw
Louis Fellers run from the rear door.
I ran after him, but he got away."
Duncan said he returned home in;the evening, pocketed his revolver and

went out.
Shortly after 8 o'clock he met Fel¬

lers.
"He had his hand in his pocket,"

said Duncan, "and when lie saw me
he said: 'Look out, Harvey, I've got1
the drop on you.'"
Duncan then shot Fellers three

times. Fellers died five minutes after
being taken to the city hospital. Dun¬
can was arrested as he was on his
way to surrender to the authorities,

Kept From Criminal Court,
Prosecuting Attorney Nathan Kahn

argued strenuously to get the case in¬
to the criminal court, but Judge
Reedy decreed otherwise.

In rendering his decision based on
"the unwritten law," Judge Reedy re-
ferred as a precedent to the case ot
Fulton Gordon, who, in 1895, shot and
killed both his wife and Arch Brown,
son of the governor of Kentucky.
Three separate grand juries failed to
indict Gordon.

In response to Prosecutor Kahn's
repeated pleadings to bold Duncan
over, Judge Reedy said: Your argu¬
ments are of no avail. My mind is
made up and I am ready with my de¬
cision."
The crowd that packed the court¬

room cheered Judge Reedv's decision.
Mrs. Duncan was on the witness

stand for a few moments. She walked
from the room with her husband.

Addison Haiti, of Marion, O., lias
been dubbed as 'uutle to the whole!
town," but he wants to be known more
generally as the "children's friend."
He it was who organized Marion coun¬
ty's first orphans' home twenty yean
ago. later organized the Children's
benevolent Society and recently was
elected assistant to the president of
the State Newsboys' Association,
"Addle" Haiti Is Marion's health otll-
cer, park superintendent, food in¬
spector. truant ofllccr and head of the
detention home, but he has never be¬
come rich through his office holdings.
The fact is, his friends say, "Addle"
Bain gives about all the money ho
makes.outside of his actual living ex¬
penses.to charity.
Any one of bis municipal Jobs is big

enough to keep the average office-hold¬
er busy, but Bain fills them all effici¬
ently. And in addition to the duties
of his offices, and his time devoted to
charity, he operates a peanut and pop*
corn wagon on the court house espla¬nade. The pennies and nickels ho
gathers in he turns over to some char¬
itable cause.

If Jiaiti Were the Mayor.
"Do you know what 1 would do if I

were mayor?" Bain asked, after deny¬ing any ambition for political prefer¬
ment. "Well, the first big circus that
came to town every kid in the town
would go for nothing, or the circus"wouldn't show, that's all. When the
circus man came around for a license
for a show I'd say to him: 'Let's take
all the kiddies let 'em be our guests
this afternoon. I'll see that the schools
as dismissed.'"

Since his marriage Mr. Bain and
his wife have adopted and reared four¬
teen children, and this in addition to
bringing up five of their own. Then
ho opened the first orphans' home in
the county and called it Rain's Chll-jdren's Home. He did this because the
county was sending them to the In-,Urinary and he at once began a cam¬
paign for the better care of helplesschildren by the county, with the re-
suit that the county's richest man, the
late Benjamin Waddel, erected a mag¬nificent orphans' home and deeded itjto the county.

New Home for Crippled Ones.
A short time ago Bain noticed a lit-'

tie boy hobbling along the streets on
ono crutch and crying his papers.Bain organized the Children's Benevo-jlent Society and speedily there was«
more than enough to buy the boy an
artificial limb. The society grew and
now the organization is becoming
state-wide in Its contributing member¬
ship.

been previously made on the evangel¬
ists.

Lauds Evangelists' Work.
Dr. Williams spoke on the subject!

"Things as They Are."
"It's a popular thing to take a fling

at evangelists." lie said. "But three-;fourths of all tho members In the
churches came into tho church
through tho agency of evangelists.
"Evangelists arc charged with ex-,aggerating in regard to the number

of converts, but there arc many pas-:
tors who have been equally guilty
in regard to padding the rolls of tho,
memberships of their churches. If the
list of church membership eliminated
the persons dead, counted twice, and
those otherwise not entitled to be
counted, tho membership would be re¬
duced from thirty to forty per ecnt,
and not more than ten per cent of
the rest would be worth much for the
kingdom of God.
"There is ecclesiastical anarchy on

tho part of many pastors. Thoy take
their ordination vows, and In a year
they are preaching destructive criti¬
cism of the old Bible and turning back
on the cardinal doctrines of tho do-
nomlnatlon which they have promised
to maintain.

love peace, but I believe this nation
ought to prepare to protect our fire¬
sides from the attack of an enemy na¬
tion."

newIelescope
LARGEST IN
WORLD

Many Mysteries Are Expected!
to Be Solved by the Gigan¬

tic Instrument.
The world's greatest telcBcope 1b ap¬

proaching completion at the Mount
Wilson observatory In Southern Cali¬
fornia. The construction of this giant
Instrument, whoso chief feature U a

huge 100-inch reflector. Is a matter of
much Importance not only to scien¬
tists, hut also to the average man. Ex¬
tending our vision Into space. It will
actually be a pioneer Into uncharted
regions, full of enormous possibilities
of adding to the sum of human knowl.
edge.
With tills Instrument we may ex¬

pect, according to astronomers who
will have charge of It, to see 100,000,-
000 new stars or "suns", to learn the
cause of tlio colors of the stars and,
perhaps, to ascertain the limits of our
universe.
The glass for the large mirror was

mado at the St. Gobaln works in
France, and so much glass was re-1
quired that it was Impossible to pour
it all at onco; so they poured it in
two parts. Many difficulties were ex¬
perienced In obtaining a suitable disc
for the great mirror. It was neces¬
sary to make tho mirror thirteen
Inches thick to prevent Its bending
with its own weight. The disc weighs
four and a half tons. When completed,
the telescope will be placed in a steel
bnlldlng, surmounted by a revolving
dome 100 feet In diameter.

