So far as ascertained, the narcotie
does not affect in any way the (ntel-
lectuul faculties, even after long and
habitual use. Furthermore, it {8 re-
markable in having no Nemcsis, In
other words, there is no depressive
or other disagreeable after offect.

It was Mr, W. E. Safford, a botanist
of the governme plant  burean,
whose original researches identificd
the plant with the “ssered mush
room" of the Aztecs. Hut it is not
a mushroom at all. It {8 a species of
cuctus, somewhat resembling a rad
ish in shape, covered with sharp
prickles, and with a button-shaped
top—Lthe latter heing all of It that
appears ahove ground

The early Spanish missionaries in
Mexleo, finding It employed for
vislon-producing purposes in the na-
Uve relicious ceremonials, ns 1y
lisapproved of the plant. They calle

polsonous,

The possible hmportance of this
newly-discovered alkaloid, “anhnle-
nin," is not to be lightly underrated.
One should remember that two of
the most valuille of known medicin-
al snbatances, quinine and cocalne,
were made known to modern efviliza.
tion through & previous acquaintance
with them hy Indians who had ascer-
