Wheat a Little Higher—Pork on the
Rise—Corn Firm.

CHICAGO, March 11.—The struggle in the wheat
pit began with sellers of May plentiful for a mo-
ment at 5475c. as against 55c as it closed Saturday.
In the melee during the first
two tons changed hands at 5434@54 7gc, but in the
next few seconds there were plenty of buyers at
B5c, and after fifteen minutes of rather spirited
trading 5514c was paid. The Liverpool market
was guoted 15d advance. A cablegram from Paris

to & Chicago house read: “Crop damaged by frost; |

spring seeding backward; think market will ad-
vance,”

The French country market, as cabled to the

board, was firm and 34 centimes per bushel higher.
The closing cables showed firmness still prevailing
abroad, but the apparent effect of the statistical
fizures regarding the movement here and abroad
was rather disappointing. The price of May Wheat
went down to 547gc. Half an hour from the close
it was down to 5414c, closing at 5455c.

Corn was firm, with scarcely a weak spot from
beginning to end. The generally downward course
of Wheat after the middie of the day did not have
much influence upon the traders in corn. They
started the market firm at 45%4c bid and 451,;.};
paid at the same time. Before long it had ad-
vanced the price to 463gc and the market closed at
461c bid.

The strength resulted from firm cables and light
receipts.

Trading in oats was still very dull. The course

of the market was influenced by corn. May opened |

at 2933@2914¢, closing 2914c¢.

The provision pit was the center of business,
more than usual. The price of pork rose on the
first jnmp from 15 to 20c per barrel and climbed
30c more. The first bids were at from $11 10 to
£11 15, but before a second lot could be secured
the market went up another 20c. The price of lard
apd ribs rose in sympathy. Lard, for May, rose to
$6 80 and closed at $6 75, and ribs, which opened
at $5 60 and advanced to §5 80, clesed at $5 75.
The closing price of May pork was $11 4734, a net
gain of 5214c¢ for the day.
