NEW YOREK MARKETS.

NEW YORK, March 20.—There was a halt to-
day in the recent upward movement, partially due
to realizing sales,to a heavy decrease in the volume
of foreign purchases and possibly adesire on the part
of the bull clique to let prices go down a few points
with the view of increasing the short interest in
the market. There was no marked pressure to
sell, except perhaps in sugar and the grangers.
The first-named stock given was first, and the
grangers led in the main list in the reaction. Dur-
ing the first hour of busiuess prices advanced, but
in the second hour there was sharp selling of sugar
here on rumors that insiders were lignidating and
the shares took a downwaprd turn, the greater num-
ber of the shares traded in participating in the re-
The depression continned until checked
in the early afternoon, bnt around delivery hour
there were partial recoveries, speculation becom-
ing decidedly irregular in the final dealings.

At the lowest point to-day the decline from the
high prices of the morning were 163 in New Jersey

Central, 134 in Delaware and Hudson and Cordage
guaranteed and 1145 in the other shares which
joined in the downward movement, Ral-
Jies in the Iater irading lessened the
loss after action. There was a number of
shares, notably the specialties, which were
strongly held throughout and which showed
gains on the day, inclnding: Oregon Improvement,

CHICAGO. March 20.—Wheat at the opening
was strong enough to create a mild surprise in
the trade. A rise at the start of from 1j to 14c
was unexpected from the fact that over a consider-
able area of the winter wheat belt copious rains
fell. The chief reason for the strength was prob-
ably due to the speculative situation. The selling
yesterday had been of a sanguine character and it
took but little to alarm the shorts. Steadiness
at Liverpool this morning in face of 34c de-
cline here yesterday and a slight improve-
ment in the price of wheat and flour as
cabled from Paris at the opening proved enough
to give the market an upward push, which set the
smaller shorts to buying and created a nervous
suspicion of the wisdom of being short which
lasted for an hour. The market was moderately
active for a time and then became dull, May going
from b6c to 5614a56%gc and back again to b6c.
May sold down to 5555c, althongh closing cables
quoted an advance of 14d to 14d at Liverpool, 6d
per sack for flour at London, the equivalent of 14c
per bushel for March wheat at Paris and 1 mark
rise or 5jc per bushel at Berlin. The close was

Corn opened strong, and after advancing 34c
above closing price of the previous afternoon, it
lost its improvement. The price for May was
47%gc.
