The Passing of Steam.

It is confidently predicted, and seems
self-evident, that the complete disappear-
ance of steam, both as a motive power and
as an agent in the industrial arts, is a ques-
tion of only a very short time. Itis prob-
able, indeed, that a single decade will put
itupon the retired list,so far as machinery
is concerned at least. The problem of the
motor stands directly upon the threshold
of success; a year or a month may suffice
for the one step inadvance. A single happy
inspiration upon the part of one of the
many clever minds actively engaged in
searching for the la-<t link,the ultimate
touch, would do it. Among electricians the
question is considered to rest upon the
perfection of the storage battery, already so
nearly perfect. With a good storage bat-
tery, "steam, as the active principle in all
engines, must be abandoned, because in
the prime essentials of economy, energy
and safety steam, with its
mechanisms, its' costliness and its uncer-
tainty, could not compare with electricity.
This is amply proved even in the present
state of electrical applied science. Enough
has already been accomplished to show
that investigation i3proceeding upon cor-
rect lines, and that the results aimed at
are not Utopian, but quite agreeable to
known principles. Indeed, the one short
step;, the .'one small discovery which yet
remains nnaccomplishedj will certainly
achieve the end. Any hour, as we said,
may witness the relegation of steam to the
rubbish heap of worn^mt and worthless
thingS.-^Chicago Times,——•—
