Orchard and Apiary and How
to Care for
Them.

SOME VALUABLE PRODUCTS.

How Diversified Farming May Prove
of Great Aid to the Culti-
vator.

Many who held dried apricots over from
last season are intending to hold a while
longer, expecting increased prices as a re-
sult of the recent frosts, which in some dis-
tricts greatly reduced the crop.

Broomcorn now commands from 34
to 614 cents per pound, according to quality.
The corn is good for hogs and chickens,
and the straw ought to be a profitable crop
at the prices now prevailing. Seed can be
purchased in San Francisco.

A corresponaent of the Fresno Repub-
lican, writing of the necessity of co-opera-
tion and organization among fruit-growers
in the marketing of fruit, says that even
wild geese recognize the necessity for or-
ganization, and fcllow some chosen leader.

Califernia manufacturers of linseed oil
mport most of their flaxseed from Austra-
Jia. Flax yields about 1200 pounds per
acre, and commands from $2 10 to $2 25
per cental. This gives a gross yield of
from $25 to $27 per acre, and 1s more profit-
able than wheat-growing. Flax can be
harvested with a combined machine.

The few scale-destroying ladybirds that
have been introduced should not cause any
orchardist to relax vigilance or cease spray-
ing. If spraying is delaved until the tree
is in bloom the chances are that the germs
of the fruit will be killed. Great care is
necessary in spraying. especially in the
mixing of washe Valuable trees are
often killed by careless spraying.

Charles H. Shinn, inspector of United
States agricultural experiment stations,
recently sent to the station near Chino
forty different varieties of vegzetables from
Northern India, obtained from the British
Government. Among them is the Benin-
casa cerifera, a vineresembling the cucum-
ber. The fruitis cucumber-shaped, aslong
asa man’s arm, and red in color. It is
said to be good when pickled.

Last year when the railroad strike oc-
curred, most of the fruit crop was ripe and
ready to be harvested. As a result, much
fruit was lost because there were no trans-
portation facilities. Cherries, being per-
1 instances left upon
few orchardists dried their

ishable, were in some
the trees. A
cherries. Good dried cherries command
a fair price, but many erred in drying

them with the pits in. Cherries dried in
this manner always bave a bitter, burned
taste, no matter how mnice the fruit was. If
the pits are removed before the cherries
are spread out to dry, the fruit is delicious.

Corn is not raised to so great an extent
in California as in most Eastern States, be-
cause as a rule more profitable crops can
be raised. Horses and cows are occasion-
ally killed when ailowed to feed too freely
in patches where the growth has been
rank, as they eat the black fungous growth
which sometimes appears upon the corn
giown along the coast where there is
much dampness. It is black, dusty stuff,
similar to the ergot ot rye, and is poison-
ous. Ears showing it should be removed
before stock is turned into the field. It is
seldom seen in the more arid interior val-
leys.

The demand for good apples seems to be
increasing on the Pacific Coast, due, no
doubt, to the fact that the exports from
the Atlantic States to England are increas-
ing. A year ago the shipment from New
York amountea to 168,706 barrels, while
this year it has reached 1,443,592 barrels.
We would not advise any one to plant
apples in inland valleys where the temper-
ature is high. The fruit produced in such
localittes is often large and beautiful, but
does not acquire the flavor of fruit grown
in higher altitudes. Apples grown at
elevations ranging between 2000 and 6000
feet acquire a better flavor and better keep-
ing quaiities. If the altitude is too great,
however, the young trees must be thor-
oughly protected or they will be broken by
the weight of snow.

Very little broomeorn is raised in Cali-
fornia, and much of what is used in the
manufacture of brooms is imported from
other States. It grows very thriftily here,
especially upon silty and sandy soils along
the deltas of streams. It is cultivated
precisely as sweet corn is, the principal
care being to guard against planting too
thick or too thin. [If the former the
growth will be too small, and if the latter
i1t will be overgrown, in both of which con-
ditions it is unfit for broom-making. The
brush, when cured, should yield at least
800 pounds to the acre, and bring the av-
erage price of $40 per ton, besides twelve
bushels of seed, worth 50 cents per bushel.
These figures may be increased by assort-
ing, grading and treating after gzﬂhvring.
which involves an outlay for machinery
and labor. Itis pnot unusual that broom-
corn so treated has yielded over $80 per
ton. The machinery spoken of is not ex-
pensive, and could pe the investment of a
neighborhood.

