' CHICAGO, ILL., May 1.—The first thing to strike
the Wheat bidders was the steadiness of the Liver-
pool market, notwithstanding yesterday's weak-
ness here. The significance of the foreign firm-
ness was the heavy Russian shipments, which had
been in a large measure the cause of the decline
yesterday. The quantity of Wheat delivered was
generally estimated at about 3,000,000 bushels, be-
ing delivered by the elevator companies and taken
in delivery by some eight or ten commission
houses. Kain had fallen plentifully in the drought
regions of Southern Kansas, Texas and the Da-
kotas, but this region of drought is being more fre-
quently mentioned than before. Minneapolis and
Duluth reported receipts of 413 cars, against 260 a
week ago and 148 a year ago.

The market started for the most part under the
influence of the hetter cables, assisted by a vague
feeling that there is great danger in selling wheat
short.
