THE SALOONS MUST CLOSE.

Seven Councilman Vote for the
Sunday Law—Lambert Pleads

Not Guilty.

By a vote of 7 to 4 the City Council
last evening passed an ordinance closing
all saloons within the city limits of Oak-
land from 6 p. m. on Saturdays until6 a. m.
Monday of each week.

Attorneys Ben Morgan and T.F. Garrity
and J. B. Edos, president of the California
Protective Association, appeared before
the Council as representatives of the
saloonkeepers and argued at length on the
matter, claiming that such a measure was
class legislation and entirely unjust.

The friends of the Council for the Sup-
pression of the Saloon, which organization
is responsible for the ordinance being in-
troduced, hissed Mr. Morgan at one point
in his address. "Shame on you for your
vulgarity," said the attorney when they
had ceased. "Tnat was not the voice of a

Christian spirit, but the hiss of a Christian

For the Council for the Suppression of
Saloons Rev. William Rader, Rev. R. F.
Coyle, Mrs. Ada Van Pelt and B. Mc-
Dougal spoke, demandinc that as a matter
of justice to the families of the many men
who spent their waees for liquorand as a
response to the request of a large portion
of the cominunitv the ordinance be passed.

Repeated applause greeted each speaker
on both side?, ana when the decision was
announced the cheering was prolonged
until the crowd had got clear of the hall .

The saloon men, with their friends, were
on hand early, and occupied nearly every
available seat in the Council chamber, so
that when the anti-saloon party, which
was composed of members of both sexes,
came in, the majority were compelled to
stand.

The Council, met as a committee of the
whole to listen to the arguments on the
matter, so that the formality of recom-
mending the ordinance will have to be
gone through at the next regular meeting
of that body. Itwill,of course, be passed,
and will then be presented to the Mayor
for his signature.

Mr. Davie, itis believed, will veto the
ordinance and send itback to the Council,
where a two-thirds vote will be necessary
to pass itover his disapproval.

The Councilmen who voted in favor of
the law were Towle, Mott, Dow, Mar-
shall. Buckland, Capell and Manuel. The
opposition represented in the board came
from Bassett, Watkinson, Heitman and
Brosnahan.

1 For Good Road*.
The Good Roads Association of Ala-

meda County, which has met heretofore
in informal sessions to discuss the prob-
lem of procuring better roads for Alameda
County and better streets for Oakland,
formed a permanent organization on Tuds-
day evening and the followingprominent
re sidents of the county signed the rollas
charter members:

Mayor Davie was elected an honorary
member.

Aconstitution and by-laws were adopted,
by which standing committees to watch
the streets and public roads were created.
Their duty also include the reporting of
necessary repairs to the proper authorities.
Other committees were provided for to pre-
pare and submit to the City Council meas-
ures calculated for the good of the streets
anrt highways.

The object of the association is tersely
Bet forth in the second section of the docu-
ment which reads: "The object of this
association is to procure better streets and
roads.' 1

?• Chairman T. E. Whitney of the previ-
ously appointed committee on ordinances
presented anordinance to prevent corpora-
tions from leaving the streets in bad re-
pair after tearing them up to lay tracks,
water or gas pipes or other appliances.

The measure provides that corporations,
contractors or private individuals must
give ample notice to the Superintendent of
Streets when they intend to tear up the
Btreets for any purpose whatsoever. It
also provider that contractors must deposit
with the proper authorities the sum of $10
foreach thirtysquare leet of surface to be
disturbed, to be retained for one year after
the work is completed.

Contractors are required to place the
streets in as good condition as they found
them, with neither ridges nor depressions
in the roadway. and to furnish a bond for
the faithful observance of the ordinance.
Violation of the order is made punishable
as a misdemeanor bya fine of $300 or im-
prisonment for 150 days.

The measure was unanimously adopted,
and willhe presented to the Council in the
near future.

E. C. Sessions then presented the follow-
ing resolutions, which were unanimously
adopted:

Resolved, That this association respectfully
™>pre-.ent to the honorable Council and the
Board of Public Works of the city o* Oakland
that, In its estimation, property-owners having
once improved the streets in front of theirrespective properties in accordance with the
specifications adopted and required by the
iiy,the cost and expense of the maintenance

the same is a proper charge upon the city,
and they have a right as taxpayers to expect
that Filch streets willbe accepted and kept in
orrier and thorough repair by the city.

We also believe that when property-owners
can feci assured that their streets willbe so
accepted and cared for they will as a rule be
willingto improve or repair such streets as
are now so fur worn as to require extensive re-
pairs, in order to bring them to proper grade
and condition to warrant their acceptance,
and will also inaugurate extensive new im-
provements.

We would also suggest that macadamized
streets can onlybe kept cleaned and in repair
by a constant, thorough daily patrol system,
and thai the lifeand duration of pavements so
cared for -will be very greatly extended, th«
case and comfort of those who have occasion to
use them for carriages, wagons or bicycles b«
greatly promoted, and the beauty and at-
tractiveness of our city be enhanced to a de-
rree that can be accomplished inno other way
by a like expenditure.

