The Portuguese of Alameda

Celebrate the Feast of
Pentecost.

A PROCESSION AND FEAST.

Another Mammoth Fence Building
Contest Begun in East

Oakland.

Yesterday was a gala day for the Portu-
guese of Alameda County, the occasion
being the feast of Pentecost. They passed
the inure time; from early morning until
late at night parading, attending worship,
feasting and dancing.

Out in East Oakland they were astir
before the break of day. getting ready for
their triumphal procession. All were
dressed in their best before the hour of
starting. Old men and women, who had
observed similar rites in their native land,
were out inbright and glowing colors, and
seemed to take a deep interest in all that
was going on. Their children were run-
ning about inhigh glee.

The procession, which left Twentieth
avenue and East Nineteenth street at 9
o'clock, was headed by the East Oakland
Portuguese Band. Two standard bearers
came next, followed by 100 little girls
dressed in white and with bared heads.
The first three, who carried the sacred
images, were surrounded by a dozen lusty
guards, also with bared heads. The little
ones marched gayiy along, the hot sun
shining warmly upon their heads, seem-
ingly causing them no annoyance.

When the church on Adeline street was
reached mass was read and other cere-
monies befitting the occasion were held.
Upon the return of the procession to
Twentieth street, between Twenty-first and
Twentieth avenues, a great crowd"gathered.
Itwas then that the real festivities began..The residence of Manuel Katon was the
scene of all the revelry.

John Weise, the one-legged candy ven-
dor, late of the steamer Oakland, who is
such a familiar sight to all the Oak landers,
was master of ceremonies. He mounted
the steps and informed the assemblage
that the seats at the tables were for the
children first, the members of the Portu-
guese order second, and for outsiders last.
le said that there was enough for all and

that it was all free.
Then as the children, carrying the sa-

cred emblems, marched up the steps they
were sprinkled with rose leaves by a
woman of high standing in Portuguese so-
ciety. They deposited their sacred charges
and then proceeded to the cellar, where a
bounteous repast was spread for them.

While the children were inside satisfying
themselves with meat and drink, their
parents were outside making the proceeds
with which to defray the expenses of the
celebration. Agenuine old country auc-
tion was held. The products were sup-
plied by the different farmers and house-
keepers.

The first thing offered was a nice fatcow.
Joe Barnado, a city-front saloon keeper,
acted as auctioneer. He was offered $2 for
the cow. By pleading its merits he got the
sum raised to $15. but tried in vain to get
ita cent higher. Another volunteer auc-
tioneer stepped inand $13 was realized.

Ducks and eeese, calves and cake, etc.,
were sold to the highest bidders. In all
about $300 was realized.

After the feast was over the day's enter-
tainment was concluded witha dance.

Mr.Dice's UigH Fence.
The irranfa for building high fences to

shut out a view of uncongenial neighbors
seems to have taken a firm hold in Oak-
land. Emulating the example of the
houses of Troy and Davis, which erected
such high structures on Kirkham street
that neither could see into the other's
back yard, the families of David A.Frisby
and Alfred Dice, of East Oakland, have
begun a similar contest, and a board fence
twenty-eight feet high now stands be-
tween their homes. The families occupy
adjoining houses on Twenty-first street.

The Frisbys belong to the colored Four
Hundred, but that did not make them any
more congenial to the family of Dice, and
mutual dislike grew into an open rupture
culminating in the Police Court. Mrs.
Frisby was nailing some favorite rose
bushes to supports on the partition fence
one day when Mrs. Dice ordered her to de-
sist. Mi-.Frisby knew her rights and went
on withher workuntilMrs.Dice compelled
her to cease operations by administering
corporal punishment to the offender.

She paid a $10 fine for battery, and pro-
ceeded to insure against a recurrence of the
trouble by building the fence which not
only pre eluded her seeing the house of the
Frisbys. but also deprived that domicile of
all light on the side next her structure.

Not to be deprived of her light Mrs.
Frisby decided that as the fence was on
her enemy's land and could not be torn
down she would have; her house moved,
and proceeded to do so. A gang of house-
movers soon located it twenty feet from
the barricade. Mrs. Frisby only laughs
and shows her white teeth when asked the
occasion of the fence, while Mrs. Dice says
nonchalantly that it was built to tram
roses on.

Grove streets Saturday night. The de-
ceased came toCalifornia in the '50's and
accumulated considerable property in
mining ventures and afterward lost nearly
all. He leaves a widow and several chil-
dren. .

