CHICAGO, Irrn., July 9.—Four minutes after
the opening this morning wheat was 13/4c under
the close of yesterday. At the close it was 514¢
under that day. It seemed as though the grain
was a drug, as the smallest lots went begging tor
buyers. he weakness that developed yesterday
had not worked 1o a full conclusion until this
moruning. When 6(34e for September was reached.
some demand was met with, and then the *‘shorts’’
began to cover, prices working up gradually about
24 of a cent. Liverpool cables were weak and
lower. Cargoes at London were off from 34 to 6d,
and Continental markets were lower. There were
light frosts in portions of the Northwest last night,
and some dispatches from that section reported
injury to spring wheat from last week’s hot winds.

Receipts at Chicago were 86 cars, of which 54
were new wheat. he Northwest received 106
cars. Witharawals from store were 37,311 bushels
and 68,079 bushels cleared at the seaboard. The
bottom feil completely out of the market during
the last hour. "Loni " lines of immense size came
tumbiing out and the only buyers were “shoris"
who were not at al! anxious whether they took the
wheat or not. The taik that the Government report
to-morrow would be bearish was a depressing arga-
ment, and taken in connection with everything
else, atlowed of no strength whatever in the mar-
ket. 1pwmbcr wheat opened this morning at
67 67545, declined to 6214, closing at 6254, with
the loss mentioned above. Estimated receipts for
to-moerrow, 15 cars.

Corn, after some hesitation at the ovening, fol-
Jowed wheat on the early break. but npon the first
symptoms of recovery in the finer grain the coarser
nadfb‘ turned and rallied. “Shorts” were the
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buyers and their support was the main sustainin
power of the prices. Receipts, 240 cars, were ¢
more than estimated. Withdrawals from store
amounted to 140,192 bushels and 305,304 bushels
cleared at the seaboard Liverpool cables were
lower. The Orange Judd Farmer’s report of 100,000
bushels less in first hands thau at the correspond-
ing time last year was a firming influence in corn.
September corn opened at 4234, sold between 4214
and 4335@4314, closing at 4234, 35 under yester-
day. Estimated receipts for to-morrow, 100 cars.

Oats were quite as stubborn as corn and yielaed
only when the weakness of wheat became oppres-
sive. There is still a determined attitude dis-
played by the longs, particularly by one important
interest. = Shorts were coverlmg some oats this
morning, thereby contributing some firmness 1o
the market. Receipts were 312 cars, and 54,284
bushels were taken from store. September ok
closed 14@35c under yesterday. Estimated
ceipts fm' to-morrow 150 cars.

Provisions—Pork and ribs were atiacked by the
professional raiders this morning and the former
dropped 75c¢ per barrel with great rapidity.

Trad-
ers were unprepared for the onsiaught and it was
some time before they finally realized what had
taken place. Some outside buyiag ord ers were re-
ceived later and the local bulls plucked up a little
courage, the result being a partial recovery from
the extreme low point. The hog market was irre,
ular, light grades being strong and heavy kinds
weak and lower. The market showed renewed
weakness at the close, with the additional decline
