Property values especially in growing
centers of trade are not an accurate in-
dex of the aegree of prosperity such a
place may enjoy.

In one case he makes thein-
vestment on the prospective valuation—
the value the property will attain at some
time in the near future—and in the other
instance he considers the actual conditions
as they may exist during some period of
depression and places a value on the prop-
erty which is far below the amount repre-
sented by its actual intrinsic worth. The
general rule, however, that investments in
yroperty are safe has been exemplified in
gan Franciscc, just as it has in every other
prominent city of the United States, and
the man who makes a judicious invest-
ment in San Francisco property to-day
will realize the same returns on thisin- |

vestment that the thousands of people |
have who have already made fortunes out !

REVIEW OF THE RECORDS, é

There was a noticeable increase in the |
recorded real estate trunsiers of the past |
week, opposite many of which were set im-
portant sums in place of the usual $10 con-
siderations.
