An area of high pressure has appeared in the

last twelve hours in Moutann, which is apparently
moving rapidly east ward. There has been a gen-
eral fall in pressure along the entire coast, except
at K.ureka, but the changes have been for the most
part slight. The temperature changes have bteu
slight, except along the Central California
coast, where it has become considerably

cooler. Dense fog prevails at Point

Reyes. There has been a considerable fall in
pressure a: Los Angeles during the day. The skies
are somewhat cloudy in that section and a light
show er occurred in the San Gabriel Valley during
the afternoon. Conditions are somewhat threaten-
ing in this section to-night an>i scattered light
showers are probable. The weather is becoming
more unsettled on the co.ist of Northern California
and Oregon, but the conditions have not progressed
sufficiently to warrant ;iton-cast of ruin, altnough
Increasing doudlneaa is expected in that section.

NEW YORK MARKETS.

NEW YORK, N. V., Sept, 27.-Trading at the
Stock Exchange still continues of professional
character. At the opening the market showed an
advancing tendency, the demand running chiefly
to Anthracite Coalers. Sugar, Distillingand Cattle
Feeding The improvement Inthe Coalers was the

most pronounced in the case of the Reading securi-
ties, London having bought heavily of the stock

and the preference incomes. Authorities placed
the purchases of the stock at 14,000 to 20,000
shares, while the buying of the bonds was simply
enormous. The brighter outlook for the anthra-
cite trade as well as abelief that the J. P. Morgan
interest intended taking hold of the property for
the purpose of puttingit in good financial shape ac-
counts tor the advance in these securities to-day.
The common stock rose 18/$ to 223/ and the bonds
anywhere from 14 to2 percent. Lackawan-'a ad-
vanced 1 to 170 V2and Susquehanna and Western
preferred s,'s to 365«.

The grangers, trunk lines. Southern, Western
Union and other prominent issues ruled quiet and
firm throughout. The new securities of the Krie
are meeting with favor, and itis said that London
has already taken about two millions of the prior
lien 4 per cents. The withdrawal of $1,500,000
gold from the sub-treasury byWilliam H.Cross-
man &Bro. forshipment toEurope to-morrow had
no influence. In the industrials Distillingand Cac-
tle Feeding moved up to 2414 on the revival of the
reports that the contending interests had reached
an amicable settlement. Chicago Gas was rather
weak and fell to 68V3- This stock was less active
than of late and the representatives of the pool on
the floor appeared to be without orders. Leather
was heavy and declined IV2to 90 onsmall trans-
actions.

The market closed quiet and steady. Net changes
were slight outside of Reading and Distillingand
Cattle Feeding, which advanced I1*per cent each.
Leather preferred lost 11 2 per cent. Total Fali-s
were 223,807 shares, including 73,400 Reading,
39,400 Distilling and Caule Feeding, 16,400 S..
Paul and 14,400 Suoar.

DIN'S REVIEW OF TRADE.

NEW YORK,N.V.,Sept. 27.-R. O.Dun& Co.
In their weekly review of trade to-morrow will
say : The full statement of about 2800 commercial
failures for the third quarter of 1895 willbe pub-
lished next week and will show liabilities of about
$30,000,000. of which about ? 11,000.000 have
been of manufactnring and $17,600,000 of trading
concerns. In the quarter of last year the

failures were 2868 and the liabilities $29,441,196,

of which $12,331,892 were of manufa. -turing an*l
$15,181,230 of trading concerns. The week's re-
ports are highlyencouraging as to monetary mat-
ters, although exports of goldstill continue, and
also as to the citton manufacture, but not as sat-
isfactory regarding iron, woolen, leaiber or silk
mannt&ctarea.

Ihe speculation incotton has lifted the price s/8c
during the past week, and quotations here are so
rsuic!) liigler than at Liverpool that free exports
cunnot be expected, it seems no longer possible to
hope for a good crop, and deolprs have issued a cir-
cular pred.cting a yieldof only 7,000.000 bales.

Kotnißg is dear al>out the iron steel manufac-
ture, but some of the largest I'ntsbiirg concerns,
professing to have orders for many months ahead,
are bidding fcrsmall contracts in i-.astern markets
at $1 to$1 50 per ton less than the girted rate.
BOOM say it Isdone to press the market, and uik-aln
it Is thought the object may be to buy mAterinls,
but contracts have been made at the Host for 250,-
--000 tons of fore'gn ore to he used inBessemer iron-
making at Eastern furnaces, and rho termination
of the M:irqtiette strike sets free about half a mil-
lion tons of Bessemer ore within the period of
lake navigation.

Ihe sirike of coke-workers at Connellnville
\u25a0eetna to have subsidrd. The Iron Age reasons
that nothing cun explain the situation except some
lari.re movement insteel rails notyet mnde known.

For the first week In mnnv months the nveracte
of prices of ironand steel products shows no change
whP.-.ever. though the demand for finished product
is distinctly reduced.

'Ihe exports of gold, though not as large as they
wan some weeks ago, cause some disquiet in view
of the disbanding of the bond syndicate. Money
has cone !O the interior rather largely, and there is
considerable increase in volume of commercial
loans. Stocks have slightlydeclined tor railroa<is
during the week, though the market sliows miifh
stubbornness, and trust stocks average 42c per
share tiigher than a week ago, but are now growing
stronger in tone.

Failures for the week have been 216 in the
United Slates, against 235 last year, and fifty in
Canada, against fifty-fivelast year.

BRADSTKEET ON TRADE.

NEW YORK, N. V., Sept. 27.
—

Bradstreet's
to-morrow willsay : Striking features of the week
are increased demand for money East and West,
the maintenance of the widespread and active de-
mand for iron and steel, and the further upward
movement of the price of raw cotton, together
with advances in quotations for wheat and Hour
and wool. Sudden changes in the weather affect-
inga wide expanse of territory have made general
trade irregular, but reports from

1

those sections
unfavorably affected are Inpart offset by the stim-
ulation of demand for:certain, articles in other
parts of the country. The Improved demand for
tun continues a feature of the money market at
Boston., New York. Chicago, St: l.ouis and .at
minor centers. Inquiry among bankers .at the
cities referred toreveals abetter demand from all
classes of mercantile* bor owers.

Speculation in the New York stock market this

week has been absolutely professional. There has
been a stronger tone, with demonstrations of
strength in industrials led by distillers and the
anthracite railroad shares under the influence of
iteading. General business at the South has shown
improvement at Memphis, Nashville, Atlanta and
Birmingham; demand for funds there is improv-
ing and all that appears needed is a fre&r move-
ment of cotton. On the Pacific Coast Seattle con-
tinues to ship general merchandise to Central
America and to Alaska freely, and Tacoma re-
ports the wholesale grocery business heavier than
in 1894. with the .Alaska trade improving. Gen-
eral business at San Francisco is comparatively
quiet. The canned fruit output of California will
be about equal to that of last year.

Wheat exports from both coasts of the United
S.atesand from Montreal this week (wheat flour
as wheat) are the largest since Ipbi March—3,lsl,-
--000 bushels, against 2,638,000 bushels iast week,
2,562,000 bushels in the week a year ago, and as
compared with 3,189,000 bushels two years ago
and with 4,017,000 bushels three year3ago.

There were 9299 mercantile failures in the
United Stutes during the past nine months, only
48 more than in the like portion of last year,
which coincidence is paralleled by the total
amounts of assets and liabilities of failing traders
this year, being substantially the same as la the
like period a year ago.
