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Mayor Davie, Supported by

Bankers, Creates a
Surprise.

OUTRAM'S MYSTEBIOUS ACT.

Fabbi Frledlander Believes Hebrew
Women Should Have Greater

Freedom.
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The presence of bankers at last night's
Council meeting to assist in trying to con-
vince the Solid Seven that Mayor Davie is
right in persisting that the city govern-
ment can be conducted on a dollar tax levy
was a surprise. Itdid not help the effort
of the Mayor, but it liirfcause many people
to look for the man in the woodpile. They
thought they had found it inthe fact that
there were so many million dollars' worth
of property held n> Heritages by the banks
that tl c diff< r<ace of taxation between $1
and $1 18 was worth a struggle to save.
Hut the Mayor was elected on a Fopulist
platform, pure and simple. He was not
indorsed by a single party outside his own,
rinr evt-n by a piece club, and consequently
the appearance of bankers to aid him was
Fomcwhat of a revelation.

Although it is not rca.-onable to suppose
that Davie invited the bankers to be. they wt-re there, and they pleaded
with the Council to adopt the Mayor's

figure. This is enough for the average
Oakland politician who cares little for tne
merits ot a case so long as he use the sur-
face of!t to heJp his argument. Saturday
night therefore marks an epoch

—
whatever

that is- in the political career of John L.
Davie.

J<ow that the ordinance is finally passed
by the Council the fate of the levy is in the
hands of the Mayor and as was stated in
this paper three weeks ago, it will be
vetoed, and unless there be a falling down
of some member of the Solid Four the veto
cannot be passed over. Itis not likely that
there will be yielding on either side, for
although only a creek separated the fac-
tions a week ago, the heated arguments
that have intervened since have created a
breach wide as an ocean. This being so,
the Mayor at present has the whip band.
"Ishall stand firm,"he has said. "There

is no merit in this antagonistic attitude of
the Council and they willbe forced to ac-
cept my ligurej. They can do nothing
else, as they cannot pas« anything over my
veto. The whole buvness is political clap-
trap. The Finance Committee started to
fix the tax levy in secret session. Who
ever heard of such a thing outside of Oak-
land? md they have been playing poli-
tics for over a month. Ihave employed
an expert and we have gone over the re-
ports and the requirements, and Iam con-
vinced that the city can be run satisfactor-
ilyon a |1levy."

It is very evident that the Board of
Work?, as at present constituted, is a fail-
ure. Itis impossible for the three mem-
bers to satisfactorily perform their duties,
and proof of this was given last Wednes-
day. A driver of trie Fire Department re-
fused to accept some oats that had been
tendered by the contractor.

The City Attorney was surrounded by
law booksin his office trying toconstruct a
dozen ordinances without a loophole by
which delinquents could escape. He is a
member of the Boani of Works and con-
eequently responsible that the city's
horses eat good oats only. Into the City
Attorney's office rushed the contractor
with a sample of his oats. He emptied it
on the attorney's desk with the exclama-
tion, "Ain'tthem good oats?" The law-
yer looked at the grain carefully and said
itwas not. Then the contractor rushed
into the Mayor's office with the same
query.

"They're delicious oats," said the Mayor,
eating a few. Then the contractor and
the Mayor walked down to the City At-
torney's office and together they inspected
the oats, but decided to snbmit the mighty
matter of oats to the City Engineer, who
was inspecting a sewer miles away.

The Board of Works has to carry out all
the work authorized by the Council. This
necessitates them giving the whole of their
time to the office. At present each fillsan
important city office ana besides each has
a private practice, and the city's work is
left to the ravages of contractors and po-
litical manipulators.

The withdrawal of the powerful support
of the First Presbyterian Church from the
Alameda County Christian Endeavor
Union is a crisis in the history of the En-
deavor movement. During the last county
campaign the indorsing of a special ticket
by the Endeavorers was the cause of much
comment. The organized effort made
against the Republican candidate for
Sheriff ended in a suit for libel against E.
A. Sherman, president of the County
Christian Endeavor Union. The case was
dismissed ona technical defense, but every-
body would have preferred to see Sherman
winon the meritß of the case rather than
t«ke advantage of a technicality.

This truckling to politics injured the
work by surrounding the efforts of its most
active members with suspicion, and Dr.
Coyle declared most positively against the
Kndeavorers making any Buch campaigns.
He is anxious that all ministers in charge
ofchurches shall be made ex-officio mem-
bers of the executive committee of the
County Union. Reason certainly is on his
side, as experience has shown that the
young men have not bd far been able to
run the union free of libel suits. His reso-
lution was defeated by a narrow vote, and
he has thrown down the gauntlet by with-
drawing from the union. The outcome
willbe watched withinterest.

Rabbi Friealander is etriEing out boldly

for reforms in the First Hebrew Congrega-
tion. Dr. Friedlander's effort to give
women members of his church the right to
vote at the election of officers cannot help
but be popular. "Ican see no reason why
women should be members of the church
and should not be permiffed to have a
voice in the election of their officers," he
said. "Women are educated to-day us
never before— let them therefore have priv-
ileges. Ifa single woman is a member of
our church and pays an annual subscrip-
tion she cannot vote,and that isnot right."

