
BARNABEE GIVES ADVICE.
The Famous Bostonian Singer

Tells of His Early Ex-

periences.

SUGGESTIONS TO BEGINNERS.

Circumstances Which Gave to

Light Opera One of Its
Brightest Men.

Henry Clay Barnabee of the Bostonians
talks entertainingly of the stage and his
experiences in opera. "You see," said he
yesterday, "it's largely luck. Idon't pre-

tend to say that you can depend upon luck
to bring you through, if you are lucky, or
that you are right in throwing up the
sponge if you are unlucky, but chance is
responsible for a good many successes or
failures. For my own part Iwould not

have been, in all probability, on the stage

to-day but for an accident. Idon't care to
dwell on this point lest facetiously in-

clined persons may feel themselves moved
to lament, even at this late day, the acci-
dent.
"Iwas a care-free young gentleman of

business instincts in Boston, with an ac-
quaintance embracing several members of

the Mercantile Library Association. An
entertainment by this society was afoot,
the piece being 'The Scholar of Hen
Khorat,' and Harry Parsons was cast in
one ofthe important roles. A few days
before tlie date of the performance Mr.
Parsons fell ill,and I,being fair game
from the standpoint of the management,
was taken in tow to play the part. I
played it, and thenceforward mercantile
paths were no more for me. Ihad had
grease paint on my face, Ihad blinked at
tne footlights, and, yes,Ihad listened to
the intoxicating music of thunders of ap-
plause. Enthusiastic friends told me Iwas
a success, and Ifear Iwas all too willing
to believe them.

"This was in 1865. For a time Idid not
quite catch the driftof my talent and en-
tertained ideas of doing serious work—a
serious proposition, as 1 now realize. But
Isoon gave up this notion, chance having
taken a band inmy affairs a second time.
At a benefit Iwas called upon to play
Tobie Winkle in'All That Glitters IsNotGold,' and later Aminidah Sleek in 'The
Serious Family' and Henry Dove in'Mar-
ried Life.' One after another these parts
clinched the comedy mantle on me. Then
Ihad the honor of doing 'Box and Cox'
with William Warren, and Iturned my
back on the heroes and heavies forever.
"ihad been in numerous church choirs

and was, therefore, something of a singer,
but Ihad no thought of a comic-opera ca-
reer until 1879. Itwas.a happening again. 1

The Boston Theater bad a piece on which!
lagged considerably, and, seeking for a
paying substitute, somebody suggested
that an ideal company be organized to pre-
sent 'Pinafore.' They named Tom Karl,
Myron XV. Whitney, W. H. Fessenden,
Mary Beebe, myself and some other well-
known singers. The suggestion was acted
upon, and presently we were all on
the deck of her Majesty's ship,
and the public was crowding to the
gunwales to hear the tuneful music and to
laugh at the satirical flings at -English
naval usages. Other light operas fol-
lowed and a permanent organization was
effected by Miss Ober. Thus the Boston
Ideals came into being, and with them my
career as a comic opera comedian

—
purely

the result of chance.
"For six years this organization under

Miss Ober's management was one of the
most successful theatrical ventures in
America. During that time Iappeared in
a large number of comedy roles, most
of tiie standard light operas having
found a place inour repertory. When Miss
Ober retired the 'Ideals' continued under
other management for a time. Then Mr.
Karl, Mr. McDonald and myself organ-
ized our present company,

*
-The Bos-

tonians.' At first we presented only the
old and well-known operas, but we soon
concluded to secure new works which
would give us a distinctive repertory.
'Suzette' was one of these and was fol-
lowed by the hrst of De Koven
& Smith's operas, written for us,
'Don Quixote.' We played this fora year, though it was not a strik-
ing success, and in the meantime had the
same authors write for us "Robin Hood."
This piece was first done in Chicago, and
after we had given it a hearing 1knew that
something further had happened— we had
found an American opera worthy to rank
with the best of those of foreign author-
ship; which have survived the test of
time.

"After years of steady playing we find
'Robin Hood's' popularity still unfathom-
able. However, we have added another
He Koven and Smith opera, 'The Knicker-bockers,' to our repertory— a piece which
promises extraordinarily well—and we
jftive in rehearsal two other new Ameri-
can operas. One of these is located on
the Southwestern frontier, and the other
in Puritan New England. These will
be produced before the close of the
present season. Ihave been nearly thirty
years a stage professional, and have had
in that time considerable experience, but
regarding the method whereby success as
an actor may be achieved, Iconfess Ihave
not gathered much general evidence. I
have noticed, however, that those who
strive earnestly tomake progress in their
art, and who studiously refrain from an-
nexing themselves to the notion that they
are the greatest people in the business
these usually -succeed. May be after all
the best success recipe is: 'Don't cot the
big head.'

!LABOR COUNCIL MEETING.
Unsuccessful Attempt of Shipowners to

Reduce the Scale ofWages— Other
Labor News.

Ameeting of the Labor Council was held
last evening at its rooms on Mission street.
Itwas reported that the shipowners had

endeavored to reduce wages by .$2 50 to
.-;..:imonth. They have failed in their at-
tempt to do so because they could not find
men for the proper equipment of the ves-
sels.

A.. Furuseth discussed the political
declarations of the American Federation
of Labor at Denver, which are:

Compulsory education. Direct legislation,
!through the initiative and the referendum. A
llegal workday of not more than eight hours.

\u25a0 Sanitary inspection of workshop, mine and
:home. "Liability of employers for injury to
health, body or life. The abolition of contract
system in all public work. The abolition of the
sweating system. The municipal ownership of
streetcars, water works and gas and electric
plants for publicdistribution of light,heat and
power. The nationalization of telegraphs,
telephones, railroads and mines. The aboli-
tion of the monopoly system of land-holding,
and substituting therefor a title of occupancy
and use only. The repeal ofall conspiracy and
penal laws, affecting seamen and other work-
men, incorporated in the Federal and State
laws of the United States. The abolition of the
monopoly privilege of issuing money and sub-
stituting therefor a system of direct issuance to
and by the people.

C. W. Dunn discussed .at length meas-
ures which have been taken in the cause of
labor, especially in reference to the send-
ing of delegates. He declared that he was
in favor of tie exchange of money being
issued by the Government to the public
without the intermediaiy of National
banks.

W. McArthur said that some of the
speakers had advocated going into poli-
tics. He had once been of the same opin-
ion. Now he Knew better. He based his
altered opinion upon what he construed
to be the proper sphere of trades unions.•—

Account of a Partnership.

B.G. Lathrop, a retired mining man,
has begun suit against Alvinza Hayward
for $307,000 damages, alleging that in 1875
he was defrauded by Hayward in a mining
venture. Lathrop and Hayward, accord-
ing to the complaint, were partners,
I.aihrop selling tiie latter __'s,OGO shares in
the Dry Creek Mine and Pluming Com-
pany in Shasta County, retaining 000.

Hayward, it is alleged, thus got control
of the property and assumed the presi-
dency ofthe com pany, succeeding Lathrop.

At the end of three months Lathron was
assessed for $143,000. He decided to sell
out and Hayward bought up the property
at a ligure sufficient to cover the assess-
