money. This means, of course, that we
have not paid any interest to bankers on
their money, having used no coin.

Summer weather and good-siz»d fields
drew an enthusiastic crowd of raccgoars to
the track yesterday. Two of tha favorites
won for them, but on the other threa
events they went sadly astray. Ttn book-
makers chalked up odds in the betting
ring and in the intervals that they were
not busy mopping their perspirinj brows
handled a deal of coin, much of which
they kept. The presence ot Judge Burke
in the stand, for whom the jockeys have
great respect, has evidently worked a bene-
ficial change in tho racing, for it is sur-
prising what speed soms of the "dead
ones" show in their races.

WON THEIE FIGHT.
Protest of the Wholesale Butchers

Before tho BuperTUors.

Jefferson James and other wholesale
butchers protested to the Health and Po-
lice Committee of the Board of Supervisors
yesterday against the proposed amend-
ment to confiscate the carcasses of cattle
that di« in transit to Batchartown.

They argued that itwould be unjust to
the owners, because evtry carcass was
worth $8. H« Mid reputable butchers did
not sell unwholesome meat, and that it
wouid be »n easr matter for the Health
Inspectors to prevent the sale of the car-
cass of au animal that died in transit. Mr.
James said it would be necessary for the
inspectors only to exercise a little more
care and vigilance. As soon as the dead

Ianimal arrived the inspector at South Ban
Francisco could be notified by the one that
discovered tha carcass. and itwould then
be easy to prevent the meal from being put
upon the market.

Health Inspector Lovelace urged that
the amendment be adopted in order to in-
sure every protection to meat-consumers.

Chairman Benjamin of the committee-
advised the Health Officer to call the at-
tention of the police to The fact that they
were ei-officio health inspectors, and re-
quest them to assist the llealth Depart-
ment to prevent the sale ai cattle that had
not been properly butchered.

The committoe of wholesale butchers
went away very well satisfiea with their
wori£.

ISABELLA BUTCHER'S SUIT
After Many Years' Absence

She Secures Half Her
Father's Estate.

Opposing Attorneys Claimed
That She Was Not a

Legal Heir.

The suit of Isabella Butcher against
A.nne Maclcin as executrix of the estate of
Bridget Wilkinson for the recovery of an
estate valued at $10,000 settled by Judge
Hebbard a, few days ago was one of the'

most remarkable of its kind ever held in
the San Francisco courts.

A strange story, involvinga seven-year-
old srirl who left home with friends of her
father over thirty years ago and was not
again seen by him duringhis life, although
he *earch«d the country for years, iiona
of the peculiar coincidences which, were
brought to light.

Thomas Wilkinson, who is the father of
the plaintiff, for a number of years lived
at lowa Hill,in this State, and in1852 was
married to a widow, who bad a daughter,
now Sister Vibiaua, in a convent in this
City.

Sister Vibiana for over twenty years was
next in authority to Sister Superior Fred-
erica at Virginia City, Nev., and was
tho»£ht, to be one of the most beautiful
women on the coast at that time.

By his wife Wilkinson had a child, which
he named Isabella, but when this child
was 4 years of age her mothsr died. Wil-
kinson brought the children to this City
and placed them in a convent, which
stood at that time near the »pot on which
th« Palace Hotol is now located.

In1562 Wilkinson married a Miss Macken
and took hii own child, Isabvlla, from the
convent, intending that she should hare a
mother's car*.

Th» stepmother, however, did not take
to the child, and aha was sant to some
fmnds for tht purpose of letting them
roar her, but they left the country a short
time after with th« child, and a thorough
search failed to reveal their whereabouts.

Atthe age of 15 yean Inabfllla married
a Mr. Butcher, and after her eventful
life failed to remember either her father or
her sister, who still remained in the con-
vent.

Wilkinson died in 1887. and prior to his
death he caused a deed of gift to be made,
giving his property onGoldtn Gate avenue
in this City to his wife, but placing the
condition on the gift that when she felt
that death was about to claim her ehe
would make a deed to the properly in
favor of his daughter, that is, if th^girl
could be found, and if not, the property
was to be deeded to Malcolm Thomson, a
tried friend of the family.

A short time prior to her death, which
occurred in 1892, Mrs. Wilkinson, tired of
the search for her stepdaughter and made
a willin favor of Thomson, conveying the
property in trust for Isabella, but after-
ward, under the influence of relatives, re-
voked that willand made one in favor of
her relatives.

Sister Vibiana then advertised for her
sister through the columns of San Fran-
cisco papers, and a copy of one of the
papers reached Isabella" at Windsor, So-
noma County, where she was residing.

Mrs. Butcher immediately came to this
City, and with the assistance of Sister
Vibiana located Thomson, but as she had
no money she experienced some difficulty
in finding an attorney who would take the
case without a cash fee.

Attorney James A. Stephens finally took
the case, and proceedings were commenced
before Judge Hebbard July 14, 1895.

The case of the plaintiff was contested
on the ground that she was not the daugh-
ter of Thomas Wilkinson, and considera-
ble difficulty was experienced in obtaining
witnesses who could establish her identity,
but this was finally overoome after much
troubl* and expense.

After Judge Hebbard had decided that
she was the daughter of Wilkinson be-
yond a doubt the defendant's attorney
protested that the contest was made on
the proposition that the deed was not a
deed of trust but an absolute deed, and
that the parole «Tidence could not be ad-
mitted to prove that a deed which was ab-
solute on itiface was in reality a deed of
trust.

The oase was tried October 10, and the
court decided that the dead was one of
trust and the property community prop-
erty, consequently the daughter was enti-
tled to one-half of the property and the
wife to the other half.

A decree was entered in accordance with
these iindings.

Wants His Partner Arrested.
Up to a few days ago O. A. Wagner and John

F. Lawler were partners in a general peddling
bminess, but now they havo fallen out over a
$20 gold piece. Itappears, according to a com-
plaint sworn to by Wagner yesterday,' that on
Tuesday last he gave Lawler the coin
mentioned above, requesting him to have it
changed. Lawler accepted the mission, but it
also appears that he never came back, hence
the complaint of his partner, and a warrant
lorhis arrest may be issued to-day.
