BTJDD COMES TO OAKLAND.

The Board of Works Unanimously De-
clares Miles Dcody's Position to

Be Vacant.

The merchants of this city are taking i
steps to see if there is not some manner of j
compelling the heads of departments to i
purchase only from those who have con-

tracted to supply tbem. They .have cou-
sulted legal advice and have been assured
that they have pood grounds tobring dam-
age suits for the amount of profit that j
they claim to have lost through not hav-
ing the custom that is given to outside-
parti

Several of these merchants having con- I
tracts called on the Mayor this morning !
and reminded! him of the fact that they !
had put up certified checks as bonds with
the city for supplying goods for the com-
ing year at contract prices. They ask if

. there La no way of compelling the city to
also observe the contract. They have been
advised that unless therei3an express pro- j
vision to the contrary, itis legally incum-
bent on the city to purchase from the mer- ;
chants with whom its contracts are made. ;

The Mayor was also reminded of the pro- i
vision in the charter that says itis his duty
to see that all contracts with the city are
faithfully executed. The gas company
has a bond up of $20,000 to carry out the
terms on its contract. The mariner in
which the tax levy was apportioned by the
Council after leaving the hands of the
Mayor does not leave a sufficient sum by
$25,000 to enable the city to pay for light-
ing already contracted for for the ensuing
year.

"The matter is a very simple one," said
the Mayor, "and is purely one of equity.
The Board of Education authorized the
Board of Works to let contracts for all sup-
.plies during the coming year. We did so,
and the contracts have been disregarded,
after being let to the lowest responsible
bidder according to law. Ihad advised
the merchants who called upon me that
they have a right to demand that their
contracts be fulfilled. So long as Ihave
the power Ishall refuse to pass any
requisition that is not drawn up with the
firmhaving the contract."

BI'DD IN OAKLAND.

The Governor Makes a Flying Visit to
the Blind Hume.

Governor Budd paid a flying visit to
Oakland this morning, his purpose being
to make an inspection of the Home of the
Adult Blind and the workings of that in-
stitution. Superintendent Sanders had
received no intimation of the Governor's
call, and was. completely taken by sur-
prise.

Governor Budd was accompanied by :
Colonel James ?f Stockton as. a member of
the Governor's staff. . As they were driv-
ing out to the home in a carriage the !
party passed Superintendent Sanders, who

'
had just left for a trip across the bay.
The Governor had never met Mr. Sanders,
but suspected that he was the man that
he passed, and so he sent his carriage
back to bring the blind superintendent to
his home. The Governor stated that he
had called to take a look at the home so as
to inform himself by personal knowledge
of its interior working.

He inspected every corner of the institu-
tion and also looked at the accounts and
the contract for supplies. He remarked
that the board of directors of the home ,
obtained them cheaper than several other !
institutions. He spent about two hours
and a half at the home and conversed
with many of the inmates, and expressed
himself as generally pleased with the state !
of affairs. He refused an invitation to
dine at the home and drove straight back
to San Francisco without stopping inOak- ;

land.
Died on the Train.

When the Southern overland arrived at
the pier at noon a dead Chinaman was on
board. He was one of four who were mak-
ing the tup from Fresno. When the tra'n
arrived at the mole his three companions j
dragged the dead body af their comrade I
out of the car and threw it alongside the
car repairer's office.

The body was "taken to the
Morgue and itwas 'found that death might
have been caused by an internal hem-
orrhage, but it is also suspected that his
fellow-travelers might had something to
do withhis death.

Taxes Come Slowly In.

Alameda's School Board Intro-

duces a Health Reso-
lution.

A Flower Thief With a Sack Full of
Roses and Chrysanthemums

Is Punished.

ALAMEDA, Cal., Nov. 6.—From com-
nif-nts made by members of the Board of
Education last evening it was evident that
they were disappointed with the ouarters
assigned to them in the City Hall. There
were only three members present, but
Chairman Tisdale stated that the City
Trustees had milled them from pillar to
;post at their Treasure without consulting
them. Tiie chairman further stated that
if tiie Trustees could not provide them
with more suitable rooms they would re-
main in their present quarters in the Post-
office block. Matters were adjusted this

!morning by the Committee on Public
Buildings assigning new rooms to the
Board of Education.

They are to have three rooms on the
southeast corner of the second floor, and
Chairman Tisdale to-day expressed him-
self as well satisfied with the new assign-
ment.

