If he were a broken realty man,
Oakianders would say that he was talking
for the sake of seeing his name in print.
But this is: not the case, forF. M. Smith is
not a man who seeks notoriety. He avoids

there be a purpose to serve in
permitting himself to be subjected to it.
Undoubtedly then the prominence given
F, V Smith ana his schemes during the

:uroe years have been for some pur-
The purpose is Mr. Smith's secret.

In the spring of 1893 F. M. Smith or-
ganized the Oakland Terminal Company
witha capital of several millions. Its ob-
ject was to purchase property, build
wharves and do anything that would be
necessary to make this city the terminus
of an overland railroad. A tine pier was
commenced at Emeryville that was to be
a part of a competing ferry system to San
Francisco.

The pier was run out for about a mile,
and then F. M. Smith went Ea3t. Before
going, he stated that he would let the con-
tracts for some large ferry-boats that
would run from Emeryville pier to San
Francisco, and on this side would run in
connection with the Berkeley electric road.
Mr.Smith went East, work on the pier
ceased and has never been recommenced,
and nothing has been seen of the ferry-
boats. At the same time Mr. Smith's
company bonded large tracts of land near
Emeryville, and took an option on the
little California and Nevada narrow-gauge

This was to be made standard gauge
and extended, but within the past few

the option has expired, and it has
neither widened nor extended.

Event? during the past week have made
\u25a0 the fact that Mr.Smith owns a con-

trolling interest in the Twelfth -
street

electric road from Berkeley to "West Oak-
land. This is somewhat strange, as Mr.
Smith also controls a parallel road to
"West Oakland and Eighteenth street and
another on Sixteenth street. He now con-
trol^ the whole of the west half of town,
having three electric roads paralleled, and
just four blocks between each.

That F. M. Smith intends that Oakland
shall be his home is proved by the fact
that he has just built a mansion on hisEast Oakland property at a cost not less
than half a million dollars, including the
furniture, but what is his purpose regard-
ing the Emeryville ferry project, is what j
thousands of people wouJd like to know. ;
•Jt has been stated that the scheme to i
hii'ke a terminus at Emeryville was a i
Southern Pacific plan for the purpose of !
beading off a possible opposition. Since;
that time the water front has been de- j
elared the property of the City, and. if the

'
Emeryville scheme was not undertaken in
good faith, there is now no need for such
a subterfuge, as a landing can be obtained
anywhere. In the meantime the well-
built and broad pier is used solely by
fishermen, and during the week the borax
magnates lawyer has been called to join
his chief in Europe. Everybody would
like to know what willbe the outcome of
all these enterprises

—
but that i3 Mr.

Smith's secret, and Mr.Smith never gives
away secrets except to serve «ome purpose.

The ladies of the Ebell Society have
undertaken one of the most laudable tasks
in which California women could interest
themselves. They have undertaken to
teach California women that California
produces nearly everything that is im-
ported, and that if the State is to prosper
the women must be patriotic enough to
csk for home-made goods. Last Friday's
meeting was a good start, and there is no
doubt that all those who were there know
much more, even after one such gathering,
than they knew before. "What was even
more noticable than the amount of in-
formation gathered on California manu-
factures by the ladies was the zeal and
earnestness shown by the Ebell Society.
After seeing so many projects die in Oak-
land of lukewarmness and apathy it is
truly refreshing to note how thoroughly
the ladies entered into the practical work
of their scheme. They not only referred
to the specific goods that were imported,
but they had taken the trouble to visit the
California factories to compare prices and
qualities, and bad interested the manu-
facturers to such un extent that numerous
samples of California goods were on ex-
hibition and freely distributed. Many had
made practical tests of the imported" and
home-made product and spoke from ex-
perience.

When the invitations to the gathering
were sent out it was thought that the
ladies bad stepped outside their sphere.
Society women were not supposed to know
much about candles, stoves, prunes, whale-
bones and a hundred other domestic com-
modities, and a diversion of topics so prac-
tical itwas thought would fall flat. But
the croakers croaked too soon, and the
ladies merit the most sincere cougratula-
tions on their success. If thi3 is the
species ofnew woman that is to be devel-
oped in Oakland the California manu-
facturers Bhould pray for the day when
every other city in the State shall follow
her example.

