Mark Birmingham of New York City,
known up to 1890, as Mark Bnxmagin, was
the plaintiff, ar.'l Mrs. Lulie W. Morris,
who, by a former marriage, was the wife
of Joseph G. Rice, now deceased, wa*

defendant.
Birmingham, in his affidavit, says that

the name "Brumagin" is a shortened ex-
pression of "Birmingham" and was used
by him for convenience. He is a well-
known mining man of New York,i

sins extensive and valuable interests in the
Durango mining resion. Rice was em-
ployed by Birmingham as a mining expert,
:;:i<i w. erintendent of the Durango
Mining Company. Inboth the Durango
and Candelaria mining companies Bir-
mingham was a director and heavy stock-
holder. The original concession t>f the
Candelaria mine was granted to Don Jose
Vincente de La Veaga and his brother, Don

Iae La Veaga.
InMay, l- tiers transferred

twenty-three twenty-fourths of the prop-
erty to two American?, Bnrson and Green,
and reserved one twenty-fourth interest,
which is known as bara aviada or non-as-

>le share. Two months later Borson
and Green sold their twenty-three twenty-
fourths interest to the Dnrango Mining
Company. Birmingham urged the other
members of the Durango Company to pur
chase the remaining share held by the La
Veagas. which they offered to sell for
$0000. Anoption was secured by the Du-

Ilompany, but it failed to put up the
money and the deal fell through. After
the time of option expired Rice, in his pri-
vate capacity as Birmingham's expert,
purchased the share in question for Bir-
tningham for the sum of $5500 and held the
same in trust for Birmingham, but in his
own name. Birmingham held this inter-
est till1890, when he sold itto the Durango
av.'i Candelaria Mining Company, a con-
solidation of the two con<

interest has stood in his name up to the
present time, though the deed was held by
Birmingham. Pace's wife since married a
man by the name* of Morris and resides at
Agua Caiiente, Sonoma County.

de Ferrer, convicted of bigamy a few weeks
ago, -was to-day sentenced by Judge Lori-
gan to two years in San Quentin and to pay
a fine of $500.

He
lived with her awhiie and then deserted
her. She heard of De Ferrer having an-
other wife and at once charged him with
bigamy. He admitted signing the con-
tract, but claimed that Miss Patton- had
agreed that itwould not be effective.

Renewed Pledges in Favor of

Funds Necessary for Committee Ex-
penses and Five Per Cent Pay-

ments to Be Collected.

The work to secure the National Repub-
lican Convention of 1886 is being energet-
ically and carefully carried on by the com-
mittee sent from the .State to the National
Capital,

man Wendell Easton yesterday, "is a
prompt response on the part of those who
have subscribed to the fund. According
to the agreement 5 per cent of each sub-
scription was to be available for current
exreuses, and we should have no delay in
raising the preliminary payment, for that
committee must be provided for.

story on Senator Teller, who, after beintr Secre-
tary of the Interior, was returned to the Sen-
ate. He was not fortunate ingetting his seat
and some person sympathized with him.
"Well," said Teller, "Iwouldrather have apoor
seat on' the inside than a good seat on the
outside." That Is ray position as to the con-
vention.

At this point Senator Teller Joined the
party, and they immediately asked him if
he would help San Francisco.

Ivnver is a candidate and Iam bound to
rapport my own city,bat Ithink you will find
that eventually we willbe with yon. Itwould

cenainly be a great thing for Denver if the
convention was hoid in San Franci«r-o, for
many visitor^ wouid Btop off en route.

Governor West and P. 11. Lannan of
Utah are the advance guard of the Utah
men who willarrive Tuesday. They seem
to be serious in their candidacy, but the
ambition of Salt Lake is laughed at by the
National Committeemen now in Washing-
ton. Governor West said to-night:

Of course (ifwhen onr Salt Lake committee
arrives we find that we have no chance we
willall joininand help San Francisco, for it
willbe ofmutual advantage.

Messrs. Osbornp ami Racier also saw
Senator Cnshraan K. Davis of Minnesota,
and he intimated that the committee from
his State was friendly to Sau Francisco.

Committeeman Long of Florida
said to Osborne and Rader to-night.

t'nless there is some change in the situation
before Deceml.-r 10, when the committee meets
here, Ishall vote ior San Francisco. This is my
present intention.

This is great encouragement, for hereto-
fore Mr. Lone has not been included
among San Francisco's supporters. The
committee also talked with Thomas B.
Reed, Speaker cf the House of Represen-
tatives. He conversed pleasantly and at
considerable length about his life inCali-
fornia, and when asked if he favored San
Francisco for the convention replied:

San Francisco is a very charming and fle-
lightful city,and Iwould dearly love to visit
there, but as Iam not Maine's coinmitteeman
Ihave no voice in selecting the convention
place. IfIhad itmightbe that Iwould vote
to go there. Mr. Mauley, onr member of the
committee, has been quoted at different times
as Ui:igfor San Francisco and again for Chi-
cago, but reallyIdo not know what his prefer-
ence ig, for he has not consulted me about it.

