
GREAT THINGS IN MINING.
Mr. Mills Wants a Swansea

Here and a Survey of the
Gold Deposits.

WHAT THE MINERS SHOULD DO.

The Government Has Gained Vast
Millions From This State and

Should AidIt.

W. H. Mills of the Southern Pacific
Railroad has some decided views as to

what ousrht to be done by the National
Government in aid of the mineral develop-
ment of California.

He says it ousrht to establish, great
metallurgical work, either at San Fran-
cisco or somewhere on the Martinez straits,
and also toexpend |250,000 for a scientific
survey of the e,o\d deposits on the west
flank of the Sierra Nevada Mountains.

For the metallurgical works he ?ays

$5,000,000 is not too groat a sum, consider-
ing what tiie Government ha? made out of
California. The work~ he would have
something like the great works at Swansea,

which have challenged the attention and
admiration of the world.

'•The executive committee of the Cali-
fornia Miners' Association is now in ses-
sion heiv, and Iwould sngpest to it," he
said yesterday, "tnat tiie committee take
bold ofthe matter at once. It wouJd re-
sult in great pood to California.

•'The Government has received as an
appretrate in internal revenue sources from
California to June .'SU, 189;>, more than
$84,000,000. Ithas also received from the
customs duties here since IVsoovers2lß,-
--000,000. These figures are from the booki
at iiicCustom-house.

"Now the Government has paid out on
account of public buildings m California
$5,938,000, and for the improvement of the
rivers and harbors $5,285,000. Tliese two
are the best appropriations tliat have been
made.

"The total cost of the National Govern-
ment in tne United States is about $300,-
--000,000 a year, m 'king the average to Cah-

a about ss,ooo,ooo a year. For thirty
years the latter would amount to $150,-
--000,000.

"Therefore this is a big balance to our
protit.

••Now it should be noticed that the ap-
propriations \u25a0 for rivers and harbors,
although low, were for the benefit of the
United States. In regard to the post-
otlices and other public buildings tbe
same may be said. If the Government
<iid not have the buildings it wouljhave
to rent them. Neither item should be
charged to California.

"Besides thi< the Government has sold
*•'>. .1,000 or $8,000,000 worth of land here,
and h;is got out of California besides
$15,000,000 t.. *i'0.000,000 in postage. It is
at least $2,000,000 debtor to Calitornia and
can afford to spend some money in our
behalf.

"The next proposition the California
Miners' Association should take up is the
sci-ntific survey of the western portion of
the Sierras. Itou<:ht to ask Congress to
make a scientific exploration and locate
the old channel of the river known to
exist parallel to the main axis of the
Sierras.

"Inthis way immense quantities of gold
would soon thereafter be developed. Con-
gress ought to make a special appropria-
tion for this purpose at once. Ishould
say $250,000 would be ample. It should
then appoint a thoroughly competent,
scientific corps of mining engineer? to
make the survey f.>r the gold deposits."

Mr. Millsdeclared that' if the California
Miners' Association would take hoid of
the matter at once it would attract atten-
tion. They would gain this object and ex-
traordinary benefits would resuit to the
State. He said much more in the same
vein.

The metallurgical works, he said, should
be very extensive and for the treatment of
all kinds of ore. In this way we would
have the fame of another Swansea, for the
results in a section where there was so
much and such varied kinds of minerals
would be prooably without a parallel.

FOR AONE-CENT POSTAGE.
The National Board of Trade

Favors a Cheaper Let-
ter Rate.

Local Mercantile Organizations Are
Asked to Co-Operate inthe

Matter.

The National Board of Trade, located in
Washington, D. C. is earnestly agitating
the proposition of having Congress make
the necessary change in the postagt laws
so that the public willhave to pay only one
cent instead of two upon all letter postage.
The movement was started at the last
annual meeting of the National Board of
Trade, held in Washington last January.
The proposed change was so favorably con-
sidered that a special committee, called the
committee on one-cent letter postage, was
appointed to further investigate tne sub-
ject and to enlist the co-op,eration of all
trade organizations in every part of the
United States. The committee was further
directed to secure, ifpossible, the desired
changes in the postal laws.

The investigation of the committee has
been such ti;at it does not hesitate to
earnestly urge all influential bodies to par-
ticipate in the movement for a cheaper
rate of letter postage. Letters upon the
matter have been sent to several organiza-
tions asking for co-operation and one to
Secretary B. If.Lelong of the State Board
of Horticulture. One of the strongest
arguments in favor of the movement is a
statistical paragraph in the letter, inwhich the committee says:

That one-cent postage is both possible andequitable is notably shown in the Postmaste--Generai's report for 1890, where itis demon-
strated that in that year the revenue from
letter postage amounted to $38,000 000 while
the cost was only £8,000,000, leaving a Drofitof $30,000,000 from letter postage. Accord-ing to this report, hud letter postage in thatyear been reduced to onecent there Mould still
have been a j.rofitof $11,000,000. Tne simple
fact is that the business community and all
letter-writers arc at present forced to pay
double postage in order that one favored classof mail matter may bo charged onlyone cent apound or about one-twelfth the sctual cost
and because many millions of dollars of free
mail matter used by other departments of theGovernment, and which should be charged to
their own account, are included in the expense
of the Postal Department.

