N REPLY TO SPELLING.

The California Safe Deposit and
Trust Company Returns
' Fire.

FULLY QUALIFIED AS A BANK.
Articles of Incorporation Empower
the Company to Conduct a

Banking Business.

In reply to the statement made a few
-days ago by Attorney T. C. Spelling to the
‘depositors of the People’s Home Savings
Bank, in which he proceeds to show that
the California Safe Deposit and Trust
Company is not a banking institution and
therefore not qualified to carry on the
business of a bank, Attorneys Gunnison,
Booth and Bartnett, acting in the interest
of the California Safe Deposit ana Trust
Company, have prepared their formal an-
swer as follows:

Celifornia Safe Depositand Trust Company has
requested us, as its attorneys, to answer the
communication of T. C. Spelling addressed to
you gent'emen bearing the date December 11,

The first proposition submitted by Mr. Spel-
ling is the legal right of the Board of Directors
of the People’s Home Savings Bank to deposit
its funds with the California Safe Deposit and
Trust Company, or to keep its funds oz deposit
with said corporation. Mr. Spelliing maintains
that the California Safe Deposit and Trust

pany has no existence a&s a banking cor-
poration, and in support of this he avers that
the California Safe Depositand Trust Company
“was organized since the act approved April 6,
1881,” which is an act entitied *““An act au-
the ing certain corporations to act as ex-
ecutor and 1n other capacities, and to provide
for and regnlate the administration of trusis
by such corporations.” :

"He then argues that the company was incor-
porated under tnis act as a trust company. He
states that “it was incorporated April 12,
1592." Mr. Spelling is in error in making this
statement. The act of April 6, 1891, was en-
acted at the suggestion of the trust company,
which company was incorporated on the 24th
day of April, 1882, The articles of incorpora-

i were subsequently amended on the 6th
of May, 18537, and again on the 11th day

of September, 1890. No amendments have
been made since the adoption of the act of
April 6, 1891. That act conferred certain

powers on corporations already organized, as
iz evident from section 1 thereof, which pro-
vides that *any incorporation which has been
1 be incorporated under the general in-
tion laws of this State authorized by
rticles of incorporation to act as executor,
administrator, gnardian, assignee, receiver,
iepository or trustee, and having a paid-up
capital of not le€s than §250,000, ofi which
£100,000 shall have actually been paid in in
. may be appointed to act in such capacity
ke manner as individuals.”
To support the contention that the Califor-
i fe Deposit and Trust Company is & bank-
oration, we submit a copy of the cer-
of the Bank Commissioners of the
State of California granting a license to said
corporation to transact a banking business,

ubject to the laws of this State for the period
of one year from the date hereof,” which, cer-
tificate bears date July 1, 1895:

Secondly—The California Safe Deposit and
Trust Company has complied with all provi-
sions of the laws of California in respect to its
capital. The corporation, furthermore, has
fully complied with the provisions of section
321 of the Civil Code of the State of Califor-
nia, referred to by Mr. Spelling.

We annex hereto and make a part hereof
the notice posted in the office of the California
Safe Deposit and Trust Company, showing the
names of the directors of the corporation and
the number of shares of stock held by each di-
rector, pursuant to the provisions of said
section.

Again, the articles of incorporation empower
the company to transact a bankinz business.
Among the purposes for which said corpora-
tion was formed are the following:

To receive and hold on deposit, or in trust, es-
tates, both real and personal, of individuals, com-
panies and corporations, * * ¥ Algo, to accn-
mulate and loan the funds and savings of its stock-
holders, depositors and others, and to preserve and
safely invest. loan and collect the same for their
Lenefit. * * * Also, to inves: or !oan moneys
deposited or held as aforesaid, paying an agreed rate
of interest, with full power for the collection and
recovery thereof. ¥ * % Anpd in general to do
and per orm any and all acts and things periaining
to or that may be connected with the parposes and
objects above specified, or that may be necessary,
convenient or useful to the main purposes of this
corporation.

These powers are certeiniy sufficiently broad
to include it within the definition of a bank,
which is defined to be “‘an institution gener-
ally incorporated, authorized to roceive de-
posits of money, to lend money, and to issue
promissory notes, usually known by the name
of bank notes, or to perform some one or more
of these functions.”

See ““Boune on the Law of Banking,” section
2,and the authorities there cited (Bouvier’s
iaw dictionary, American and English Encyc-
lopedia of Law, volume 2, section 99).

It will thus be readily seen that the Califor-
nia Safe Dzposit and Trust Company is clearly
authorized to do a banking business. Al-
though it was incorporated prior to the pass-
sge of the act of April 6, 1891, it complied |
with the provisions of' that act by depositing |
with the State Treasurer the security required l
by that act, end on the 30th day of April.g

Subsequently the business of said company,
having rapidiyv increased, it increased its de-
po:it with the Treasurer of State to the sum of
five hundred thousand (£500,000) dollars, per-
suant to the provisions of said act of April 6,
1891. It is thus empowered to do a trust com-
{-any business as well as a generzl banking
yusiness. There is no provision of law which
forbids a corporation in this State to engage in
& banking and trust company business at the
same time. Mr. Spelling has cited no such
authority, nor in our opinion,can he do so.
Other institutions organized under the same
laws with articles of incorporation similar to
those of the California Safe Deposit and Trust
Compeany are tranzacting & banking ard trust
company business. We cite, for instance, the
Union Trust Company of San Francisco.

