
RAISING OF THE FUNDS
Committee of Fifty Holds

an Enthusiastic
Meeting.

MAYORSTJTHO'S ADDRESS.

He Calls for the Raising of
Means to Fight the

Funding Bill.

JOHN T. DOYLE'S DISCLOSURES.

The Railroad Accused of Having Hood-
winked the People and the

Government.

The committee of fifty appointed to
raise money to light the funding billwhich
President Huntington of the Southern
Pacific Company is preparing to present
to Congress, met in Mayor Sutro's office
at the New City Hall yesterday and made
preparations to fight the measure to the
last limit. About thirty members of the
committee were present, and the earnest
manner in which they got down to busi-
ness evidenced their determination to con-
duct the business of the committee in a
matter that willinsure success at least in

the matter of raising funds. Mayor Sutro
opened the meeting in an address which
was as follows:

Gentlemen :The American people are agitated
just now over the question whether England
i-hall be permitted to adjust her boundary line
in a half-civiiized, almost unknown, part of
South America, for if.is said the Monroe doc-
trine and the honor of the American people
are involved.

Why,gentlemen, the honor of the American
Nation i> involved a thousand fold more if
Congress is to be bribed into tbe passage of a< bill,the raosi unjust, imiair and in-
iqoitoaa measure which has ever come before
an American Congress.

Here we have ft Bet of men who received
iuß aid from the United States of many

millions of dollars to construct an overland
railroad, "wh'> went systematically to work to
strip the road ofall that was valuable, and who
now lime the effrontery, the cheek, the impu-

to demand that "themoney owing to the
Government, amounting to over eighty mil-
lions of dollars, be practically given to them.

Whiit lihvc tbey ever done for the people to
warrant such aii impudent demand? These
men, by bribery and corruption, have so man-
aged to pet control of our Legislature, the
judiciary and the press that they ride rough-
shod over our rights.

What show have we to go to law under such
disadvantages? We have quietly to submit to
injustice, to extortion and humiliaticu.

Is there any mai hood, any honor, any public
spirit left to stand up against these oppr.

'Die greatfst dangei is threaten :nsr, tor a
billnow before Congress is sure to pass, if we,
the people of San Francisco, do not act
promptly.

You, gentlemen, assembled in this room
have been appointed on this committee as a
body of honorable and patriotic citizens to do
h public duty at this critical moment. 1know
you willdolt.

There is an army of lobbyists swarming
about the National Capitol, eager and ready to
bring their influences to bear on members" of
the National Congress.

We must act at once and send agents to
Washington to counteract the evil influences
of these professional lobbyists. This requires
money; not a large amount, but we require
enough to employ trusty agents to be sent to
Washington, and to defray printingand postal
expenses.

We should have $10,000, a paltry sum for a
City worth over $300,000,000 of taxable prop-
erty, ifyou will raise that amount we will he
able to pit itnjrainst the millions of the enemy
and stillgain the day.

Let every member of this committee vie
with th" others to promptly raise this amount.
Without it we are lost, and fifty years more of
slavery, humiliation and wrong will be' cur
lot.

He then told of previous fights asainst
the railroad company before Congress, and
said that the only way to reach each Rep-
resentative inan effective manner was to
catch nis attention insome startling way.
He had sent letters to Congress headed
"How Congressmen Are Bribed," and had
found that such headings had reached
where ordinary matter would not.

Inconclusion he called upon the com-
mittee to put forth its utmost efforts, and
to raise the necessary $10,000 without
delay.

Continuous applause followed his ad-
dress, and Henry E. Highton took tiie
floor to address the committee. He gave
statistics intended to show that the rail-
road magnates had trrown rich by their
control of the Southern Pacific, and that
the time was ripe for the people to step in
and demand their just dues. He compli-
mented Mayor Sutro on the stand he had
taken in the matter, and said that ifevery
member of the committee would show as
determined a front the battle was already
won.

John T. Doyle followed him and created
a sensation by stating that the Pacific
Railroad Company had deceived the coun-
try ami Congress by evading the laws of
the United States and doing things that
were now intended to be justified by the
funding bill.

"The net profit? of the Southern Pacific
System since 1870," he said, "have been
divided between four people, one of whom
vet lives and is now in Washington trying
to crowd a measure through to defeat the
willof the people.

"According to the law of the land itis
now the duty of the United States Attor-
ney-General to foreclose the Government
lien upon the railroad. That is why Mr.
Huntinston is now so anxious to make
some arrangement to pay the immense
debt owing the American peonle.

'•It the people were to foreclose itwould
pat Mr. Huntinston in a very bad light—

.oven in the iight of a swindler. The
$27,000,000 so-called first mortgage bonds
on the railroad property were sold as first
mortgage bonds when as a matter of fact
they were not. The Government lien
takes precedence over everything, and if
the matter ever came before the Supreme
Court of the Unite.lStates the decision
could not help but be that way. The act
of Congress which authorized those bonds
stated that they shouid correspond in
number and all other particulars to the
bonds issued by the Government to cover
the indebtedness, but as a matter of fact
they do not and the railroad will be in a
bad plight toexplain its position if the
can? is ever brought into court. These
facts are not generally known to the pub-
lic, but they are to the Attorney-General
and the Secretary of the Treasury and
will most likelyligure in the matter when
officially brought before Congress."

