Pir: Iregret to notice that A.Sherman 01

Oakland has not the common-sense to mind
his own business and to allow me to mind
mine.
Ina letter to you, dated December 25, he

says: "Since my appointment as judgein this
controversy Ihave neither examined into the
merits of the question at issue nor have Ias
yet any information as to the programme to

be followed." In an interview published De-
cember 21he said twice: "Ihave said noth-
ingon one side or the other of the merits of
this controversy, aad have read nothing re-
garding it."

This morning he declares Rev. P. C. Yorke
"keeps up his newspaper discussion, desiring
apparei tlyto forestall with the public by his
owu statements the evidence, to be presented
and the formal decision of the authorized
court."

Now, Mr.Editor, what Iwaut to know is
this: IfMr.E.A.Sherman has read nothing
about the controversy and if he is unac-
quainted with the merits of the case, how does
he know that Iam forestalling the evidence to
be presented in my contention with Mr.Ross?

Allow me to remind Mr. Sherman once more
that he is talking too much.
I"beg to request him inaddition to mindhis

own business. The controversies in which I
am now engaged have nothing to do with Mr.
Ross. IfMr.Sherman Ihinks that Messrs. Bo-
vard. Brewer, Case, Hubbeil. Morgan, Quitzow,
et al. are surreptitiously tapping the thunder
of Mr.Donald Ross, the remedy is to be sought
from them and not from me.

(9) Iverified my accusation that he had
vamped the quotation from Father Hecker by j
suppressing sentences, omitting paragraphs
and putting into the mouth of the author sen-
timents he abhorred. (10)Isent you Gury to
establish my charge that Dr. Case had deliber-
ately forged an answer, and that where Gury
replied "yes" to the question, "Are ecclesias-
tics bound toobey the civil law?"

The present system is not of this description; it
insists on giving what is termed the "legalquan-
tity of religious instruction." It -has many oppon-
ents inthis cityon strong constitutional grounds.

Againdoes the voice of the great Archbishop
come back from the grave to refute his calum-
niators. The American public school system,
which is our public school system as well as
Dr.Case's, is a non-sectarian system. Our peo-
ple pay their taxes for itas loyally as the peo-
ple ol any other denomination. They demand
in return that it shall contain no features of-
fensive to them or to their children. This de-
mand the constitution of California readily
concedes. Catholic and Protestant, Jew and
Gentile have a right to these schools, and no
preacher or aggregation of preachers can be
permitted to blockade their doors with sec-
tarian Bibles.

The enemies of the publicschools are not the
Catholics, but they are those sensational
preachers wno wouldintroduce their sectarian
practices. We Catholics believe in teaching re-
ligion to children, but to do so we build our
own schools and pay for their maintenance.
On the contrary, a set of sniveling hypocrites,
who have not the Christian fortitude* to make
a sacrifice for the sake of principle, prowl
round our public schools with King James'
Bible in their pockets and their handkerchiefs
to their eyes boo-hooing about Rome and
searching for some chink to insert themselves
and their doctrines within grabbing distance
of the publicpurse.

(3) With regard to Father Hecker,Iaccused
Dr. Case of three crimes: (a) he suppressed sen-
tences; (b) he omitted paragraphs; (c he put
into Father Hecker's mouth sentiments which
he quoted to refute. Dr. Cnse's own letter
proves mv contention true. He tries to escape

the responsibility by putting the blame on the
editor and the paragraphing. It is none of
my business to allocate the blame. Dr. Case's
extract was printed to leave the public under
the delusion that Father Hecker attributed thealleged troubles of the church to her hierar-
chical constitution. He might as well quote
the Bible to prove that Im>er=oll is correct. j
The Bible says "There isno God." Dr.Cage's
tactics would' suppress the introduction, "The
fool saith inhis heart."

Such, Mr.Editor, is the lame defense which !
Rev. W. \V. Case has made for three of his
propositions out of ten. We could not expect
better things of him. In the beginning he
slandered the sisters, and crawled out of itby !
denying his spoken word. In his letter he j
slandered them again by saying they had sub-
jected themselves to thralldoin, and he re- !
fused tosubstantiate his assertion by slander- j
ing the respectable business men of his own
church. He calumniated the veryconvicts in
our prisons, who have not the opportunity of j
defending themselves, and when Iconvicted
him by facts and figures he fled irom San
Quentin to Folsom and from Folsom to Whtttier
and from Whittier to silence.

