of takingout a beneficiary certificate, but every
married member must take ou such a certificate
for the benefit of his family. There is one class of
members who at the session, of the grand lodge
willendeavor to have the per capita tax raised,
giving as a reason that the number of old men in
the order is increasing and that the death rate will
increase so rapidly that the sinking fund will no:
De sufficient to meet the demand for $.000 for
each death. The other class of members hold that
such action would be an injustice to the members
wbo forabout thirtyyears have been paying the
regular per capita lax. Tney are In favor of allow-
ing the tax to remain as itIs.as to those who are
members at this time, but have no objection that a
higher rate be fixed for those who may .oln here-
after.
