
TO IMPROVE THE RIVERS
A Great. Convention of Super-

visors and Delegates From
Many Counties.

TKEY WILL SOON MEET HERE.

Delegation to Be Appointed and Hur-
ried on to Washington to Urge

Necessary Appropriations.

The boards of Supervisors and other
delegates from the river and the bay
counties willmeet in this City January 15
for the purpose of arousing public interest
in the improvement of the waterways
branching from San Francisco Bay. A
delegation will be chosen to go on to
Washington, immediately after the big
convention and present before Congress in
the most effective way the necessity for
spending some of the Government money
in improving the Sacramento and San
Joaquin rivers and their tributaries. Pet-
aluma Creek, Napa River, Islais Creek and
Alviso Slough.
.Such is the result of a long and closeted

conference with the executive committee
of the California river-improvement con-
vention. The meeting was held expressly
to oiscuss the advisability of calling a
large convention, and nearly all day yes-
terday was spent upon the subject. The
difference of opinion was not upon the ad-
vantages to be gained from a general
public discussion, but upon the time for

-the meeting. Several of tbe committee--
men . expressed their opinions very
strongly that itis a great blunder to call a
convention on such short notice before
the time the delegation must act in Wash-
ington, but they finally waived all objec-
tions and agreed to support every effort
that might be made to boom the need of
improvements and arouse public interest
in the request to be made for California's
good.

The delegates present were: Senator
William Johnson of Sacramento County,
L. B. Adams of Yolo, H. H. Rose of
Colusa, E. A. Denicke of San Francisco,
William P. Edwards of Sonoma, L. P.
Farmer of Sutter, Dr. J. T. McLean of
Alameda, E. McGettigan of Solano, Sen-
ator J. M. Gleaves of Shasta, and W. S.
Green and George Ohleyer, at large.

E. E. Drees of Petaluma and W. A.
Cooper of Santa Clara were admitted as
members of the executive committee.

Much of the forenoon was consumed by
an inquiry into the financial condition of
the committee, and ex-Senntor William
Johnson was appointed to make a detailed
investigation of the finances from the in-
ception of the committee down to the pre-
sent time.

William Johnson also reported his
action as a delegate to the Trans-Missis-
sippi Congress that met in Omaha No-
vember 24. He said that he had presented
the matter of the improvement of Califor-
nia's rivers and harbors and that every
-measure introduced by him haa been
approved by that congress. He had talked
mainly to impress the other delegates with
the claims of Sacramento and San Joaquin
rivers and Petaluma Creek to Govern-
ment aid.

The result of yesterday's long executive
session in the Grand Hotel was the forma-
tion of the followingresolution, which will
be sent to the counties immediately con-
cerned :

Resolved, That the California River Improve-
ment Convention be and is hereby called to
meet in the Cityof San Francisco on Wednes-
day, the 15th day of January, 1890, at 11 a. m.,
and that the convention be composed of the
members of the several Boards of Supervisors
of the counties of Sacramento, Yolo, Colusa,
San Francisco, Sonoma, Sutter, Alameda, Ma-
dera, San Joaquin, Butte, Solano, Tehama,
Stanislaus, Glenn, Shasta, Merced, Santa Clara,
Napa, Contra Costa, and of five citizens se-
lected by the board of the counties above
named, and of the Board of Trustees of the
cities of Oakland, Stockton. Petaluma, Santa
Clara', Sun Jose, Alameda, Marysville,Napa and
Redding, and the Merchants' Association and
the Chamber of Commerce of San Francisco,
and the present executive committee of the
Cafiforuia River Improvement Convention

and five citizens of each of the above-named
cities.

San Francisco secured this convention.
Sacramento was to have been the meeting
place, but E. A. Denicke moved to amend
the resolution by substituting this City
for Sacramento. His principal arguments
were that the large Citydailies would have
a better chance to give more notice to the
sessions, and that inconsequence the State
generally and the East would be more im-
pressed with the interest taken in.the en-
terprise.

Johnson was equally ardent for the cap-
ital city.

Dan McLean spoke for San Francisco,
declaring that the metropolis would be the
most convenient place, apd then Farmer
tried to turn the tide back toward the cap-
ital.

Chairman A. H. Rose said that this City
was not interested enough in the subject
and should be made to hear more about it.
IiSacramento couid furnish a free hall, as
stated, he believed San Francisco could do
as much.

When the roll was called San Francisco
won by one vote, the following members
voting aye: Rose, Denicke, Edwards, Mc-
Gettigan, Roberts, Gleaves, Cooper.

An effort willbe made to get the Cham-
ber of Commerce Hall for the meetings.

Should there be as full an attendance as is
expected there wilibe over 200 delegates in
town. ,

The business of the convention will be
to choose six .or perhaps only three repre-
sentative men as a delegation to go to
Washington*. Itwill also elect a new ex-
ecutive committee to succeed the incum-
bents.

