NEW YORK, N. Y., Jan. 29.—American Sugar
was the feature of the marketat the Stock Ex-
©hange to-day, the stock figuring for nearly 43,000
sharesin a grand total of 223,500. Sugar rose to
108145 from 10534 and closed at 10815, No expla-
nation was forthcoming to account for the recent
steady improvement in the stock. It is known,
however, that brokers having the confidence of in-
siders bave been picking up the stock for the past
two weeks. The strength of the stock had a favor-
able effect on the general list, which was inclined
to sag early in the day because of foreign selling of
St, Paal, Louisville and Nashville and other stocks
with the international market

The anthracite coalers displayed great strength
during the early session on the revival of the rao-
mors that the sub-committee of the presidents ap-
pointed at the recent meeting of the companies
had reached an agreement as to percentages which
will meet the approval of the controliing inter-
ests. It is said that the Reading and Ontario and
Western are especially favored inthe new allot-
ments.

The figures were in
the hands of a few people earty, but did not become
public pews until about the middle of the session.
