CRICKET IN THE HOT SUN.

The Californias Were Defeated
by the Bohemians Yes-
terday.

Heavy Slogging Was the Feature of
the Match—A Practice Day at
the Alameda Ground.

The single-cup cricket match played
vesterday at Golden Gate between the Bo-
hemians and Californias resulted in a vic-
tory for the former team by 51 runs.

It was an ideal day for the game and the
pretty ground was liberally sprinkled with
spectators.

Captain Robertson of the Bohemians
won the toss and went in. He and Bow-
hill made the first stand, scoring 32 and 2
runs respectively.

West, Grannan and Cookson each did
effective work for the side, which was
finally disposed of for 124 runs. Outside
of some hard bhitting the feature of the
mning was the fielding of Brooks, whose
catches of Bowhill and Reeves—particu-
larly the former—were superb.

The Californias led off badly. Brooks,
an ex-Pacific man, put up a very credita-
ble 27, but only Guild and Townsley were
able to follow him into double figures. The
bowling of Robertson and Pollock was all
100 deadly, and the team fell for 73 runs,
leaving their opvonents virtual victors by
half a ceatury.

There was just time enough left for the
Bohemians to enjoy a second inning. It
resulted in a total of 175, most of which
was composed of boundary hits. Thechief
contributors to the score were: Robertson,
who carried his bat for 54, Smith 39, Bow-
hill 32 and Martin 27 runs,
