NEW YORK MARKETS,

NEW YORK, N. Y., June 10.—Trading at the
Stock Exchange was more active to-day and as of
late the increase of business was at the expense of
values, The opening was rather weak, the im-
preéssion prevailing that the silverites will receive
more consideration atSt. Louis than Eastern peo-
ple have been led to believe. Washington houges
were free sellers of the list, and late in the day
when it was rumored thut President Cievelana in-
tended to send a message to Congress sustaining the
insurgents in  uba, prices broke rapidly. The re-
port proved to be unfounded. The engagement of
a small amonnt of go!d for export to Europe was
used against the market.

The pressure to sell was most pronounced in the
case of the Southwesterns, grangers, Louisville and
Nashville, the Internationals, Pacific Mail and
Tennessee Coal and Iron. The decline in prices
ranged from 34 to 314 per cent, Missouri Paclfic
leading. In the late trading a steadier tone pre-
vailed, the rumor that the President nad senta
messnge to Congress ‘on Cuban matters having
been denied. Prices immediately recovered 1@
134 per cent. Sugar showed the greatest strengti,
The mmprovement, however, was not general, and
in the final transactions the market was irregnlar
and in the main weak. Net changes show losses
of 14@23%g per cent. Lackawanna sold at 160,
against 165 the Iast reported sale. The total
transac:ions were 264,300 shares.”