May Make Starry Census.
The great Instrument may make

possible the calculation of a consul
of the starry system or universe in
which we live; in other words, It may
enable astronomers to count all the
heavenly bodies and pierce to the very
"boundaries." Scientists say it Is prob¬
able that what we call the universe
Is a system, consisting of many hun¬
dreds of millions of stars, which has
boundaries on all sides and Is separ¬
ated from similar systems by expanses
of space so vast no known light radia¬
tions can cross them. Therefore tho
100-inch telescope may show us the
limits of our particular "Bwarm."

In estimating the distances from the
earth of these remote eUui. It Is usual

to lake tho "light year"; that Is, the
distance light would tni\<¦ 1 In a year.
It la assumed that the faintest alars
seen with tho sixty-inch telescope at
.Mount Wilson arc 4f>,000 light years
away. Calculating uu tlilH basis, as¬
tronomers say tho now Instrument will
show stars. If thoy exist, that are
UOO light years away. A light year
Is about 5,800.000.000,000 miles. Ill
other words, wo may say thai the new
glan will expand the telescopic bouu-
darlea about 150,000 trillion miles on
every side beyond their present limits
-a distance so vast that the human

mind loses itself before II has parsed
beyond tho flrst few ciphers.

.Now l.lght on ,Man> MysteH *.
Some of the heavenly bodies, as

shown in existing photographs, are
complete nondescripts, so bizarre In
appearance that it is Impossible to ac¬
count for their origin by any law of
stellar evolution yet suggested. They
tiro as fantastic as the gleaming
shapes which the microscope reveals
In a drop of water. In many cases
their widely extended tentacles stretch
nway for billions of miles. To sea
these things with a power of vision
nearly threo times as great ns tho
greatest yet applied will be only ono
thing accomplished by means of tho
now telescopo.
Then there arc our old friends. Mars.

Venus and Jupiter. Somo astronomers
think the flrst Is Inhabited. It is
known that the second Is very much
like our own earth In many respects.
Jupiter, by far the largest planet In
the solar system. Is bolleved to be
nearly ready to emerge out of a cloudy
chaos and to assume tho form of a
rock-encrusted globe like our own.
What wonders, therefore, may not be
revealed when thlH great searcher of
tho sklos is completed and pointed In¬
to spaco?

Teddy
Flays Wilson for Firing Post-

office Men in Illinois Na¬
tional Guard.

CHICAGO. Sept. 2,.The recent ac¬
tion of tho Washington administration
In ordering the discharge of postofflce
employes who are enrolled In the ex-,
pcdftlonary forces sent to tho Mexican
border Is denounced hy Theodore
Roosevelt. He declares in a letter re-'
eelved hy William 11. Purquest of the;
Press Club of Chicago that It Is hard
to believe such action can he taken
by the. federal government. The col¬
onel hurls the following at the Wilson
administration:

"I think that Is one of the most ex¬
traordinary things I have ever known.
It Is hard for me to believe that sucli
action can be taken by the federal
government as Indicated In the state¬
ment of tho Chicago Tribune which
you lnrlosed. To call out the national
guard hy order of the administration
and then by order of administration
to dismiss the government employes
who responded to the call. Is an almost
unbelievable bit of Infamy and folly."

This iB the explanation which close

friends of tho president give of the ad¬
ministration's policy of forbidding
American marines and bluejackets
from firing unless first being fired up¬
on dnrlng the initial stages of the
Vera Cruz campaign In April, 1914. It
dovetails with similar explanations In¬
dicating that past mistakes In the ad¬
ministration's foreign policy are,
wherever possible, to be placed on the
shoulders of the former secretary of
state.
The explanation volunteered now

from sources close to the White
House Is that Mr. Bryan could not
bring himself to tho point of believing
that war with Mexico was conceivable
when tho Vera Cruz Incident happen¬
ed. Just jrior to that time he haiL.
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It if! said, persuaded tho president to
announce that this government was
hostile only to I Inert a and that It had
a feeling of the most endearing friend¬
ship for the Mexican people. Thus
hostilities were to be confined to
Huerta alone.

First IIIunder at Vein Crn*.
It is hinted now that the president

realizes he made a mistake In this In-jstance by permitting his former sec-(rotary of state to dietate a policy
which led to the Tamplco affair. But
It was Bryan's fault, it Is explained,

Secretary Lansing smiles or openly
breaks Into laughter whenever compli-1
cations resulting from the famous
Bryan peace treaties are mentioned.
These treaties aro never referred to
seriously either at the White Honso or
at. the state department, and when It
has been suggested that they forbid
any form of reprisal against the Brit¬
ish blockade officials smile and say:

"That's Bryan's work; he did It."
The letter showing the promise of

spoils for deserving Democrats In San
Domingo Is calmly met by the admin¬
istration with the same reply. "We arc
no longer responsible for what poor
old Bryan did."