California farmers do not properly ap-
preciate the commercial value which at-
taches to our mild climate, and few indeed
there are who live up to their opportuni-
ties. There are thousands of farmers in
this State who raise wheat and buy butter,
meat and vegetables, and a few even pur-
chase eggs. One of the greatest factors
tending to make farming profitable isthe
fact that nearly every article of food can be
raised on the farm. Many a man who re-
ceives a salary of $150 per month in the
city does not save as much per annum as
the farmer upon a ten-acre tract who does
not sell more than a thousand dollars’
worth of produce in a year. This is so be-
cause the dweller in the city must buy his
wood, his water, his meat, his vegetables,
his milk and his butter, while the
farmer may often secure all these and
much more absolutely without cost, except
as regards labor. Thus the farmer gains
from $120 to $360 a year to start with—
often more, for the product of the poultry-
yvard in many instances supplies the house
with groceries.

But others who farm raise omly one
product and buy all others. There are in-
stances where too much diversity is un-
profitable. It would not be profitable, for
instance, for any owner of good prune land
to raise hay where he might raise prunes.
It will pay him better to raise $200 worth
of prunes upon an acre and purchase the

worth of hay which that acre would

grobably produce. If 40 cents worth of

en destroy $40 worth of hay, the hen may,
with great propriety, be fricassed.

There are many orchardists in Califor-
nia who do not raise vegetables. In strik-
ing contrast are those farms where at this
season may be seen green peas, tomatoes,
lettuce, onions, and a great variety of other

|

vegetable products, delightful to the eve,
pleasant to the palate, and profitable as
well.

In thickly settled communities fences
are often considered unnecessary. There
are more orchards in this county that are
unfenced than there are that are fenced.
Where stock is not allowed to run at large
there would seem to be little use fora
ence, but fences are always necessary,
and if properly built never fail to pay
interest upon the investment. To be
thoroughly effective a fence should be
horse-proof, cow-proof, pig-proof, chxcker}-
proof, man-proof and boy-procf. This
mayv seem radical, but it is fully war-
ranted bv experience. The difference
between the appearance of vegetationin a
plat of ground that is properly fenced and
that in an unfenced plat is very noticeable.
The fence seems to lend a vigor to plants,
while in fact it only acts as a protection
from injury by contact—unless it is a close
board tence sufliciently high to afford pro-
tection from the wind.

An orchardist on the Penetencia Creek,
in Santa Clara County, has the most effi-
cient fence we have seen. It is a board
fence, with the boards placed moderately
close together, and is capped by two lines
of barbed wire. From the 10%1 of the posts
pieces of scantling about two feet in length
are extended at an angle in such a way
that when the two wires are stretched they
yrevent any interference with the fence.
&t would be almost impossible for a man
or a boy to climb over it, and no one can
get under it or through it.

When fruit hangs ripe upon the trees by
the roadside, luscious and tempting, only
people with correct and firmly rooted prin-
ciples can refrain from poaching, while the
majority of passers-by do not attempt to
refrain. What is eaten does not amount
to muech. Considerable is waisted, how-
ever, and often the fruit buds are broken
off or limbs broken. Again, if a cow gets
into an orchard in the night she can
greatly damage the trees before morning.
Often the absence of a fence causes loss of
a greater sum than a good fence would cost.
A good fence always pays for itself, and
the better the fence the more profitable it
is. Many claim that this principle applies
even to the extent of building a fence of
narrow boards from ten to twenty feet in
height.

Lady birds are friends of the fruit-grower.
They live wholly on msects.

The varieties of cherries which have
proved the most satisfactory in California
are Bicarreau, Black Eagle, Elton, Gover-
nor Wood, Black Tartarian, Belle d'Or-
leans and Bauman’'s May.

The usual way to prepare fruit in jars for
exhibition is to use a solution of® salicylic
acid in water (one ounce to u gallon), using
it cold and sealing the jars in the usual
way. This preserves the natural appear-
ance of the fruit perfectly, but the fruit is
not fit for eating afterward.

Some mistakes may be corrected or over-
come, but planting an orchard of poor
trees on unsuitable land is not one of them.
1t is far better to plant one of the right
kind in the right place and then give it
proper care than to plant 100 sickly trees

on poor land, to be neglected later on.