We would, therefore, respectfully suggest to
your honorable bodies:

First—That when properly graded and mac-
adamized, or regraded and remacadamized, in
accordance with sptcifications required by the
city,all streets be accepted and thereafter kept
in repair by the city.

Second— We would al*o mggest that for the
just and equitable distribution and expendi-
ture of the annual appropriations of the fund*
set apart lor repair of streets, a* wellas for the
economical and more thoroughly efficient ac-
complishment of the work of repairs, one or
more stations as may be found necessary, to
be under the charge of the Superintendent of
Streets, l.c established in each ward by the
renting of vacant lot«, at which station shall
be deported the broken rock, carts, tools and
other accessories required for the work, with
ifcuch workmen as may be necessary to be em-
ployed to thoroughly patrol and keep inrepair
the streets of said ward.

Also recognizing the right of each ward to a
fairpro rata or share of said annual appropri-
ation in proportion to the length of its im-
proved roadway, making due allowance for
main thoroughfares upon '-uich the travel is
heavy.

We would also suggest that the number of
miles of streets in each ward which the city
shall thus undertake to keep inrepair be deter-
mined by the City Engineer, an estimate or
requisition of the amount of rock and other
materials required to make all necessary re- j

pairs ineach ward be made annually, the city
advertising for proposals and purchasing all
materials from the lowest responsible bidder.

Officers willbe elected at the next meet-
ing of the association.

Coroner Baldwin Mystified.
The more he investigates the case of

Sydney Smith, whose body arrived here
on Tuesday from Rawlins, Wyo., the
more mystified does Coroner Baldwin be-
come, and he has decided to postpone the
inquest untilhe hears from the police of
Rawlins, from whom he hopes to obtain
some definite information.

An autopsy was held by Dr. Webster
and Dr. Crowiey yesterday" and the fact
was developed that Smith "did not die of
banging, for no indications that he had
been strangled could be found. The back
of the head was badly cut and bruised and
several contusions of the face and neck
were found.

The physicians came to the conclusion
that he died of concussion of the brain,
though no fracture of the skull could be
found. Itis now believed by the St. An-
drew's Society, under whose auspices
Smith was buried yesterday, that the first
news of his death "was authentic, and that
he was killed in some accident which the
railroad company is anxious to hush up.

The rirst intimating that his friend was
dead came to Alexander Thompson, to
meet whom Smith was on his way to Cali-
fornia, through tne medium of a dispatch
from W. H.Bancroft, division superinten-
dent of the Union Pacific at Laramie. The
message read as follows:

Party named Sydney Smith from Buckie,
Scotland, was accidentally killedby one of our
trains yesterday, and his remains are now at
Laramie, Wyo. Can you advise disposition of
them.

Mr.Thompson and the members of the
society supposed that the matter was as
reported by the railroad employe, and
were very much surprised when the death
certificate, which was found inan envelope
inside the coffin, gave the cause of death as
suicide by hanging in the Carbon County
Jail at Rawlins.

They immediately began a correspond-
ence with the Rawlins authorities, but up
to last evening had received no further in-
lormation. The mystery of the case is
deepened by two telegrams from Rawlins
which were printed in a Laramie (Wyo-
ming) paper of February 28, which was
received by Dr.N. K.Foster of this city
yesterday.

The iirst was dated February 26, and
stated that Sydney Smith, a man about 40
years old, had jumped from the west-
bound train and rushed uptown in a de-
mented condition. He was caught and
taken to the jail and, later, recovered
his reason and admitted that he had been
drinking heavily for several days. The
dispatch closed by saying that he was
better.

The second telegram was dated the fol-
lowing day and contained the following
words:

Sydney Smith, the Englishman who was
taken from the westbound passenger train

last evening in a demented condition, was
found dead inhis cell this morning, he having
committed suicide.

These conflicting statements have
aroused the suspicions of the members of
the local branch of the St. Andrew's So-
ciety and they will investieate the case
thoroughly.

The physician who signed the death cer-
tificate, Dr.Maghee, is said by Dr.Foster,
who is well acquainted with him, to be a
reputable practitioner. Dr.Foster believes
that if Smith was killed inan accident the
Kawlins phy&ician was imposed upon by
some one and induced to sign the certifi-
cate without actually knowing the cause of
death.

Other prizes will be given for the best
collection of roses exhibited by amateurs,
for the best display of wildtiowers.the best
collection of pelargoniums, the choicest
display of carnations, the best collection
of ferns, and the choicest display of esch-
scholtzias.

The best rose in the carnival willbe de-
cided by popular vote this afternoon and
evenine, ana the owner willbe rewarded
with a handsome Royal Worcester plate.

Davis, willbe rendered on each of the two
evenings of the carnival.

Lambert Pleads >"ot Guilty.

Walter Lambert, ex-clerk of the Police
Court, who is charged with embezzlement
of public money, pleaded not guilty in
Judge Frick's court yesterday after an ap-

Slication for more time to pfead had been
enied by the court.
Attorney Abbott, who appeared to de-

fend the accused, entered a demurrer on
twa grounds, the first being that the in-
dictment did not state that the money was
such as the defendant had a right to re-
ceive or the purpose for which itwas re-
ceived.