Funeral of Confias I*.Crabtree.
Funeral services were held yesterday

afternoon at 616 Fifteenth street over the
body of the late Confus L.Crabtree, who
held the position of general baggage agent
of the Southern Pacific. He was a Chris-
tian Scientist and was buried under that
faith. Dr. Piano, the head of that sect in
this city, conducted the services. At 1
o'clock this morning the remains were
taken to Wheatland for interment. The
company for which Mir. Crabtree worked
fitted up a special car u> convey the corpse
to its last resting place.

SUNDAY SALOON-CLOSING

Discussed by Adventists at she Bashrod Park
Camp-Meeting.

An immense crowd gathered at the Ad-
ventist camp at Bushrod l*ark yesterday to
listen to the discussion on tbe Sunday

closing of saloons, which is opposed by
that body.

The following resolutions were unani-
mously adopted :

Whereas, Among the evils which Rfllict soci-
ety and the home none are greater than those
resulting from intemperance, especially from
the manufacture and sale of intoxicating
liquors,

litsolved, That we as a conference assembledexpress our position upon this important mat-
ter inthe follov ir.gdeclarations :

Woare a temperance ;people, not only in
respect to the use of alcoholic liquors, but as
regards tobacco and all other intoxicating
narcotics and s-timulants as well.

We are strenuously opposed to the saloonbusiness, and the use as a beverage of all alco-
holic and mult liquors, believing them to be
condemned by such scriptures as the follow-
ing: Heb. ii:ls-lo\ I'rov. x.\i:3-J, Eph. v:18.

That we cannot, as a church, intermeddle
with politicalquestions, and hence do not con-
trol or even attempt tv control the political
affiliations of any of our people, yet webelieve
that the political principles of our people are
for the utter abolition of the liquortraffic by
proper and justlegislation.

That we urge upon oil our people the im-
j'^rtance of the scriptural injunction,
"Whether, therefore, ye eat or ye drink, or
whatsoever ye do, do all to The glory of God" ;
that each one to the extent of hisindividual
influence, by example, by precept and by the
distribution of health and temperance litera-
ture, make prominent the benefits of total ab-
stinence from al! spirituous ormalt liquors,
tobacco in all its forms, or anytninpr that will
delile or impair the God-Riven faculties of
miml and body ; that we urge them to do all in
their power by all Gospel means to lift up
those who have fallen aud help those who are
afflicted.

That we view with just cause tor alarm the
attempt to connect the temperance question
\u25a0with rclipio-jK)litical measures, such as the
Sunday closing of saloons, now before the
people. We do not believe these measures to
be inthe interests oi true temperance, for it
demands that the evilshall be suppressed only
one day in the week because that day is a re-
ligious day, and makes the saloon respectable
by allowingitto run the other sixdays.

That weoppose alllegislation. State or mu-
nicipal, which favors any religionor religious
institution for the followingreasons: Because
such legislation is not in accordance with theprinciples of true religious liberty, which se-cures to every man his right to the free exer-
cise of his religion and protection in such
exercise so long as he does not invade the equal
rights oi others; because such legislation is not,
inharmony with the teachings of Christ, who
said: "Therefore, all things whatsoever ye
would that men should do to you, do even so
to them."

ALAMEDA.
The committee appointed to take action

on the invitation of the San Francisco
Fourth of July celebration committee has
decided that Alameda would not join with
either San Francisco or Oakland. Very
little interest was taken in the matter not-
withstanding all of the notices and the call
for a general meeting published in the local
journals and a small audience was present.
The delegation from Oakland was on hand
to use its powers of persuasion, but in fear
that they would outvote the citizens of
Alarneda in mass-meeting, Chairman
Babcock suggested when the first motion
was put only bona fide residents of Ala-

\ meda should exercise the right of voting.
Colonel Babcock disposed of San Fran-

cisco's invitation by reporting in behalf of
the committee that it was. impossible to
stir up a general movement likely to direct
Alarnedans to one place oranother and the
invitation would necessarily have to be de-
clined.

Members of the Oakland committee en-
deavored to induce the Alameda com-
mittee to participate in the Oakland cele-
bration. A motion to accept Oakland's
offer was lost, as was also a motion to calla meeting in the interest of a local celebra-
tion on account of the shortness of time to
make necessary preparations.

Ex-Judge E. O. Crosby is seriously illathis residence on Foley" street in this city.

He fell from a stoop Saturday evenic?, aiid
injured his ribs, but shortly afterward re-
covered and was resting easily until about
5 o'clock yesterday afternoon, when hewas suddenly prostrated.

Judge Crosby was a member of the first
constitutional convention held at Mon-
terey, and took an active part in its de-
liberations. He was also United States
Minister to Guatemala under President
Lincoln's administration. He afterward
became prorainent as a lawyer, and was
the intimate of the most prominent leaders
of the bar during the sixties. He has
lived in Alameda for many years, and has
a wife and one son.