Mr.Morehouse, the State Equalizer and
banker of San Leandro, must have been
greatly shocked Saturday morning when
he learned that Judge Ellsworth had de-
cided that Morehouse could not do exactly
as he pleased. Mr. Morehouse has said,
when seeking election, that he always
votes the straight Republican ticket, and
fo he must have voted forJudge Ellsworth.
For years Mr. Morehouse has been on the
State Board. A year ago the Alameda
County Supervisors needed an extension
of time to fixsome assessments. The life
of the local board expired that night. Mr.
Morehouse, while in Sacramento, did the
needed thing; he got a majority of the
board, at least it is presumed he did, and
they granted the extension, and at 8
o'clock Clerk Crane read a telegraphic ex-
tension at the adjourned meeting of the
board. This year it was Dalton, not
Leckie, who has been elected to make
honest assessments, and unless the Su-
preme Court reverses Judge Ellsworth,
which is not likely, Mr. Morehouse will
have to take his medicine like a little gen-
tleman. Sti art W. Booth.

Grand Master Grand Enoampment.

United States. Sir Knight Thomas Is a Ken-
tuckian, six feet tall and weighs 200 pounds.
He is considered one of the best Masonic jur-
ists in the UnitedStates.

Foresters of Amerioa.
At the recent session of the Supreme Court

the entire general laws were revised and codi-
fied under five separate headings as follows:
First, "Constitution of Supreme Court"; sec-
ond, "By-laws of the Supreme Court"; third,
"General Laws of the Order"; fourth, "Consti-
tution of Grand Courts"; fifth,"Constitutionof Subordinate Court*."

Among the changes in the laws are the fol-
lowing:

The supreme trustees have be«!i made officers of
the Supreme Court. The sessions of the Supreme
Court will In the future convene on the fourthTuesday inAugust instead of the second Tuesday
InHeptember. The financial secretary must furn-
ish a certificate as to the s°andlng of the membersof his court \\hen requested to do so oy the secre-tary of any of the recognized branches of the
order. Representatives to the Supreme Court canbe elected only at the session of the Grand CourtImmediately preceilng the Supreme Court ses-sion. The traveling password has bren abolishedand inits stead a --test." word has been substituted.
The same will be changed annually. The su-preme chief ranger Is authorized to appointdeputies in States and Territories where thn
order does not exist for the purpose of
organizing courts. Three' copies of the serai-
annual reports of the supreme oiUcc-rs will here-
after be furnished to each subordinate court. Thesupreme secretary willhereafter rwldc inthesamecityand town as tho supreme chief ranker, and tor
the coming two years his office will oe InLowell,
Mass. An advisory committee consisting of thesupreme cnief ranger, supreme st-oretary and
snpr?me treasurer has been established. 1he dutiesof this committee will be principally to attend tothe purchasing of supplies and contract for and
supervise the printing. Three additional commit-tees In the Supreme Court have been established,viz.: Appeals and grievances, rules of order, press.
T he laws of the order are superior to the ritualand
take precedence over same. All changes In the
laws willgo into effect on December 1next.

Amendments spvuflcally deflniiiK whata finan-cial member and a member In good stand-ing Is were adopted. Hocial membership wasestablished, and to this class only thosewho are unable to jass the necessary
medical examination or those who are over 60years of age willb« eligible. Honorary member-
ships can no longer be conferred on outsiders. The
California Bystem of appeals from ono tribunal to
anocher was adopted with slight modifications.The deputy supreme chief rao*«r in tirand Courtjurisdictions has been clothed with appellate
powers, and in future all appeals from' Grand
courts must flint be passed upon by lilnibefore thesupreme chief ranger willdecide upon them. The
laws governlog arbitration have been entirely re-modeied and made more explicit, in all casesthere willbe a trial commltt-ee from which one ap-
peal may be taken, the verdict of tho appellate
committee being In all cases final. Juris-diction inallcharges is given to the grand arbltra-'
tloncommittee, except those which are specifically
referred to either the supreme or subordinate arbi-tration committee. Any past chief ranger willbeeligible to serve either on the supreme or grand
arbitration committee. All charges must be pre-
ferred withinsix months after the alleged offense
has become known to tho complainant. The pre-
sidingofficer of an arbitration committee shall de-
cide as to the validityof objections in challenging
a member of the committee. Moneys deposited
withcharges willnot be returned until the appel-
late committee has pasted upon and finallyde-
cided Hid case.

Subordinate courts may advance two weeks bene-
fits toholders of traveling cards, the Supreme or
Grand, Court becoming responsible for the amountId the event that the subordinate court issuing
same does notreimburse the court which advanced
the moneys. Members Joining another court by
clearance willbe required to pay dues in the court
last joined from the date of the c'earance. A sys-
tem of "transfer" cards was established whereby
members of one cjiim may join another for a
nominal fee. Grand courts are permitted lochange
laws so as to permit of the electiou of officers
taking place on the first meetings inJune nnd De-
cember instead of iln-las! merlins:, as Is the case
at present. All bonds of officers in subordinate
courts will hereafter be placed in the custody of
the chief ranger of the court.

The endowment fund in connection with the
order was practically abolished, as no more new
members will be received. Those now inthe funa
willbe taken care of by the Supreme Conrt, and
should the rate of assessments Invogue be not suf-
ticient to meet the liabilities, then the advlsory
conimltt re isauthorized to levya special per capita
tax of 4cents per annum, and which amounts can
onlyb« used to assiit in defraying claims against
the former endowment fund. At the Supreme
Court meeting the endowment fund was square,
there being no outstanding claims at the time.