The following amendment to the rules
of the board was introduced last evening
and will lie over until the next meeting
for adoption:

Sec. 47. Daily Inquiry Among Pupils—lt
shall be the duty oi teachers, and they are
hereby required to inquire daily in their
respective classes it there isany sickness at the
homes oi their pupils. Pupils reporting Mck-

\u25a0 home s-nall be sent to the principal,
who shall asct-rtaiii the nature of the same.
Should the sickness be smallpox, diptheria,
typhus or typhoid fever, measles or scarlet
fever, the principal shall exclude the pupils
from school. Principals shall also exclude
from school pupils affected with any offensivedisease, whoopingcough, mumps, chicken-pox,
pulmonary tuberculosis or any of the con-
tagious diseases enumerated above.

The mimes and addrcs.-es of all pupils ex-
cluded fpun school under this rule shall beimmediately reported by the principals to tht
superintendent, who shall furnish the Health
Officer with a copy of the same; and no pupil
thus excluded shall be reinstated until a per-
mit from the Health Officer is presented to the
principal.

I'.uena Vista Avenne Extension.
The lUiena Vista avenue extension pro-

ceedings willprobably be carried out with-
out a contest. William Giselman visited
Alameda this afternoon as the agent of W.
A. Piper, who is one of the largest owners,
and willpay his assessments. He willen-
deavor to offset tiie benefits with damages,
so that useless trouble . and annoyance
may be avoided. The total assessments
for the improvement is $9870 38, nearly allof which is returned to whom is itlevied
against for land taken. The assessment
willbecome delinquent on the 21st inst.One of the principal reasons why hedesires the offset made, if possible "is to
avoid the danger of having his property
tied up for a long time incase there are
others who decide to contest. This de-
ciMun willbe hailed with considerable sat-
isfaction by others interested. Some of
the payments have already been made and
itis believed that the whole matter willbe
amicably adjusted when it is learned thatone of the heaviest owners willsettie with-
out a protest.

Mrs. Susan B. Cheek has accepted the
presidency of the West Oakland Manse
Association from Rev. Fritz Hinckley.
The progress of the manse, which is
founded upon the same principles as the
Hull House at Chicago, has been watched
with great interest by philanthropists in
this city. It has just concluded the first
year of its existence, and, according to the
report of those who have guided it
through this experimental period, it has
been a marked success.

Mr. Hinckley commenced this work

connection with his pastorate of the Sec-
ond Congregational Church, and has given
a large amount of his time toward develop-
ing it. He has shown much energy and
enthusiasm, and at the end of the pioneer

year of its existence he has been able to
hand it over entirely free of debt to the
new management.

Mrs. S. B. Cheek has accepted the work
of president and Mrs. J. N. Haven as act-
ing treasurer. Mrs. Ida H. Gorrill, a mem-
ber of the executive council of the Manse
Association, has tendered the manse a lot
000 feet frontage at the corner of Eighth
and Pine streets, one block from the main
buiidintr, to be used for building purposes
or for a children's playground, or to be
rented for the benefit of the manse.

The manse partakes of the nature of a
club and an educational institution, and
the details of its workings were recently
told in The Call. Ithas proved very pop-
ular under the somewhat contracted pol-
icy of the past year, and now that it is
firmlyestablished and placed in the hands
of those who have the necessary time to
give to it,itis expected that its popularity
willgreatly increase The inhabitants in
the locality in which it is situated are en-
tirely composed of the working class, and
itis among these that the principles of the
institution can be best taught and prop-
erly appreciated.

A lady mCmt/er of the council will soon
leave for the East for the purpose of study-
ing the settlement work in large c.ties.
She will visit many institutions of the
kind, and will endeavor to secure a capa-
ble and experienced head president.
The settlement is entirely undenomina-
tional, and opens its doors also to those
who have no connection with any church.

Miss M.E. B. Norton at present residing
at the manse, is acting secretary, and
has assumed all financial responsibility
until the opening of the new year. Atthat
time it is expected that the "manse settle-
ment willbe perfected inall its practical
details, when itwill enter upon many new
branches of work.

TRIED THE WRONG PLANS
An Interesting Discovery Made by

Superintendent McCly-
mond.

The Expert Who Condemned the Grant
School Had the Third Ward

Specifications.