The Board of Health is on trial this
week for the second time. Its members
have stated that if a more healthy City
Prison be not at once provided they will
placard the tanks as being unfit for habi-
tation, and this willat once give nil the
prisoners grounds for damage suits against
the people whose peace and dignity they
have offended. Oakland's City Prison is a
pestilential hole in the ground and the
fact that Jailer Swain has survived so long
is due to his experience as a young man on
a whaler. A few months ago the prison
air was a little more noisome' than usual,
and an investigation showed that a scwer-
pipe had burst and a cesspool formed un-
der the jail. It was remedied, and the
Health Board did some threatening about
placarding, but no improvement was
made. The present City Hall was built
many years ago and the prison is in the
basement, half in the earth.
It is a veritable dungeon, and there is

fonie curiosity to see what the Board of
Health willdo. Two months ago tue same
Board of Health told the Council that it
must build a garbage crematory and pro-
hibited the dumping of garbage within the
city limits. A temporary arrangement was
made and the garbage is now beint» taken
out on cars and dumped somewhere in
Contra Costa County. Should the city be
enjoined fromcarrying'its garbage intoan- j
other county, the protest of the Board of j
Health will be where it was three mouths !

i Seven months' labor gave him $1000.

REV. BOVARD'S ADDRESS.
He Says That Men Who Love

Their Country Are Needed
To-Day.

Patriotic Words Spoken at Metropoli-
tan Temple to an Enthusiastic

Audience.

Addresses were delivered yesterday after-
noon at the Metropolitan Temple by W.
S. Bovard, D.D.. pastor of Trinity M. E.
Church, and by J. M.GJass of Pasadena.

The following programme was rendered:
Organ voluntary, Harry Schuette ;opening oi

meeting, H. \V.Quitzow.chairman; "America,"
rhnral Society and audience: prayer, Rev. C. A.

-, vocal solo, "Dearest Mother, Do Not

cored): prelude, J. SI. Glass of Pasadena; '•Co-lumbia," Choral Society; organ solo;address by
\V.8. Bovard, D.D.;"Hail Columbia," Choral
Society and audience.

J. M. Glass in the course of his remarks
created much laughter and applause. He
said in part:

"There are great and tremendous ques-
tions to-day that devolve upon the people
of this Nation. Iam a reformer. Ibe-
lieve in God, Ibelieve in Christ, Ibelieve
in the church: and the church is awak-
ening.

"We say up with the public school, the
church and the home, and down with
everything that seeks to tear them down.
1 am a patriotic fellow and Ican't help it.
Iwas born on the fourth day of July. I
was on the wrong side of the war of 18G1
because Iwas born in Kentucky, but, thankGod, Iam on the right side of'this A.P. A.
movement."

Mr. Bovard addressed the audience on
"The Kindof Citizens the Crisis Demands."
He saiii:

"The pulpitand the press are our Na-
tional watch-towers. The warning has
gone forth for a long time that there is
forming a black cloud over our country.
Itis called 'alienism.' Is there a distinct
feeling of Americanism to combat this
alienism and what manner of citizen is re-
quired to battle this alienism?

"Every historian includes withinhis his-
tory of a nation what is known as the na-
tion's religion. So as we seek to-day this
distinct Americanism we must look to our
religion. The religious instinct Is insepar-
able with our being, and itis the strongest
feeling. It is not whether we will have a
religion, but we willhave what religion?
"Iask,'Have we a National religion?'

Ianswer we most emphatically have. I
ask ifit is organic and Ianswer no. We
have no union of church and state. Our
National religion can only be atmospheric
ana persuasive. There is a religious at-
mosnhe're which we spiritually breathe.

"We have a National motto of religion,
'Every man shall worship God according
to his own conscience.'

"We understand that in this Nation the
spirit of Americunism is the feeling of
reverence to our God and our Nation.
We remember that in our nation there

'
was the recognition from the very first of !
God. The Bible .has ever accompanied I
the constitution. Ibelieve the Bible, the

•
work of freedom, and the American flag, i
the Hag of freedom, should go hand in
hand together.
"Ibelieve there should be a shout of

applause from the people when the Book ;
of Freedom is brought before them as j
loud as the shout with which they hail j
the Hag.

"The Bible is no more a sectarian book
than God is a sectarian God. It is the
mother of freedom. Ithas given us such
men as Washington, Lincoln and Garfieid. j
1 believe the three fundamental facts of

'
relieion should be taught— belief in God, i
in the immortality of the soul and in the
accountability of each man to hisGod. To
maintain peace and prosperity is to main-
tain one and undivided union; let there
be one flag. We have another motto

—
a

political motto
— 'We are a country for the

people, of the people and by the people'
—

popular government. In this country a
man's weight should not be determined i
by what he has. but what he is. We need
to look at this danger which comes from
judging of a citizen's standing by what
he has.

"So we need to have to put against the
selfish organizations of men

—
trusts— the

unselfish organization where men sacrifice
themselves for the good of all. Too many
of as, like the steamboat that could not go
and whistle at the same time,cannot speak
for the National good and at the same time
work for it.

"Wealth willnot save a nation. Itmay
be some are triibting to our wonderful
physical growth. The greatest nations
have fallen in the very zenith of their
power. Greece fiad her scholars, and
Rome her statesmen, and yet both Greece
and Rome have fallen. Wp must be men
and women of personal purity

—
relicious

purity and social purity. These willguar-
antee to this Nation perpetuity."