Senator Thurston of Nebraska was also
seen, andsaid:

Our people have had poor crops and conse-
quent hard times, and they are likely to favor
the nearest, place— Chicago. Many of our Xe-
}ra<)<a people do their trading there, yet Iam
not prepared to say that Pan Francisco would
not be our second choice, for,despite distance,
the charms of California willbe a strong card!
Cneap railroad fares and telegraph fares is
what you need. With these Han Francisco
would, inmy opinion, win easily, for Califor-
nia end Californian people are wonderfully
popular the country over.

Colonel James S. Clarkson arrived from
New York late to-night and San Fran-
cisco's committee willtalk over the situa-
tion with him to-morrow. General Fried-
ii<h did not arrive to-night, as was ex-
pected.

ACLUBFOR SULLIVAN
Buckley Gets the Grand

Jury A'fter the Fire
Department.

SLEUTHS ON ITS TRAIL

Investigation of the Use of Red
Buggies in the Political

Fight.

TO MAKE THE CHIEF QUIT.

The Junta Begins Its Enrollment and
the Buckleyites Are Ready

to Meet.

The Grand Jury is going to investigate
the working of the Fire Department as a
politicalmachine right away.

As the Fire Department is just now up
to its neck in the right to repel the Buckley

invasion of the party the investigation will
be interesting.
Itis mainly because Chief Sullivan is

turning the hose on Boss Buckley just now
that the Grand Jury is being rushed into
play, though that inquisitorial body is not
going about this work with the purpose of
helping Buckley. But Buckley has started
the play.

Now the thing of immediate political
importance is the district club enrollment
of the two factious. The Juntas began
last night, and the size of the enrollment
Eectured willbe one. of the most important
tilings the Junta will ue able to show in
supuort of its claims when it comes to
demand recognition as "the" party before
the State Central Committee. In this
enrollment the Fire Department is under
orders to get out and hustle. The mem-
bers are prohibited by the rule of the com-
mission which took the department out
of politics from joining any political or-
ganization or having anything to do with
an election; but they 'are to go auout
among their friends, as an army of others
are to do, with individual lists, to which
they will get signatures which will be
added to the district rolls.

Many efforts have been made by the
Buckley leaders to get the Fire Depart-
ment into camp. Kainey has put an
almost prohibitive price on himself, but
he might have been got where he
naturally belongs and would rather be,
though not at a bargain, if Chief
Sullivan had not held out so de-
terminedly. Sullivan's opposition to
Bockley is unyielding. lie proposes
to keep the department out of Buckley's
hands because he believes that it is the
only salvation for himself, and because he
sincerely wants an eiricient department
tliat is nut a political machine. Daring
the past two or three years the Buckley
men in the department have been steadily
worked out of it,and now it is in a condi-
tion to be used on its old boss.

Daring the pa^-t month there have been
many conferences between Rainey and
Buckley leaders and three or four be-
tween Rainey and Buckley. Buckleyites
have tried to talk Sullivan into quitting.
Maurice Schmitt went to tee Sullivan
one day and Sullivan said, "Tell
him I won't see him and that
be ought to be in jail." Rainey
has never missed a chance to expose his
loathing for tiieJunta reformers that he
was politically associated witn and his
pitying contempt tor their abilities in
practical politics. But he was never offered
what lie wanted in the Buckley camp, and
fcis friend Sullivan was relentless.

About four days atro the last effort to get
Chief Sullivan to quit on Buckiey and cull
off his men was made. Three or four
Buckley envoys extraordinary, with power
to make terms, held a conference with
Rainev and Sullivan. Thev offered Sulli-
van Buckley's pledge that h? would be let
alone himself and that his fire department
would be let alone, but Sullivan said that
he wouldn't put any faith in Buckley's
promises and wouldn't make any terms
witli him.

Since then the situation has been one of
relentless war, and now the Buckley fac-
tion is out for blood.
Itwas a coincidence that this happened

ju«t as several members of the Grand Jury
were about ready to begin a thorough in-
vestigation of the Fire Department. The
investigation is now quietly on. The busi-
ness transactions, theexpenditures, the eco-
nomical administration, and soon of the
department willbe thoroughly overhauled
and the extent to which the engineers,
foremen and men of the department may
have gone into politics at the expense of
the City willbe gone into also.

There is already organized an able Buck-
ley secret service bureau which will dig
and dig and scrapo together every pointer,
witness and bit of evidence that can be
discovered. The Grand Jury may just
open a chute whenever itwants to go to
work and receive information from the
hopper.