This committee feels that the mercantile as
well as the general community have loneenough submitted to the injustice of this di-
rect tax upon all citizens to favor one special
industry. They feel that the time has come
foraction. Abillwfli!,e offered in the incom-ing Congress providing for an equalization of
the postal rates and the reduction o'. two-centletter postage toone cent. But this bill willbe
conironted with the severest antagonism of
those who now enjoy the benefit of this unjust
aw rimination. To successfully meet thisop-
position will require the cooperation of citi-zens from a!l sections of the country who at
the proper lime will so emphatically impress
their wish upon their representatives at Wash-
ington as to insure success in this popular
cause.

The committee asks that the matter be
taken up by those to whom Jlie letters are
Bent, and answers returned at once. The
committee states that in the United States
there are iiunuredsof firms spending; from

$100 to $1000 per annum for letter postage
and a one-cent rate would make a mate-
rial difference in their expense accounts.

LIVELY AT ANGELS CAMP.
An All-Night Town That Has

Now Increased to 5000
People.

Throngs of Men Are Digging for Gold
on Various Parts of the

Mother Lode.

Frank Hall, a mining ensineer of this
City, formerly superintendent of gravel
properties in Si#kiyon County, has re-
turned here aftor two months' experience
inexamining mines on the mother lode in
Calaveras County.

He says things are exceedingly lively all
alone the mother lode. TheTallock mine,
two miles south of the Utica, is being de-
veloped rapidly and the Eastern owners
are also stoping out ore. They have just
completed a new ten-stamp mill.

The Burney mine has been bonded by
San Francisco capitalists represented by
Mr. Hall, who will now take the superin-
tendency of it. Itis a mile east of the
Utica, on the mother-lode belt. The new
company, Mr. Hail says, is going to do big
work. Itwillsink the shaft, which is now
down to 160 feet, to a depth of 500 feet.
Already, he says, a seven-foot vein of $6
ore has been opened.

"New companies are bonding and sink-
ing right and left," he continued. "Dur-
ing the last three or four months above
Angels and Altaville the operations have
assumed large proportions. At Carson
Hill, below Angels, there is a bu stir.
Many new companies have been organized
and they are doing important work and
finding a good deal of ore.

"The town of Angels is booming. There
are probably 5000 people there. Every
stage brincs'more. The people are both
from the East and from points on this
coast. The hotels cannot accommodate
them, there are so many, and they are
turning them away every night.

"Building is going forward steadily.
There is a new camp, called the Annex,
where things are rushing, as in the main
town. Angela is a place which runs all
night. The Utica mine there employs
alone 700 men, and there are enouirh more
miners in the immediate vicinity to make
things very lively.

"The mother lode there is three miles
wide, as not all may know, and itis not
tillCarson Hillis reached that it conies to
a point, and then widens out an 1 extends
far into Tuolumne County. For a long
distance this lode is as plain as Montgom-
ery street, and you may drive alone it, for
there are g^od roads, and consequently no
need of pack-horses and burros, which are
so requisite innugh, snowy countries.

"There is no snow there. The ground
never freezes to amount to anything and
work can go right along the year round.
Itis no wonder, therefore, that men are
flockinp to that section. The lode prom-
ises so mucn, too, that the miners know
they are not taking the risks they would
if they went to the snowy camps of
other .States.

"Much enthusiasm is shown by the
miners. The talk is all of strikes

—
not

labor strikes— and of what the country will
be when fully developed. In the two
months Iwas there Imade very careful
examinations and was much impressed by
what Isaw. The ore is usually low grade,
but there is so much of itand it is so easily
milled that the district is very captivat-
ing."

Electrical Equivalent of an Avalanche.
"When one is told that, according to the

calculations of Dr. preller, the total ex-
penditure of energy in the avalanche which
occurred September 11 near the famous
Gemmi Pass in the Alps was 4,000,000,000
meter-tons, it gives one a vague and in-
definite idea," says the Electrical World.
"Insuch huge figures a few ciphers more
or less have little influence on the mied,
but by reducing to everyday quantities
such as we have to deal withand pay for
in our meters a better idea of thr signifi-
cance of the statement may be obtained.
The above amount of energy, which was
expended in one minute, i*equivalent to
an activity of 1,000,000 horsepower, and
sufficient at the rate of ten fifteen-candle-
power lamps per horsepower to run about
90.000 lamps five hours per day for one
whde year.