We do not deem it necessary to say anything
on the proposition that the funds ot ‘the Peo-
Flc's Home Savings Bank cannot be aeposited
by that bank on ordinary deposit, subjeci to
check. This is a matter which concerns the
California Safe Deposit and Trust Company
only indirectly. Tne determination of that
question more properiy belongs to the attorney
for the People’s Home Savings Bank.

To support fhe contention that the trust
company nas no power to acquire any title or
interest in the vassbooks orin the indeoted-
ness evidenced bﬁ them, Mr. Spelling has
made statements that are not true in fact. The

trust company has not gone into tne market
of buying up rassbooks on speculation, and
the argument of Mr. Spelling, based upon that
assumption of fact, need not be answered.
Neither the trust company, nor any of its
officers or attorneys, has at any time pur-
chased a single passbook, although, if it had
been disposed to take advantage of the misfor-
tune of the poor depositors, it could readily
have done so. 4

The 2600 depositors who made their assign-
ments, aggregating $720,000 or thereabouts,
did so with the object in view of enabling the
company to make the coliections on their be-
half. The assignments were assignments for
collection. We annex hereto a form of
assignment, and also a form of the receipt
given to every one ot the depositors making
the assignment, showing clearly that the de-
ositor is entitled to receive the amount col-
ected. less 6 per cent of the sum or sums that
may be collected or recelved, whether by way
of dividend$ or otherwise, which amount shall
include all attorneys’ fees and other costs, It
is thus evident that no purchases were made
for speeulative purposes.

A reasonable compensation was agreed upon
for services rendered in making the collec-
tions. A banking corporation within the ex-
ercise of its jegitimate functions as a banking
corporation certainly may take accounts for
collection, but these assignments were taken
in its capacity as a trust company, and by the
power conferred upon it by its articles of in-
corporation, which further provide that the
purpose for which said corporatien is formed
i1s *“to accept and execute trusts of every de-
seription, as may be committed to it by any
person, executor, administrator, guardian,
trustee, receiver or by any corporation, or by
any court of this or any other State, or of the
United States, * * * and in legal manner to
attend to the management and settling of es-
tates, guardianships, assignments, receiver-
ships, or as trustees, agents or attorneys, and
to attend to any and all manner of trusts.”

Having complied with every provisionof the
iaw relating to trust companies, it is clearly
apparent thet it is empowered to execute a
trust of this description—namely, to take an
assignment of these deposits and collect the
same, paying the amounts so collected to its
assignors, less ajreasonable charge for services

The statement that the trust company dis-
missed the action brought by it against Win-
terburn and others because its power to take
those assignments was in issue has no founda-
tion in fact. Neither the company nor its at-
torneys at any time had any doubt as to the
nltimate success of the action. After the Win-
terburn suit was brought it will be remem-
bered that an application was made by the
trust company to the Board of Bank Commis-
sioners requesting said board to direct the
hoard of directors of the People’s Home Sav-
ings Bank to make an order ca‘lling in the un-
paid capital. The Bank Commissioners com-
plied with the request made and subsequently
u call was made by the board of directors of
the People’'s Home Savings Bank for the un-
paid capital. In order that no legal obstacle
should be placed in the way of the collection
of the call we dismissed the action. Knowing
that a large amount of the stock of the People’s
Home Savings Bank was held by non-residents,
we were of the opinion that the collection of
their unpaid subscriptions would be facili-
tated by the making of the call, and, if neces-
sary, by bringing the suits in the jurisdiction
in which such stockholders might be found.
To thus expedite the collection of such unpaid
subscriptions, and for no other purpose, the
Winterburn suit was dismissed, it being the
object of the trust company 1o realize the
largest amount on the claims assigned to it in
the most expeditious and economical manner.

That the California Safe Deposit-and Trust
holds those assignments in its
capacity and function as a trust company, is
evident from its report of July 1, 1895, to the
Board of Bank Commissioners. In that report
these assigned elaims do not appear as a part
of the assets of said company, but do appear
in the statement of the trust resources.

As is apparent from the form of the agree-
ment made, the trust company is invested
with a legal title to the deposits and to “all
claims, demands, deposits and debts due and
ayable” from the People’'s Home Savings

ank to the depositors so making the assign-
ments. Thus being vested with the legal title

! of the claims so assigned, the compeny is en-

titled to collect the same from the People’s
Home Savings Bank and the assignors are
bound by the collections made by it, while the
company is bound by its contract made with
the depositors. That assignments may be
made in this State for collection, vesting the
assignee with the legal title to the claim so as-
signed, is elementary.

See Grant vs. Heverin, decided by our
Snpreme Court, reported 77 Cal., page 263.

There it was said that “When the legal title
to anything in action is vested in an assignee,
the debtor is completely protected by the as-
signment against the assignor, and such
assignee may sue thereon in his own name.
whatever collateral agreements have been
made between him and the assignor respecting
the proceeds.” (Head notes.)

WON'T BUILD APAVILION.

Directors of the Mechanics Conclude to
Lease Their Land on Folsom
Street.

At the seni-monthly meeting of the
board of directors of the Mechanice’ Insti-
tute last night the question of leasing the
Folsom-street property possessed by the
institute was discussed.

The sale by auction of this portion
of marshy land, once the bed of Mission
Creek, has been announced by the City to
take place January 16, 1895,

A communication from the Pacific Ken-
nel Club requesting the occupancy of the
Pavilion for next May was referred to the
Pavilion commaittee.

It was decided to retain the present
assistant librarian at the salary of $60 a
month.

Quite a lengthy discussion was indulged
in regarding the matter of changing the
present reading-room in the basement to a
room on the third floor. A decision of the
3uestxon was left” for the member body to

etermine by vote.