Mr. Doyle concluded hy offering a reso-
lution that a committee "be appointed to
draft a memorial to Congress petitioning
against the passage of a funding bill. The
resolution was carried and Mayor Sutro
appointed Messrs. McKinstry, Doyle,
Kogers and Bassett to draw up the protest.

The meeting then got down to the actual
business of raising money, and O. D.Bald-
vinproposed that each member present
put his name down for 'the amoiin: he in-
tended tocontribute toward the expenses
of the fight.

This proposal was received with favor,
and a list was at once opened with the fol-

The election fight, between the Buckley
and the anti-Buckley factions occupied the
entire long session of the Iroqnois Club
last night. The first two hours were de-
voted to a heated discussion of the propo-
sition to make members pay up their back
dues if they vote at the annual election
next Friday night. Heretofore the club
has let delinquents vote, but now delin-
quents cut quite a figure in the factional
contest, because, as was declared last night,
the fellows out of x>olitical jobs and hard
up belong to one side and most of the
members who have political jobs and
salaries are with the other side.

Tlie Buckleyiies are, of course, the outs,
and the ins are the anti-Buckleyites, led in
the Iroqucs Club by Max Popper. The
anti-Buckleyites were in a majority at last
ni.ht's meeting, and it was decided to
make every voter pay up.

Max Popper led off with a long
and vigorous speech, nominating Charles
Qildea, who will represent the Junta fac-
tion.

THE WOUNDED ARE HEARD
Macdonald's Defeat of Crocker

Has Made New Sores in
the Guard.

HOW THE THING WAS DONE.

The Story of a Secret Double-Barreled.
Combination— Now New Com-

plications Arise.

Even the victors in the battle over the
field officers of the new First Regiment of
the National Guard in San Francisco were
nursing sore spots yesterday. The van-
quished felt deeper wounds.

The election of Colonel William Mac-
donald of the old Second to be colonel
and of Colonel J. C. O'Connor of the Third
to be lieutenant-colonel of the new regi-
ment and the somewhat unexpected defeat
of Lieutenant-Colonels C. H. Crocker and
.Jame3 F. Smith installs a new mess in
place of the particular one that preceded
the election. Reviling, threats and un-
certainties are plenty, but they came
largely from new sources yesterday.

The result is taken as a defeat for the
administration, and so the victors, who
have all sorts of dislikes for Brigadier-
General Warfield and Adjutant-General
Barrett and their respective staffs and
counselors, have an added cause for satis-
faction. Then the few among the de-
feated or their sympathizes who are "for-
ninst the government" find their woe thus
tempered a little.

That General Warfield wanted Crocker
elected is universally known. He is a
friend and host of Crocker's, and he and
Colonel Macdonald are personal enemies

—
much more so now than before, even.
Adjutant-General Barrett's sympathies
are generally asserted to have been ac-
tively with Crocker until Governor Budd
ordered "'hands off."
Itwas a double-barreled combination

that defeated Crocker. One of the com-
binations was successfully kept secret until
the voting was done. Besides these two
combinations a host of "pulls" figured in
the contest.

The combination between the old First
and Third regiments on Crocker and
Smith seemed to make its success certain,
especially after the Tuesday night caucus,
when the pledges were given. But the
best made slates are often broken.

Macdonald had seven votes pledged to
Crocker and Smith to gain to be elected.
He got eleven. There was hot work and
great wire-pulling for three days. One of
the early moves of the Macdonald side was
to try to pull down Captain Marshall of
the Third, drillrnaster in the Police De-
partment. Macdonald got Police Com-
missioner Alvord to write to Marshall, re-
questing his support for Macdonald. The
fact was used as an argument withothers,
and the Crocker side quickly learned of it.
They hustled to the other Commissioners
and to Alvord. Alvord withdrew his in-
fluence to neutral ground.

The Nationals (companies C and G),
with their six votes, were mainly interested
in staying in their fine little arniory.
Crocker refused any promise of his influ-
ence in their favor, and they fixed up an
arrangement with Macdonald which be-
came pretty well understood. Before the
election they noiilieu Crocker that they
would not be bound by the caucus and
would not vote for him. This gave Mae-
donald nineteen votes. He needed two
more. One more would effect a tie. Ex-
Captain Tilden of tbe Nationals was one
of the most active in these operations, and
his presence in the situation caused ex-
Colonei W. P. Sullivan, who was actively
backing MacDonald indefault of a chance
to win himself, to go over to Crocker. He*
is said to have secured two or three votes
for .Macdonaid, but the day before election
he brought them back into the Crocker
camp.