He appersed the intelligence of the Catholic
community and disparaged thejrreatest minds
of ancient or modern times by lampooning the ,
confessional, which the very heathen recog- :
nize as an aid to morality and the most ,
learned enemies of Christianity have denomi-
nated a safeguard to society. He traduced the •

priests of this City, who hav«> proved by long
and laborious lives ofservice to the people the
earnestness of their convictions, and he ac-
cused them of mercenary motives, who owe
their burial and their graves to the charity
of their brethren. He maligned the parochia"l i
schools by attributing to their influeuce an I
incredible percentage of the prisoners in our I
penitentiaries, and when Iproved the con- i
trary he had not the manliness t<> acknowledge I
his error.

TODEVELOP GOL DMINES
Action Taken by the San Fran-

cisco Stock Exchange
Board.

This Generous Act Will Stimulate
Business in Mining Properties

of the State.

The executive committee of the San
Francisco Stock Exchange Board has de-
cided that hereafter it willencourage the
listing of gold mines. They recognize
ihe fact that in their long list of Com-
stock and other mines the stock of
which they have been buying and sell-
ing for years the California gold mines are
hardly represented. It is safe to say that
there are not over fiveof these on the list.

In speaking on the subject yesterday
Joseph Marks, a broker, said:

"Of course the gold mines of this State
in many instances are close corporations,
but there are scores of rich gold mines
that we never hearof. Frequently they are
held by men who are not ina position to de-
velop them. These could be listed, and in-
stead of paying periodical assessments to
worked out or depreciated silver mines the
people could place their dimes in the gold
mines, where there are prospects for re-
turns upon the properties"beinf; developed.
"Ido not know of any move better cal-

culated to advance the gold-mining indus-
try of this State than the one the exchange
has made. We have decided to do away
with article 3 of our by-laws, or rather to
suspend it for twelve months."

The article reads like this:
The fee for placing mining stocks on the

regular list shall be $500 each, and no stock
shall be bought or sold at any of the sessions
of the board unless the same shall have been
approved by the stock-list committee and reg-
uiarly listed. This board reserves the right to !
suspend the calling of any stock at any time |
by a two-thirds vote of the members present. I
Allminingstocks remaining on the list over I
one year shall pay $100 per annum Inad- \u25a0

vance; and the said annual fee shall become j
due <>n the first day of January, and any. stock i
upon which said fue shall remain unpaid on|
the third Tuesday in February shall be |
stricken from the list by a majority vote. No

'
stock so s'rieken from the list shall be re- j
placed except by the payment of a fee of $500,

'
as hereintofore provided, and reference to the \
stock-list committee.

"Our action now invites the listing of all
meritorious mines free of charge for one j
year, after which the regular $100 fee will j
be charged," continued Mr. Marks.

"We no not mean by encouraging these
gold mines to be listed that the board will
float the property or anything like that, j
but we will handle the stock on the
market buying and selling itas a conimod- j
ity. This will bring to the front and de-
velop mines that have remained dormant |
all these years for lack of power and !
money to work them."

The first step after suspending article
111 of the by-laws was the appointing by
president George I. Ives of a committee
to take the necessary steps to secure the
listing of all desirable and valuable mines.
Joseph Marks was appointed chairman.
With him are M. J. McDonald, R. F.
Morrow, A. J. McDonell and Charles E.
Paxton.

A special meeting of the building com-
mittee of the Board of Regents of the
University of California was held at the
olfice of General Houghton, 303 California
street, Tuesday afternoon, pursuant to the
call of the chairman, J. West Martin.
Itwas decided, after much discussion,

to extend the time within which plans and
specifications for the proposed buildings
of the Affiliated Colleges may be received
until noon ofthe 3lstof January. The time
limitset in the advertisement which called
for the plans and specifications was noon
of the 17th of January.
It was ordered that duplicate schedules j

of information as to the required charac-
teristics of the buildings and the quality |
of materials to be used in their construc-
tion be prepared for the benefit of the
architects intending to enter the competi- j
tion, and be tiled, one copy with the secre-
tary of the Board of Regents inBerkeley
and one copy with the law firm of Rein- I
stein &Eisner, 217 Sansome street.