"California has sent $297,000,000 to the
General Government and only $11,000,000

has beea' spent on this State for Govern-
ment purposes," said Senator Gleaves.
'•There is no area of arable land in the
world so great as tl.at drained by the
Sacramento and San Joaquin rivers. Few
people know it,but there is actually more
traffic annually on the Sacramento River
by $1 000,000 than on the whole Mississippi.
The business 13 enormous. The people of
the State do not realize it. We want them
to appreciate these things and become
awakened to the importance of the im-
provements to be asked for."

The executive committee proposes to
hold its una! meeting at 10 o'clock on the
15th, an hour before the session of the con-
vention willbegin.
Itwillrequire quick work to bring the

delegates together, but it will require
quicker work on the part of those chosen
to do the work at Washington. They will
have to start for the National capital im-
mediately upon their appointment in
order to accomplish their purpose before
Congress shall hurry through the end of
the present session and adjourn.

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CARPENTERS VICTORIOUS.
They "Win the Fight on the Vallejo

Schoolhouse Job.

The carpenters and laborers who went
on a strike on Rountree Brothers' North
Vallejo schoolhouse job have won their
point, and have gone back to work. They
struck because the contractors failed to
pay promptly, and because they worked
them nine hours a day. The mat-
ter was called to the attention of the car-

penters' business agent, E. R. Johnson,
Labor Commissioner Fitzgerald and the
Solano County School Board. Johnson
told the men to hold out. Fitzgerald,
backed by the law making eight hours a
day's work on all State and county work,
took the contractors to task for violating
the law, while the School board rounded
up the Rountrees for not having the work
finished on the specified time.
Itdid not take Ions: for the contractors

to see where they stood and an under-
standing was quickly reached. The car
renters will be paid in full,the contractors
giving them orders on the School Board
for their money. They will resume work
and receive all future moneys in the same
manner: and last, but not least, it was
agreed that eight hours shall be all that
the men will be required to labor. The
carpenters regard this as another gratify-
ing victory, although the job is not very
large.

MEN AND THE CHURCHES
Presbyterian Ministers Discuss

the Paucity of Men in
the Fold.

The Local Methodist Churches Will
Hold New Year Watch

Meetings.

"The Church and Men" was the subject
of a paper read by Rev. E. E. Clark at the
meeting of the Presbyterian Ministerial
Association yesterday morning. The
speaker quoted Dr. Clark's statistics to
prove that women form the majority of
the churchgoers in this country, and'that
the men only average one-third of the con-
gregation, saying:

"May we not see in this the cause of
much of the dishonesty in business? There
are religious hypocrites, but Ibelieve they
constitute a very small percentage of the
whole number. The ballot is practically
in unchristian hands, and the fact that
we must, have civic federations and Chris-
tian organizations to enforce the laws is a
sad as well as a hopeful sign." Mr.
Clark urged manly preaching as one means
of attracting men to church, and con-
cluded by saying, "Ifwe solved the prob-
lem oigetting men to church, we should
solve many of the social and politicalprob-
lems that now perplex the church and the
Nation." 4j?-8

Indiscussing the paper Rev. Mr. Devier
advocated insmutionai churches, withgym-
nasiums and reading-rooms attached. Rev.
Mr.Parry said he believed lodges stood as
substitutes for church membership with
many men. _§__£_

Vi. Alexander said: '*Wherever there
is a man in the pulpit there willbe men in
the pews. Wherever there is a namby-
pamby Miss Nancy in the pulpit,all the
old maids in the country will be in the
pews."

An Improved Headlight.
An ingenious machinist in the Dunsmuir

railroad shops is credited with having con-
structed an automatic headlight,' for en-
gines/. Ingoing around sliarp curves head-
lights on locomotives, being made station-
ary, throw the light straight ahead instead
of throwing itso that it follows the "track,
where the light should be at all times a
defect now remedied in this new arrange-
ment.

The headlight is made to hang on two
pivots, the framework that holds the one
on top being, fastened to the smokestack
and7 the 7bottom one to the; boiler-head.
From the bottom of the headlight 7 two
chains run ;to the ends ;of,:an extending
arm, which latter is connected, by. a rod
that runs to the pilot-wheels' truck. Thus
as the pilot-wheels strike a curve the out-
side wheel forges slightly ahead; of course,
and ithis 'movement works the rod and
chain just enough' to move the iheadlight
so that the reflection is east directly on the

Abnormal Appetite of Harry

Garthside, a Daring Young
Burglar.

IS ARRESTED BY TEE POLICE.

Unpleasant Experience of Miss Sarah
Gray Carmany, One of His

Victims.

Animportant capture of a daring young
burglar has been made by the police, and
the Chief is congratulating himself that
his operations will be stopped for several
years to come.