The second ground was that the indict-
ment was not definite on the point that
the money was such as he was required to
turn over at a specified time, also that if
such a time was specified ithad not passed
at the time of the alleged misappropriation.

Judge Frick overruled the demurrer and
willset a date for the case to fo to trial
this morning.

Castro streets, this evening. The address
willbe entitled "Altruism.Socialism and
Individualism" and willbe a, discussion of
the points raised by Professor Herron in
his recent lectures in this city.

Damage Salt.
Attorney William W. Waste, whose

fiancee was killed, and who was himself
severely injured, by the colliding of a local
train witha streetcar in which the couple
were seated, has brought suit against the
Southern Pacific Railroad Company for
$25,000 damages, alleging that the accident
was whollydue to criminal negligence.

ALAMEDA.
Thomas W. Hinchman died suddenly at

hia residence on Chestnut street Tuesday
evening.

Mr. Hinchman was born in Elizabeth,
N. J., and was aged 75 years. He came to
California in1849, and, during his long and
active life, had acquaintance withmany of
the most noted men in the State. He was
a resident of Alameda for fourteen years.
Deceased leaves a widow, three daughters
and four sons. They are: Mrs. R. W.
Mastick, worth N., Charles N. Wil-
liam 8.. Helen. Gertrude and ThomasFrederick. The funeral willtake place to-morrow afternoon at 2 o'clock from Christ
Church.

Warrant* Not Honored.
The City Treasurer has declined to pay

the library warrants audited by the old
board. Treasurer Wheeler is taking everyprecaution against possible loss or trouble
to him. The Aprilbills will in all prob-
ability be paid in a day or so, but unless
the controversy is soon settled further bills
will be refused until the legality of the
board is unquestioned.

The City Attorney has advised that the
bills are legal and that the City Treasurer
willIncur no difficulty in honoring them.
The City Trustees will not recognize the
old board.

Art Students' League.

The members of the Art Students'
League are making arrangements to go on
a cruise the latter part of this month up

the Sacramento River to sketch from
nature. The trip will be made in the
yacht Emerald. The league meets weekly
and is now studying from a female model,
a professional who poses for the Hopkins
ArtInstitute.

Charge Against a Saloon-Keeper.
A warrant has been issued by Justice

Morris for the arrest of Andrew McNamee
of the Tidal saloon on a charge of violating
the law prohibiting the sale of intoxi-
cating liquors to persons under 18 years of
age. A.C. Webb of Buena Vista avenue is
the complainant. Itis charged that Mc-
Namee sold liquor and cigarettes to a
party of schoolboys, and the Supervisors
willbe asked to revoke his license.

BEBXELEY.
The Board of Town Trustees have

brought upon themselves much adverse
criticism by the way in which they con-
ducted their last meeting on Monday even-
ing.

The fact has developed there was a
scheme on hand by which certain members
of the board intended to railroad through
a resolution taking the official printing
from the Advocate and awarding itfor one
year to the Gazette. What makes this plan
appear deep laid is that the town is on the
eve of an election, at which time the sys-
tem of awarding such contracts willbe en-
tirely changed.

The twomen who indulged most freely

in the contention were President Acton
and Trustee Whiting. They attempted to
deprive the Gazette of the town printing,
to which paper they had decided, at a few
meetings previous, to give it.

As a result of the statement made in the
Dispatch, to the effect that the paper re-
fused to print the election card of Acton
on account of his operations at the Trustee
meeting, Acton approached one of the edi-
tors cf the paper yesterday, and, without
warning, struck him a fierce blow in the
face.

Editor Harlin resisted the blow and
clinched withhis assailant, but an officer
put a stop to the light before much harm
was done.

Harlin at once swore out a complaint
against Acton for assault and battery, and
also applied for a warrant charging him
with intention todo him bodily harm, and
asked that he be put under bonds to keep
the peace.

Justice Lord prepared the necessary
papers, and the case will be tried in a few
days.

BOMB OF THE LEADERS OF OAKLAND SOCIETY WHO ABE HELPING TO MAKE THE FABIOLA
FETE A SUCCESS.

TOSS PLEADED GUILTY.
He Will Probably Get Off With a Four

Years' Sentence.
H. L. Foss, indicted for counterfeiting

Chinese certificates and smuggling, pleaded
guilty in the United States District Court
on three counts yesterday.

Inthe certificate business he admitted
the charge of conspiracy to defraud*" the
Government and in the opium smuggling
he admitted having twice illegally assisted
in landing the drug in the United States.

Had the prisoner been found guilty on
all the charges his sentence would prob-
ably have been about fifteen years inSan
Quentin. As it is now the chances are
that he willget off with about four. In
his confession the prisoner admitted hav-
ing been mixed up in the attempt to issue
forged certificates, and also in the illicit
transportation of opium from Hongkong
to San Francisco and thence to Honolulu.

Cook's Bondsman in the Lurch.

Judge Seawell yesterday rendered a judg-
ment for the City against Joseph B. Cook, the
defaulting police clerk who is serving a term
of eight years' imprisonment in San Quentin.