SUSPENDED THE CLUB.
The Olympic Boxers and Referee Cen-

sured by the Amateur Athletic
Association.

The Olympic Club and some of its aspir-
ing boxers have incurred the displeasure of
the Pacific Athletic Association of the
Amateur Athletic Union for violating rules
of the union at a boxing contest held at
the club last month. Ata meeting of the
association managers on Friday night the
following severe resolutions were adopted
inconnection with this subject:

Whereas, There were held in the Olympic
Club rooms Tuesday evening, May 28, ama-
teur boxing contests, aud said contests were
held under sanction of the board of managers
of the P.A.A.of the A. A. U., and were to
consist of three rounds, -with an extra
round if necessary to decide : and, whereas
two of said contests were of more
than four rounds duration, viz.: Beno andCathcart, six rounds; Merchant and Van Bus-
kirk,fiverounds, in violation of the rules of
the A. A.U.;now therefore, the board of man-
agers, inregular meeting assembled, this 9th
day of June, 1895, do hereby suspend said con-
testants, Messrs. Reno, Cathcart, Merchant and
VanBu.sklrk, for a period of ten days from this
date, and also said Olympic Club for a. like
period for holding said contests.

We also censure the referee for not rendering
a decision in these contests after the ending of
the fourthround, in accordance with the box-
ingrules of the A.A.U. John L. Jannett,

IN THE HANDBALL COURTS
Champions Jones and Harlow

Defeat Two Clever
Amateurs.

Kilgallon and Bonnet Defeat Rior-
dan and Purcell In Splendid

Shape.

The handball courts were crowded all
yesterday, and as several important
matches were scheduled the greatest in-
terest was manifested in the results.

Perhaps the most exciting of the lot was
the one played at the Occidental court
between M. J. Kilgallon of Denver and T.
F. Bonnet against John Riordan and John
Purcell. They are four giants inhandball,
and a magnificent exhibition of the game
was given. Itwas the best of five games,
and Kilgallon and Bonnet won by three
games to two. Bonnet tossed a great game,
as he usually does, and Kilgallon's return-
ing was well worth seeing.

At the San Francisco court Jones, the
Australian champion, was pitted against
AlPennoyer and George Hutchinson, two
clever amateurs. The two latter put up a
great game, but the clever Australian was
too much for them and won by three
games to one. Another interesting game
at this court was between J. Harlow, the
coast champion, and Patrick Kellyand J.
McEvilly. Hariow surprised everybody by
winning two straight games with compara-
tive ease. He has developed a wonderfully
improved style with the left hand.

The event of the day at the Union courtwas a match between R. Lenihan and J.
Feeney, the "crackerjacks." and William
Keily, the "hurricane," and MikeDillon.
Itwas nipand tuck tillthe end, Lenihan
and Feeney being the victors. The same
teams will play next Sunday for a purse
of$50.

Great interest is being taken in the
match that will be played next Sunday
afternoon in the San Francisco court be-
tween J. Jones, the Australian champion,
and M.J. Kilgallon, the Denver champion,
and J. Harlow, the coast champion, for
$ICO a side. Considerable money has al-
ready been put up on the result, the bet-
ting giving Jones the short end. Jones is
fullyaware of the fact that he has got the
match of his lifeon,but he Is not in the
least scared and is confident of being able
to place $100 to his credit after the match
is concluded.

George Ackerson was to have played
Terry McManns yesterday for the heavy-
weight championship, but he failed to put
in an appearance, much to Terry's disgust.
Terry is out with a challenge toplayany
heavy-weight on the coast, Phil Ryan of
the San Francisco court or Oscar Belling
of the Occidental court preferred.

LEAGUE OF THE CROSS
The Third District Section

Held ;its Annual Ses-
sion Yesterday.

ST. JOSEPH'S HALL CROWDED.

J. E. O'Donneil Delivers an Eloquent

Address on the Objects of
the Society.

The third district section of the League
of the Cross held an enthusiastic meeting
at St. Joseph's Hall yesterday afternoon,
the occasion being the annual reunion.

The third district is made up of the
parishes of St. Patrick, St. Brendan, St.
Hose, St. Theresa and St. Mary. The en-
tire membership of the League of the
Cross in San Francisco is nearly 6000.

The objects of the league are to encour-
age temperance and total abstinence, and
thus elevate the religious and social state
of the people. Itaims to remedy as far as
possible the evils resulting from the abuse
of intoxicating drink, and solicits the co-
operation not only of those who favor the
principles of total abstinence, but also of

all who believe in the legitimate use of
liquor. Itproposes to aid in the forma-
tion of a sound public opinion on the
question, and to accomplish the cordial
union of the laity with the clergy against
drunkenness and the drinking habits of
society.