Asensational discovery was made to-day
by Superintendent McClymonds of the.
School Department. The report of the
Mayor's expert on the new Grant School
was sent to the Superintendent for verifi-
cation. He was not long in finding out
that the expert had taken the wrong plans
entirely and had not been able, naturally,
to make them fitthe Grant School.
"Icould not see," said Mr. McClymonds

to-nignt, "how it was possible for such
glaring errors to be made in the construc-
tion of any public building. Oti compar-
ingExpert Hopkiss' report witn the speci-
fications of the Grant School 1at once saw
that he was at fault. He plainly states
that the attic joists are just one-half the
size they should be. but on measuring

them and comparing them with the speci-
fications Ifound that they were absolutely
correct. Ithen turned around for some-
thing to fit the case, and after going
through several specifications Idiscovered
that the expert had taken all his ideas
from the plans of the Third Ward School
and had never seen those of the Grant
School. The Grant School plans were
locked uo in the safe of the Board of
Works all the time the investigation wasbeing made.

"By this discovery everything is ex-
plained. The Third Ward School is a big
building of fourteen class-rooms, while the
Grant School is a comparatively small
building of five class-rooms only. It
naturally follows that the plans of the
big school could not be made to fit the
construction of the little school. And this
is the truthful statement of the 'latest
school scandal.'

A SLIGHT CONCESSION.
The Market-Street Company Will Run

Twenty-Minute Morning and Even-
ing Cars Along Carl Street.

The Market-street Railway Company re-
lented somewhat in its treatment of the
Ashbury Heights people and then its com-
passion works shut down. But the patrons
of the road along Carl street gained ten
minutes on the car interval-, and from
•3:10 to 9:40 A. M. the car runs every twenty
minutes instead of thirty as before. From
5 to 11:40 r. m. it accommodates the prop-
erty-owners along the track with the same
service.

He says the Eastern press seemed
to make an especial target of the Baldwin
horses, and he could no longer afford to stay in
the millionaire s employ. Rey del Carreras ran
consistently, Trainer Hildretn states, but that
Rey el Santa Anita is a peculiar horse and is
not to be relied upon. The stake race that
caused the recent scandal can be attributed,
the trainer states, to greed. Uey del Carreras
had been turned over to Richard Croker and
inthe stake carried that gentleman's colors.
Rey el Santa Anita was not quite fit,but Mr.
Baldwin thought to start him, relying upon
his highclass to pull the race out of the coals.
Ho was beaten, and the Eastern turf writers
hurled all sorts of epithets at the stable, over-
looking inthe interim many peculiar runs of
other horses. As long as he was in the employ
of Mr. Baldwin his ex-trainer says ho never
heard a dishonorable suggestion hinted at by
his employer.

The muddy, sticky going plays havoc
with form, and the "dope" books willhave
to be discarded for a few days. In their
search for mud-horses the talent were par-
tially successful yesterday. Of the favor-
ites, four out of the six finished in front.
The books were hard hit in the last race,
the crowd backing Montana offthe boards,
and he won galloping.

The first race at rive furlongs for maidens
was taken by the 13 to 10 favorite, Nic
Nac, who waited on Artemus until the
stretch was reached, when he drew away
and won easily by half a length. Canvas-
back, a 4 to1shot, was a fair third.

Zeta was made a 11 to 5choice for the
next race, at five and a half furlongs, but
getting away from the post none too well
when the nag fell was unable to get to the
front in time to get a piece of the coiri.
Encino at fours in the betting led ail the
way,winning easily by six lengths. Jack
Atkins, Last Chance and Scimitar finished
in a line, noses apart, in the order named.

The Fame stakes, one mile and six lur-
longs, was in the nature of a walkover forI
FlirtiJla, for her only opponent was Roga-
tion. The bookmakers laid Ito7 against
the mare and it was a long price, for she
beat the gelding nearly an eighth of a mile
pulled to a walk. Time, 3:20.

The even money laid against Three
Forks winning the fourth race, a five and
a half furlong run with light welter-
weights up. was just like shooting the
chutes. He and Johnny Payne raced head j
and head to the stretch, where he drew
away and won by three lengths. AbiP
had pipnty of reserve speed at the end and
beat Johnny Payne half a length for the
place.

The California stable's mudlark Realiza-
tion is getting allkinds of mud kicked in
his face this winter. He started a 7 to 10
favorite in the five and a half furlong
handicap, and after turning into the
stretch with a comfortable lead of two
lengths was raced offhis feet by Mainstay,
the second choice, and beaten out handily
by three parts of a length in l:10£. Lady
Gray was a distant third.

Backed down from threes to 7 to 5, Mon-
tana scampered through the mud in the
last race, over a mile, and won hands
down, four lengths before Mamie Scott,
who opened a 7 to 5 favorite, and went
back in the betting to 2% to 1. The win-
ner's time was 1:45.