"Where the red buggies went during theday or two before that Watkins-O'Brien
contest will he hunted up by the Buckley
detectives. Itis asserted, for instance, bv
some people that on the day before Jim
O'Brien was defeated District Engineer
Johnny Dougherty made three trips in a
red buggy to see Anthony Quill of the
Thirty-third District ont atTwentv-fourth
and Florida streets. Quill voted for Wat-kins, but he i;in the Buckley camp now
and he would tell anything he knew.
When the red buggies makes such long
trips the City pays for the axle grease, re-
pairs, etc., and the buggy and the man are
not ready for a fire; Buckley wants toknow if it is the business of the Fire De-
partment to do primary politics or to put
out tires, and ho thinks that itis shameful
for the department to be put to such base
uses.

THE JUNTA'S PROGRESS.
Last Evening It Began Getting

the Names of Sup-
porters.

The Junta made a start in Its work of
enrolling club members in the various dis-
tricts last jevening. The rolls were open
at the appointed places in the various dis-
tricts from Bto 10 p.m. But a few of the dis-
tricts reported the results at headquarters
last night. The following reports were re-
ceived: Twenty -eighth district, 135*
Twenty-ninth, 7i; Thirtieth, 145; Thirty-
first, 71; Thirty-seventh. 25; Forty-tirst,
286; Forty-third 1-40; Forty-fourth 125-
Forty-fifth, 38.

' '
The Forty-tirst District, which compara-

tively did so well,is Ed Lanigan's. Yes-
terday and last evening many Buckley
district workers exerted themselves in
some districts to keep the boys from en-
rolling for the anti-Buckley primary.

The enrollment secured during the three
evenings when the lolls will be open at
appointed places is to be but the start.
Single sheets for names are ready and will
be given out Monday to all the*4so mem-
bers of the junta's general com-
mittee and to other friends. Then
there will begin a systematic house-to-
house and place-to-place canvass for
names, which will be continued persist-
ently and indefinitely. Everybody who
can be induced to sign the anti-Buckley
rolls will be secured, and by this novel
method it is expected that a "big show ofnames will be secured in which to base
claims that the Junta is the real party.

Thomas P. Cu&ick, secretary of the regu-
lar committee, yesterday addressed a letter
to Chairman W. P. Sullivan, stating that ,

the use of his name in the call for the last
meeting of that committee at B'nai B'rith
ha!l wns without his authorization.

The meeting of the general committee
at B'nai B'rith hall this evening is the
next Democratic event.

COLONEL SPERRY MAD.
He Wanted to Fight When the Govern-

.or's Staff Called for an As-

sessment.
Colonel George Sperry, son of the wealthy

miller of Stockton, has "got himself dis-
liked" among his fellow-colonels on Gov-
ernor Budd's staff. Itall occurred over a
question of assessment.

Last Monday night General Warfield
had his troops out for review before the
Governor's staff on Van Ness avenue.
After the review the officers partook of
General Warfield's hospitality. :

During the evening prior, at least, to the
time when the wine, witand humor were
uncorked at the banquet board, a motion
was <made to assess each member of the
Governor's staff $100 to go into a common
fund to be used as occasion might require.
These occasions are funerals, special turn-outs, etc.
, Colonel. George objected to the hundred-
dollar assessment. He seemed to think
that the money contributed bv the mem-
bers of the staff went for too much wine.
He protested with an emphasis not to be
mistaken.

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PUBLIC SCHOOL FINANCES.
Strenuous Efforts Toward Re-

trenchment Being Made
by the Board.

The Services of Quite a Number of
Teachers Likely to Be Dis-

pensed With.

In line with the avowed purpose of re-
trenchment and of providing a fund from
which the teachers may be paid the 25 per
cent deducted from their salaries last
month the special committee of economy
recently appointed by the Board of Edu-
cation yesterday made a tour of inspection
through the Polytechnic High School and
the Normal schools, in order to ascertain
the manner in which these institutions
were conducted from a financial point of

view.
The committee consists of Superintend-

ent Babcock and School Directors Dodge,
Murdock. Com te and Clinton.

At the conclusion of their inspection
here Director Clinton expressed great
pleasure at the character of the work and
the evident progress that had been made
in this new feature of the public school
department, and the other directors ap-
parently shared his TCelinjj-

As a means of showing theefficient man-
ner in which the Polytechnic High School
has been conducted since W. N. Bush was
elected to be its principal in 1889, a state-
ment of comparative figures in relation to
the other two high schools of the City
was submitted to the committee. This
showed that the Polytechnic increased its
enrollment from 817 in 18S9 to 623 this
year, while the Girls' Hign School de-
creased during the same period from 615
to 595, and the Lowell increased from 408
to(K2. The junior enrollment in the re-
spective schools this year was as follows
in the order previously named: 344, 254,
230. The Polytechnic employs twenty
teachers, with montnly aggregate salaries
of 92235; the Girls' eighteen teachers, with
monthly salaries aggregating $2385, and
LoWell sixteen teachers, with a monthly
salary list of $2296.