Then arose this combination, which was
kept secret. Colonel U'Connor of the
Third was not a candidate for the col-
onelcy, there appearing no chance of his
winning, and he was supposed to be out of
the right. He had some good friends
among the fourteen remaining officers of
the Third who were friendly enough to
their lieutenant-colonel, but who evidently
loved their coionel more. So the Nation-
als and the Second were able to secretly
effect a combination on Macdonald for
colonel and O'Connor for lieutenant-
colonel, which combination was kept very
dark.

Six officers of the Third are seen to have
gone into this combination. When it was

,made Macdouald's election was sure un-
less it was broken, and meanwhile the
genuine Crocker-Smith people, who con-
ceded the Nationals to Macdonald, felt sure
of victory by a majority of two.

The only thing in the way of
tne Macdonakl-O'Connor combination
was the caucus pledge to Crocker
and Smith, which Smith was trying to
hold lirmly to the point, declaring the
matter one of personal honor with every
officer of the Tnircl. The O'Conner men
wanted to keep their pledge on the lirst
ballot, which they felt would relieve them
ifno election occurred. It became neces-
sary to make a tie. Lieutenant Middle-
ton of the Third was secured to vote for
Macdonald in the first ballot and thus
make a tie and clear the way for the rest
of the O'Conner forces to carry out the
plan.

The Macdonaid workers knew that
Lieutenant Biunkell of the First was sup-
posed to be in Los Angeies, but they didn't
propose to let any possible tricks be
played on them and they telegraphed to
Los Angeles getting him hunted up. He
was reported there and the tie and the
victory were sure.

That was the situation when the meet-
ing was called to order Thursday night.
The first ballot showed twenty for each
candidate. Then it was that Smith fiercely
turned on Middleton in the presence of all
and gave him the hottest in his hot vocab-
ulary. Then he withdrew his own name
for the candidacy for lieutenant-colonel.
The second ballot followed, and the live
other O'Connor men of the Third shivered
the Crocker-Smith slate and voted for
Macdonald, giving him twenty-five votes
to Crocker's fifteen. By the same vote
O'Connor was declared to be the prefer-
ence for appointment as lieutenant-colonel.

Ex-Captain Tilden was chosen for rec-
ommendation as one of the three majors
by the victorious combination that flashed
up so suddenly from the wreck of the one
that had the administration, the Southern
Pacific and lots of staff officers and pulls
behind it.

Some of the natural consequences are to
be seen. The Nationals, ever the object
of much jealousy and dislike, are being
damned by one large section of the guard
more hotly than ever before. But they
find themselves on top as usual. Tilden
of the Nationals, now to be Major Tilden
ifGovernor Bndd doesn't say "No," was
on the board of inquiry that criticized so
many warriors after the Sacramento
engagement, and that is another cai^e of
enmity and of kicking at the way things
turned out.
Itwas part of the Information that got

out by grapevine telegraph and spread
yesterday that General Warfieid would
now improve the efficiency of the regi-
ment by ordering the Nationals to get out
of their armory and get in with the rest of
the regiment, wherever itmay be located.
The Nationals are ready for another
armory fight,and they are" quite used to
warof that sort.

Had Crocker been elected a prompt con-
test would have at once followed based on
the ruling which Gieslinc made that the
acting field officers should vote. Itis more
than possible that the election will get
into the courts anyway. Itis still more
probable that there willbe trouble for the
Governor. Just before the election a writ-

ten protest against the six majors and
lieutenant-colonels voting, with eighteen
Macdonald signatures, was hied with the
presiding officer, Assistant Adjutant-Gen-
eral Giesting of General "Warrield's staff.
Alter the hrst ballot itwas wanted back,
but Giestipg declared it irrevocably fiied.-
Under the regulations it will go to Gen-
eral Warfield with the report on the elec-
tion. He willallow or disallow itand for-
ward it to General Dimond, who will io
for ita similar service, and send itto Sac-
ramento. There it will have to be acted
on again in «pite of its authors.

Now if this protest should happen to be
allowed there would have to be. a new
election. General Warfield couldn't very
well allow it,after his judge advocate has
ruled the other way. Influences may or
may not accompany it on its travels up-
ward.

Then there are more chances for trouble
over the lieutenant-colonel and majors.
They are simply recommended for ap-
Duintment. The recommendations may not
be honroed. There may be a contest over
the point that they must actually be elected.
Then itis supposed that the general orders
calling the election meant that the pref-
erences ordered to be expressed were meant
to be confined to the lieutenant-colonels
and majors already holding that rank.
The other night a colonel was chosen for
lieutenant-colonel and an ex-captain for
major. Will the Governor commission
them and ijhe does willitbe legal?

Now O'Connor h«s new enemies, new
threats of leaving the guard are heard and
new uncertainties have arisen. However,
Crocker and Smith are taking their defeat
gracefully, and it is thought that Mac-
donrtid willbe able to pull the new regi-
ment together with something like har-
mony in it before long.