Mr. Seaberg and his wife were on a car
going toward the ferries and on reaching
Powell 'treet they alierhted and were on
their way to the sidewalk when a car <om-
ing in the opposite direction struck Sea-
berg, knocked him down, and before the
car could be stopped he was dragged quite
a distance.

HARDSHIP TO SEALERS.
Losing Good Time. They Say, Waiting

for the New Regulations From the
Treasury Department.

There is a general complaint among the
sealers of this port over the tardiness of
tne Treasury Department in sending the
sealing regulations for 1896.

Allthe fleet is practically tied up, await-
ing the regulations, except those which
had already put to sea, namely: the Jane
Grey, owned by C. Nonnenmann; the Ep-
pinger, owned by John Enckson and oth-
ers, and the Alton, owned by A.P. Lorent-
zen and others.

The sealing regulations for 1895 did not
arrive until as late as January 25, and
owing to this fact a number had to sail last
season without first securing the special
licenses necessary to permit them to hunt
in the 'award" area.*

Custom-house Broker W. H. Thornley
said yesterday in alluding to the matter
that a great hardship was being caused to
the sealers because, while they are waiting
for the regulations, they are considerably
out of pocket inhaving to pay idle hunt-
ers. The pay of the hunters in many in-
stances goes on whether the craft puts to
sea or not.

The vessels in which William Bendt and
J. F. Cunningham are part owners are tied
up. Senator Perkins lias interested him-
self in the Winchester and Bowhead cases,
ami expects the co-operation of Senator
White in an effort to have the Treasury

Discovery of the Buried

Booty Leads to Their
Capture.

HIDDENNEAR THE CLIFF.

Edward Willis of the Olympic
Pumping Plant Found

the Money.

THREE DESPERADOES IN JAIL.

One of the First Men Captured Sup-
posed to Have Peached oa

His Confederates.
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Three of the robbers who held up the
Mission-street, car on its way from the
Ingieside track Wednesday night were
captured nearthe Cliff House last night
by Captain Lees and posse and a portion
of the treasure was recovered.

The robbers had made their way from

the scene of the hold-up to the beach
nearthe Olympic Water Company's pier
and there buried the sack containing the
stolen coin.

The discovery and subsequent arrest
was directly attributable to Edward Willis,

the superintendent of the water com-
pany's pier, who found the sucks embedded
in the sand under the pier.

At 8:25 last night the patrol-wagon,
loaded with officers armed with Winches-
ters, left for the beach, a number of officers,
through Detective Gibson, having been lo-
cated there during the day.

There the robbers and a portionof their
booty were found and returned to the
City'Hall.
It was one of the boldest hold-ups re-

corded in the criminal annals of the last
half-year, and the speedy capture reflects
credit on the Police Department.

The news of the capture of the two rob-
bers caused the greatest excitement at
police headquarters. Captain Lees was ex-
plaining by a map to a lot of newspaper
men the routes that the robbers could have
taken after the hold-up, particularly the
Alm^house road route, where Lieutenant
Burke discovered the marks of wagon
wheels leading from the Ingleside hotel
for about a mile.

This was about 8:20 o'clock and the cap-
tain was called to the telephone. In a
minute or so he came along the passage at
a rapid frait shouting, "We've got them 1
We've got them !" He immediately or-
dered Sergeant Colby to get the patrol
wagon ready, and throwing on his over-
coat he passed out of the otiice downstairs
to the wagon, followed by an eager throng.
To all he would only vouchsafe the in-
formation that "We've got them," but he
would not say how many or where they
hat! been captured. He and Sergeant
Colby drove offin the wagon.

After two hours the Captain returned in
a iiack accompanied by Detectives Gibson,
and Cody and with Middlemass in charge.
A few minutes later the patrol wagon
arrived with Gardner. He was escorted
by Detectives Silvey, Crockett, Reynolds,
Graham, Wren and'Campbell, each armed
with a Winchester.

The news of the arrests seemed to have
spread rapidly, as a crowd had congre-
gated in the corridor, and there was such
an eager desire to get a glimpse of the
prisoners that a policeman had to be de-
tailed to keep them from crowding into
the office. Secretary Leake of the Race-
track Association and Police Commis-
sioner liunst were among the first to ar-
rive, and the latter was delighted at the
creditable and quick work done incaptur-
ing the robbers.