His name is Harry Garthside, 'JO years of
age. He isa you'h of .senteel appearance
and engaging manners, and is said to be-
long to a wealthy family in the interior of
the State. He was booked at the City
Prison last night on the charges of burglary
and carrying concealed weapons by Detec-

tives Bee and Harper and Policemen P.
Sullivan and W. Burkholder.

On the night of December 21 he broke
into the houses of Thomas Bennett. 825
Golden Gate avenue; I.Newman, No. 839;
M.Fitzgerald, No. 857; F. L. Bates, No.
837, and M.Greenblatt, No. 841. IHe seems
to have had an abnormal appetite, for at
each of these houses he helped himself to
turkey and pie from the pantry. Nothing
of value was missed from any of the resi- !
dences except Bennett's, where Garthside
stole $42 incoin.

On December 22 Garthside broke into
the residence of J. W. Carmany. 1109
Franklin street. He effected an entrance
from the r*ar, and after helping himself
to turkey and pie from the pantry, he went
upstairs and into the room where Car-
many's sister Sarah was asleep.

While ransacking the room the noise
awoke Miss Carmany. Thinking it was
her brother, she asked what he was doing.

"Keep quiet," said Garthside, as he faced
her. She observed by the light of a match
that lie held in his hand that he had a silk
muffler over his face and a revolver in his
right hand. She was about toscream for
help, when Garthside said: "Keep quiet,
now. The DOlice are looking for me and,I
don't propose to be taken alive. If you
make the slightest noise Iwillshoot you."

Then he said, pointing the revolver at
her head: "I want that diamond ring
that's on your finger." She assured him
he was mistaken, as she did not have a
diamond ring. He came close up to the
bed and examined her fingers, satisfying
himself that she was telling the truth.
Then he went to the bureau and helped
himself to her jewelry, which was lying on
top of it. . '\u25a0\u25a0:\u25a0':

With another warning to her to keep
quiet he stole silently out of her room and
closed the door after him. Miss Carmany
sprang out of her bed and was in the act
o: raising the window to give an alarm
when Garthside opened the door and ad-
vancing swiftly to where she was standing
pointed the pistol at her head and hissed
out: "I'vea good mind to kill you. I'll
give you one more chance. IfIhear you
raising an alarm Iwill come back to your
room and shoot you as Iwould a dog. So
be warned." This had the desired effect.

Garthside after frightening the young
lady almost to death went into the room
of her brother and stole his gold watch and
chain. He got away altogether withabout
$500 worth of articles of jewelry.

On Sunday night the officers met Garth-
side on Kearny street. They placed him
under arrest for burglary. He protested
that they had made a mistake and that he
was a reputable young man from the in-
terior. His protestations were of no avail
and he was taken to the prison. On ing
searched a silk muffler was found in his
pocket corresponding to the one seen over
his face by Miss Carmany, and a Smith &
Wesson 38-caliber revolver. The diamond
ling belonging to Miss Carmany was on
his finger.

He was placed in the "tanks" tillthe
officers had an opportunity of. locating his
room. Yesterday they were successful. It
was in a lodging-house on Market street
and on searching it nearly all the jewelry
stolen from Carmany's house was found ih
it.

When arrested Garthside said he was 20
years of age. When booked Inst night he
gave his age as 21 or 22. He says he came

••here four or five weeks ago and was until
recently a brakeman on the Yuma division
of the Southern Pacific Railroad..

CAPTAIN LEES INDIGNANT
If Judge Bahrs' Decision Stands

It WillHurt the De-
partment.

DAVIS MADE A CONVENIENCE.

Opinion of the Superior Court Known
Beforehand and Preparations

Made for It.

The decision of Judge Bahrs releasing
James Gleason, convicted in the Police
Court of having burglar tools in his pos-
session, has created much dissatisfaction
in the Police Department. Itis argued
that if the decision is upheld by the Su-
preme Court the prisons and jails of Cali-
fornia willbe immediately relieved of all
sorts of desperate criminals.
Itmay be remarked/however, that such

a decision was confidently looked for by
Chief Crowley and Captain Lees, and they
made preparation for it in the case of
Davis, alias Jack Strauss, convicted on -a
similar charge in Judge Joachimsen's
court on Friday last. From the District
Attorney's office the purport of Judge
Bahr's decision was given to Captain Lees,
who immediately determined to find
another subject to fit the case. Ex-Con-
vict Davis happened along about that
time, and he was immediately pounced
upon as the proper person to make a test
case. The fellow was arrested and brought
before Judge Joachimson for trial. Itre-
sulted in the release of the convict, much
to the chagrin of the Police Department.
They then preferred another charge,
which was heard in Judge Joachimson's
court on Friday last, resulting in the con-
viction of Davis. The case will be ap-
pealed to the Superior Court, though Cap-
tain Lees says he willnot be satisfied with
anything less than a Supreme Court de-
cision, and he proposes to exercise every
possible means to secure an opinion from
that tribunal.