Ineach parish are established a junior
and a senior branch. Membership in the
first-named branch is confined to boys and
young men under the age of ZL They
agree 10 abstain from all intoxicating
liquors or from visiting places where such
is sold until they arrive at the age named.

The programme presented yesterday was
an attractive one and highly entertained
the immense crowd which had assembled
to witness the exercises. W. A. Breslin,
president of the district branch, made a
few remarks appropriate to the occasion.
Charles A. Drady rendered a vocal solo,
and F. J. O'Connell, A. C. Curtis. A. Hay
and D. A.Barry sang together. Then came
the address of Joseph E. O'Donneil, who
spoke as follows:

The associations of childhood are centered
arouud the home circle, where in a great
measure are molded the habits and disposition
of the man. Within the precincts of a truly
Ohrit-tian home there abound the fortifyingin-
fluences of habit and example which produce
a lasting and beneficial impression upon the
mind of youth. The pleasant years of child-
hood, however, pass but too rapidly,and the
youth hnds himself in the midst of the world,
a vortex of influences surrounding him, and
gradually removed from the protecting In-
fluence of home association. Itis at this period
of life that the choice of association becomes
an important factor in the well-being of every
individual.

Association from the beginning has produced
Its good and its evileffects. There have al-ways been associations aiming at the destruc-
tionof society in one wayor another coexist-
ent with thos« associations whose influence
surrounded the social structure with an in-
vulnerable defense that rendered futile the as-
saults of the would-be destroyer. The moral
influence exerted by the latter is of far higher
force than the powtr of physical resistance.

The power of association for evil is likewise
great. We see by the light of history the
greatest nations of modem times, their poli-
tical and social ties rent asunder, and revolu-
tion in its bloodiest garb, led on by anihilist, a
communist or a Jacobin, desecrating the most
sacred places and enthroning Itself on the
ruinn of law and order.

The destiny of society rests upon individual
influence, and association is the great dis-
seminator of that influence. The naturn.l
pride possessed by mankind makes us respect
the judgment of others. Ifwe know that strict
principles prevail in society, if we are sur-
rounded on all sides by witnesses to our con-
duct, we are checked at every step where we
wish to do evil,and nrged on inour inclination
to do good. Ifassociation possesses such power
over the individual and over eociety, it be-
comes the duty of the worthy citizens to aid in
the propagation of those associations which
produce a salutary effect upon the destinies of
both.

Above all others in their beneficial effectupon the individual and upon society are the
associations with which the Catholic church
endeavors to surround its children during that
period between youth and manhood, when the
individual most often acquires permanent
traits of character, and when association
effects its greatest influence. It is then the
church exhibits her maternal solicitude, and
affords that protection which the influence of
religion alone can offer. The benents accru-
ing iroia these associations are incalculable
and their influence from a social standpoint
must be apparent. The prosperity of society Is
best subserved by the individual, who, faithful
to his religious tenets, insures hiß obedience
to the laws that govern and preserve socialorder, and no influence tends to produce that
result more than that exerted in the associa-
tions to whichIhave Just referred.

Your organization, the League of the Cross,
affords an excellent example of the care with
which the church guards the youthfulportion
of her flockand the safeguards withwhich she
surrounds the child in his journey to man-
hood.

You cannot too well appreciate the advan-
tages offered by such an association and it willonlybe the experience of more mature years
that willcause you to realize the benefits you
are deriving and will derive as members of theleague. You are mostly boys whose minds are
thoroughly impressionable. Let the impress
of the principles of your organization be dis-
played inyour actions, form your rule of lifeupon the instructions of the spiritual director
of your branch of the league and you willbo
mold your character that when you grow to
manhood you willbe able to cope "successfully
wi^h the many dangerous influences you must
meet in the world.

In conclusion, Ifeel thatIshould congratu-
late the clergy and people of this City on hav-
ingintheir midst such an association as the
League of tne Cross, which has achieved so
great a measure of good in the short period of
its existence. Mayits sphere of usefulness be
still further extended, and its Influence be
potent when the worthy and revered orig-
inators and those who have so ably followed in
their footsteps shall have peacefully passed

away, honored by those to whom they will

!have bequeathed a priceless legacy inthe ben-
|eflts of such an organization.

Mr. O'Donneil "s address was well re-
ceived, applause being frequent and well
timed. There were several other items on
the programme, including a "Laughing
Trio," by Messrs. Hay, Drady and Barry,
and a comic song by Joseph C. O'Donneil,
who was compelled to respond to an
encore.

Father Yorke ina few well chosen words
stated the object of the League of the
Cross. "Ifthere is one district more than
another that requires an institution ofthis