Considerable surprise was manifested by
Director Clinton over the figures showing
that 337 graduates of the grammar schools
cut of a total of 1106 this year entered the
High School, or something more than 75
per cent. Director Clinton considered this
a remark-ably line showing, and one which
spoke volumes for the value of and appre-
ciation in which the high schools of San
Francisco are held.

Comparative figures were also furnished
showing the costs of the manual-training
plants in various cities, as follows: Bos-
ton, 1760,000: Philadelphia, $400,000; Chi-
cago, $100,000; Cambridge, $250,000; San
Francisco. $8000. The average cost per
pupil in Eastern cities is given as $80 and
of han Francisco as only $45.

During the afternoon the Normal School
was visited, the purpose of the inspection
here being to ascertain which, if any,
classes could be consolidated, so as to
dispense with the services of one or more
teacaers. Similar inspections are also to
be made of ail the public schools in the
City,and as a result quite a number of
teachers are likely to be dispensed with.

Speaking of the work of the committee
and its object, Superintendent Babcock
said :

"The committee is determined to do the
right thing. While the interests of the
teachers willbe looked after, the interests
of the taxpayers will not be disregarded.
The report of the committee, when itis
filed, will no doubt come in the nature of
a revelation as to the wasteful methods
adopted by the School Board. Many of
the appointments made at Mr. Hyde's dic-
tation were illpgal,and itis through this
and other methods that a large deficit in
the school fund was bequeathed to the
present board."

Director Clinton was equally outspoken,
saying:

"We have examined several schools
during the past few days, and wo find
numerous positions which might well tie
abolished. However, lam opposed to de-
claring the. positions of any teachers
vacant, ifitcan possibly be avoided. Itis
necessary, however, that some very sum-
mary action be taken by the board, in
order to keep up the credit of the depart-
ment."

Tbe task before the board is one that will
require some heroic action, as itmust not
only keep within its appropriation, but its
retrenchment must be shaped so as to give
it a surplus of $25,000 to make good the
deficit of $25,000, which it feels is justly
due the teachers who made the voluntary
sacrifice of 25 per cent of their salaries last
month.
Itis expected that the committee will

have made sufficient progress in its inves-
tigation by Wednesday next to make a
comprehensive report and suitable recom-
mendations to the full board when itnext
meets on that day.

SUNSET DISTRICT GRADES
Property • Owners Complain of

the Sewerage of the
Locality.

Supervisors Are Petitioned to Grant
Relief and Improve Sanitary

Conditions.

The residents of the Sunset District,
south of the paric, are preparing for a
crusade against the condition of the
streets in that locality, and have petitioned
the Board of Supervisors, through A. B.
Spreckels, to aid them inattaining a better
condition of affairs. Among other matters
the petition says:

To the Honorable Hoard of Supervisors
—

Gen-
tlemen: We, the undersigned property-own-
ers of Sunset District, situate, lyingand" being
south of Golden Gate Park, most respectfully
address your honorable board in support o'f
the petition already presented by said districtfor the establishment of grades and a sewerage
system.

The storm-water from the hills of the San
Miguel rancho destroys the streets, property
and homes of said district and the sewerage
from the Almshouse endangers the health of
its inhabitants.

Large inland lakes of fifteen feet depth are
formed by this sewage, which dry up during
the summer, and the poisonous vapors arising
from them poison the atmosphere.

AVhile we agree with his Honor the Mayor
that it would be a waste of money to make sur-
veys for the establishment of grades and a
sewerage system in the drifting and unin-
habited sanddunes before they are made sta-
tionary through the planting of grass, we can-
not see why he should oppose the relief a?kedfor by the residents and property-owners of
Sunset District, which is stationary and built
upon, aud which would rival Richmond on the
north side of Golden Gate Park if relief wasgranted.

The Mayor takes but little interest in thewelfare of this district, but a great many
property-owners dare not build until relief isgranted.

Blocks are graded but cannot be finished as
the storm-water willdestroy ttie work done.

Statements have been made to committees of
the Board of Supervisors that the lar?eproperty-owners were all against this improve-
ment of the district, and only small owners
asked for relief. The only opposition we know
of comes from owners of hig holdings in thesanddunes, of which Mr. Sutro is one, who
may think itof more advantage to them to
make us wait until they are ready to proceed.
Itmay be that the majority of "your petition-

ers are small owners, but they believe them-
selves to be inthe United States of Americaand entitled to relief.