CAPTAIN LEES' STORY.
How the Hisrhwaymnn Woro Cap-

tured on the Beach.
Captain Lees' story of the capture of the

three robbers runs as follows:
About 7530 or 8 o'clock this morning Edward

Willis, the superintendent of the Olympic
Water Works, under the Cliff House, started toinspect the piers according to his daily custom.
Under the seventh pier he noticed a strap
sticking out of the sand. He pulled on itbut
it didn't come up, and when his utmost effortswere insufficient to dislodge it he scraped
away the sand and found a leather pouch
something like a mailbag. It was fifteen
inches longby nine or tec inches wide, and it
had been cut open at one end.

Willis notified .me by telephone of his find
and 1 sent out Detectives Ciib-on and Cody.
Willis meanwhile had removed the pouch to
the engriiie-house, where he reburied it.

On examination it was found that thepouch was full of small ba^s These were
filled with coin and labeled, though some of
the labels had been washed off by the sea-
water.

The markings on the bags and the amounts
of money each contained were these: Registry
No. 3, $38 35; registry 5, $38 40; registry 6,
$36 45; registry 7, $73 i>s; registry 8, $30 15.

'Ihe bag marked registry No. 8 aiso con-
tained an oil) fashioned eiasp purse containing
£335 ii$5 sold pieces. One unmarked bag
heM $41 30 and another $43 45. The total
amount recovered was $663 13. There is saidto have been one more purse which contained
nearly $1000 in gold and greenbacks, but ofthis, we have no knowledge. This list Inave
given whs made in tiie presence of Mr.Willis,

The p«uch was found at the seventn pier out
into the ocean. TlureforeH must have been
buried at low tide. The only time after this
morning whenrany attempt would be made 10recover it was at low tide to-night. Knowing

Jus; after dark two men came walking up

the beach. They walked directly to pier 7 and
then stopped. My nun were WHtching them
throngb neldglasses, bat it was too dark to
distinguish fast what they were doing, so we
closed inon them.

When the; saw us coining they clambered
up on top of ihe pier and run out'to the end of
it. There we overtook tliem, forcing them to
hold their hai:d> above iheir beads. The
officers, to reach them, had, however, to cross
h. considerable open space, and, meanwhile, I
they had thrown their guns into the ocean.
When we got to them, however, the big one
threw up his hair's very quickly. The littleI
one, being full of gin, was somewhat slower,
but not too s.ow, for we had reversed the prop-
osition on them— last nignt they had the Win-
chester*; to-night we had them."

Gardner, Middleman and Welsh have been
identified as having been at the racetrack last
evening after the bar was closed. They tried to j
get a-drink, but were not successful, as it is rule
of the association that the bar must remain
Closed when the races are over.

Gardner's trunk was found inhis room, on
Fifth street. Middleman and Welsh had a
room in a lodging-house on Stockton street. I
do not care 10 give the numbers, for special
reasons.

They, oi course, deny that they were impli-
cated in the hold-up. Welsh says that he and
Middlemi>s started to come out of the track
atter the races were over.* Welsh says he gave
Middlemiss 10 cents to pay for their fares.
Both were- drunk and Welsh got into a row
with the conductor, who threw him off the car.

Middlemis says he haiied several cars uud
has no recollection of what car he got on but
he found Welsh on it. Welsh contra. licts Mid-
dlemiss and says he did not see him after leav-
ing the. track tillover an hour later when be :
met him in the saloon 8(33 Market street.

Gardner says he was not at tne racetrack ,
thnt day. Middlemiss and Welsh say that !
Gardener was in town playing the poolrooms,
but Ihave reason to believe that Welsh and j

Gardner were at the races together. Twelve
pool ticket* were found on Middlemiss, show-
in? that he had been playing the races yester.
day.

"The prisoners? The shorter of the two men
is named joeeph Middlemas. He is 25 years
old and comes from Eureka, HumboldtC iinty.|
His father used to work on old No. 4 engine in ]
this City when it was stationed at Battery and i
Bush streets and Iwas its foreman. He was
also with the New York Mutual Life Insurance
Company at one time. Idonot know whether
or not the boy has been in trouble before or
not.