"jud_e Bahrs' decision does not surprise
me in the least," said Captain Lees yester-
day, "because Ikrew.two weeks ago
through the District Attorney's offlce how
he felt about the matter, and with this in-
formation inour possession the only pos-
sible thing for us to do was to make an-
other arrest, and push it- through to the
Supreme Court. Jack Strauss, or Davis as
he is better known, was captured about
this time, and it was determined to make
a test case of this. The first trial resulted
in acquittal, but Iwent to Joachimsen and
showed him the fallacy of his reasoning.
Then a second charge was placed against
Strauss, the bearing of which resulted as
we desired.

"Itis stated that Judge Joachimsen was
ignorant of tlie Superior Court decision
else he would not have decided against
Davis. This is

'
a mistake, for Judge

Joachimsen knew all along the opinion of
Judge Bahrs, but it was not until Ibad
pointed out the law that he recognized the
error of his former ruling. ,
"Itis preposterous to assume for a mo-

ment that the police have not the right to
arrest a man caught with burglars' tools
in his possession. Igrant that if there
were no corroborative evidence in the
shape of past bad character, it
would be extremely unjust to convict
a man simply because he had these imple-
ments in Irs possession, but with a con-
victed thiefitis different. An honest man

"Itis nonsense to apply the Supreme

Court decision rendered by Judge Harri-
son on the lottery question as applicable
to the present issue. The cases are not
parallel by any means, and Iam surprised
that a man of Judge Bahrs' knowledge
of the law—but Ihad better not talk about
that now. He was doubtless conscien-
tious in the decision rendered, though
we do not by any means agree with him."

"The criticism made by Captain Lees re-
garding my decision in the case of The
People versus James Gleason, who was
charged and convicted in the Police Court
of having burglar tools in his possession,"'
said Judge Bahrs last evening, "was based
upon a moial view of the situation with-
out regard to an unbiased interpretation of
the law under which he was prosecuted.

''Gleason was .not prosecuted under the
Penal Code of California, itbeing thought
that a conviction could more easily be ob-
tained under section 'llof the General Or-
ders of the Board of Supervisors of this
City and County, passed to prohibit the
unlawful possession of burglars' tools, the
construction of which ordinance is identi-
cal to the one passed in Los Angeles, pro-
hibiting the possession or lottery tickets,
which has recently been declared uncon-
tutional and void by the Supreme Court of
this State. .

"The decision to which Ihave reference
and under which Ireleased Gleason from
custody was rendered by the Supreme
Court on September 4, 1895, in the case of
Wong Hane, who was held inconfinement
by the Chief of Police of the city of Los
Angeles under a warrant of arrest issued
by the Police Judge of that city upon a
complaint charging him with the violation
of a city ordinance in that he did willfully
and unlawfully have inhis possession

—
such possession being neither innocent nor
for a lawful purpose— a certain tool, de-
vice and paper used and intended to be
used in preparing and drawing a certain
lottery.

"The ordinance under which the com-
plaint was made is as follows:-. •

TheMayor and Council of the ,city:of Los
Angeles uo ordain as follows: Section 1. It
shad be unlawful for any person to have inhis
possession, unless it be shown that such pos-
session isinnocent or fora lawful purpose, any
lottery ticket, or any ticket, certificate, paper
or instrument, purporting or representing, or
understood to be or to represent, any ticket,
chance, share or interest iiior dependent upon
the event of any lottery, or any tool, instru-
ment, stamp or devise, used or intended to be
used inor for contriving, preparing, making,
writing,producing, stamping or,getting rcaay
forsale or distribution any lottery -. ticket or
tickets.

Sec. 2. Anyperson who shall violate any of
the provisions of this ordinance shall 'be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon
conviction- thereof shall be punished by a fine
not exceeding $500 or be imprisoned in the
City Jail fora term not exceeding six months,
or by both such fine or imprisonment.

"M. G. Norton, representing Wong

Hane, made an application to the Su-
preme Court for a writ7 of \u25a0 habeas corpus.
The court granted the application upon
the ground that the ordinance was uncon-
stitutional in that it placed on the one
accused ofits violation the burden of show-
ing the innocence of his possession.

'.'The ordinance under whichGleason was
prosecuted states that itshall be unlawful
forany person to have in his possession
any tools of the 'description known as
burglars' :tools unless ;it is 7 shown that
suqh possession is innocent or for a lawful
purpose, the construction being identical

with the Los Angeles ordinance prohibit-
ing the possession .of lottery ticket and
as; this ordinance -places th* burden of
proof upon the defendant Iheld as did the
Supreme Court that it was unconstitu-
tional and void, consequently the prisoner
was released from custody."