"The taller man is Harry Robert Gardiner,
aged 32 years, of Eureka. When he was
searched we found a badge of the Eureka Fire
Department upon him. Ido not know his
record.

"The officers who effected this capture were
Detectives and Officers Cody. Gibson, Sllvey,
Reynolds, Crockett, Wren. Graham and Camp-
bell. Myself and Sergeant Colby were also on
hand."

The third man is Patrick Welsh, a barber,
who claims to have resided inPort Costa until
four or five days ago when tie came to the
City, and has been playing the races. ItIs
known that he and Miiidlemass were at the
races on Christmas day, and Middlemass says
he was drunk that day." Welsh's hands are cut
as ifby coming in contact with a barbed wire
fence. Both his handkerchief and Gardner's
handkerchief are bloody.

There are a lot of circumstances that Iam
not at present prepared to give for publicity
which make itmorally certain to me that these
are the men who held up the car.

Welsh was found to-night at the saloon 863
Market street by Detectives Silvey and Crock-
ett. When 1 was out at the beach Ilearned
enough from Middlemass to give me a clew as
to where Welsh was to be found, and 1detailed
he two detectives to go for him.

Captain Lees did not commit himself to
any theory. He believes, however, that
the robbers had a team in waiting and that
they took the road to the beach.

In speaking of the men Captain Lees
said:

All this talk about Eastern crooks is non-
sense. Every time an unusually bold hold-up
occurs some imaginative newspaper writer im-
mediately jumps at the conclusion that we
have had an immigration of Eastern crooks,
safe-crackers aud representatives of the light-
fingered gentry. We have a great sufficiency
of bold and clever criminals on the coast with-
out depending on importations to do this kind
of work.

It is a matter of record that when these
much-mooted Eastern crooks reach the coast
they find that the competition is not only ac-
tive,but that the detective surveillance is
equally as antagonistic to their nefarious pros-
perity. We have spotted them so easily that
the prospectors of the craft have sent word to
their co-workers that the harvest was not ripe
ana to save railway fare.

Another man, one named Johnson, was
also arrested at 863 Market street, but he
was let {ro after an hour's investigation,
which failed to connect him in any way
with the crime.

OFFICER JOSEPH'S FIGHT.

How He and Fltzgrerald Exchanged
Shots With the Road Agents.

Officer C. J. Joseph was taken to his home at
336 Shipley street late yesterday afternoon.

Though suffering considerably from his'
wound, he was able and willing to talk of his

{ experience of the night before. Said he:
Before Ibegin about myself Iwant to give

credit to Mr.Fitzgorald, the green hand. He
is one of the nerviest green men on the force Iever saw. There is no backdown in him and

• he is gamt all the way through. Infact, I
think it either he or Ihad not winged one of
the rascals Iwould not be here to talk to you
at this minute. He stood by me as long as" his
ammunition lasted andIheard the hum of his
bullets as they sped on their way toward the

i retreating robbers.
But to get back to the facts as Iknow them.

iThe first shot was heard by Fitzgerald and me
!before we left the track. When we ran out theigate another shot was fired, and we rushed

Gown the road in the direction of the car,
which we could see was stationary in the road.

Acrowd was gathered round and great ex-
citement prevailed, «s we could easily surmise
;from the gex.icu'suons and loua voices as we; approached. When within several hundred
; fee' of the car a man came running along the

road toward us.
As an officer Icould not fire uniil he firedfirst, thoughIknew he was running away to

escape the consequences of his act, whatever Umay have b. en. 1 ordered him to halt. Hecontinued on his course, and at the third com-Iniand turned nnd opened fire on me with his
Winchester. That was all 1 needed, and 1
"turned mr owngun loose.
Ithink Iwas hit at the first fire, though I

could not be sure. After several shots "had
l>e>ti fired J felt a burning sensation in my
leg. close up to the thigh. Ail the time the
fellow who was doi:;e the shooting at us was
making his way up the bank.

After our revolvers were emptied Irealized
that Iwas hurt, and told Fiizgerald that we
had better get back to the track and get tome

more ammunition or new guns. Just ili^n
Fitzgerald felldown and Ithought he was hit.
but he had only etumbied. Then we went
back to the track

But there were no guns or ammunition to
be found there and we had to make the best of
it. lam certain Iliit the man who firedat me
first and afterward winged me, ami Ithink I
owe my life to t!:ar fact. When the fellow wiio
did the shooting vrtut climbing up the hillside
hi*partner, or or.c of them at lea-;:, came into
view from the direction of the held-up car. He
was sprinting it, and if the last shot from ray
revolver had not shown him our location he

Iwould have b«en on top of us ina rniuute. As!
lit was he made a deionr. Before doing so,
however, lie may have taken a shot at us.

Do Ithink there were two, three or four?
From all that 1saw and all that Iheard before
and since, Iam inclined to agree with tne
motorman and conductor tba; there were four.
The man who did jjietiringat rnzg>-raid «tud
me withhis \Vinch4lrer was tall and wore a
long ov< rcoat ana stiff hut. The short fellow,
who came after, wore a light overcoat.
Idid not thinic Iwas hurt so badly asIam

juntil the businjfcs was over. Then it was I
;learned for the first, time that Ihad been
winged iv the shoulder.

The fir>t sh..t pas-ed through the inner side
of my rieht leg, near the thigh,narrowly miss-
ing the Urge artery. They say a fraction of an
inch would have removed me irom the force
forever.

By way of illustration Mrs. Josephs held
up to view her wounded husband's trou-
sers, and the clean-cut holes mailu by the
deadly 44-caliber bullets were forcibly in
evidence.

Tiie physician? think Josephs will be
be able to leave his bed in ten days or two
weeks, and all agree that his escape from j
mortal injury was almost miraculous.

CLARKE'S INJURIES.
ItWas Found Nec-ssary to Ampu-

tate His Foot.
After being removed from the Palace to

the Wak'eck Sanitarium, Cashier Clarke's
injuries were critically examined and it
was decided that his foot must be ampu-
tated. There was no alternative, and the
unfortunate cashier underwent the opera-
tion.

As given inThe Call's almanac Thurs-
day morning Mr. Clarke's story was in
every point corroborative of that of Mr.
Bronner.

Clarke is doing as well as could be ex-
pected under the circumstances and speaks
very modestly of his connection with tne
affair.

JAMES G. FAIR'S MONEY.
Allof the Adult Collateral Heirs

Have Received Their
Coin.

ONE MORE MOVE TO MAKE.

Seven More Minor Legatees Are to Be
Gathered In Before Dividing

the Estate.

The distribution of the millions of dol-
Ilars left hy the late James G. Fair within
!a very short period of time is now a well-

assured fact.
Aside from the direct heirs there are

some fifty-six collateral heirs aud other
legatees who have laid to be atten ied to so

j as to prevent tedious and expensive litiga-
tion.

Even the direct heirs at first had griev-
ances, imaginary or otherwise, which have
been wiped out, and now they are on such
an amicable standing that they have de-
cided to at first gather inall outside claims
and to then cut up the late ex-Senator's
vast wealth according to their ideas.

So as to bring the complexity of the case
into a nntshell that it might better be
dealt with Attorney John A. Percy placed
himself incommunication with the thirty-
six adult heirs resident in lowa, compris-
ing the brothers and sisters of the deceased

Imillionaire and their adult children.
They rested their claims with him and a
settlement was speedily readied by which
the $640,000 aggregate legacies in the will
was immediately paid over; also about
$200,000 more for interest and as an induce-
ment to some of the heirs who felt they
had not been properly recognized.

Thirteen more minor heirs, also in lowa,
were made wards of Attorney Percy last
Tuesday in the Probate Court and their
aggregate claims, amounting to about
$100,000, willsoon follow the same line of
settlement as in the cases of the adults.

This leaves seven more minor heirs, five
of whom are in the East and two inSan
Jose. As soon as they are gathered in the
fold the direct heir* will divide the vast
estate on the lines drawn in the will.

The trustees, under the will of the dead
millionaire, willof course maintain their
position so long as they are supported by
the courts. They have shown no disposi-
tion of abandoning their trust.

A Switchhouse Burned.

last evening, several cars attached to a switch
engine jumped the track and overturned a
small switchhouse which immedifttely caught
fir© from a lamp which exploded on the inside
of the house.
